Lecture Notes:
· Racehorse pictures was criticized as “it broke the codes of artistic representation and distorted reality”
· to show what the naked eye could not see 
· Muybridge’s ZoopraxIscpoe:
· Projection apparatus that had 16 inch discs with a set of removable shutters with different number of slots for producing. 
· Earliest motion picture projectors
· Created in 1879
· Owed a debt to the magic lantern device and zoetrope. Used a lantern to project glass slides
·  Inspired  Thomas Edision
· Early Cinema – early “auteurism”


Tutorial Notes:
· New technology of cinema used to attract audience
· Little to no psychological investment of characters 
· Train = cinema (involves vision + motion= visual experience)
· Camera creating audiences viewpoint 
· Emphasis on the body – as apart of the attraction 
· Post industrial Revolution 
· People began to use technology as an entertainment value
· Scientists opposed to this as they though technology was to be used for research and to benefit society
