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1. Everyone seems to know intuitively what it is- homecare is invisible and unacknowledged
2. 2. The effect of this is to prevent, delay or substitute home care for hospital or long-term residential care- home care takes up the slack from institutions
3. And array of services- diverse not linked to specific healthcare services
4. Tied up with ideology of home
3 areas of dramatic expansion
1. Mental Healthcare
2. Post acute home care
