Chapter 1: Open Doors, Iron Curtains. (1941-1945)
•	Even though during WW2 the United States leased 11 billion dollars worth of supplies to the Russians the co-operation would be short lived post WW2
•	The Nazis pushed deep into Russian territory in 1942. Stalin asked Churchill and Roosevelt to invade Western Europe that however did not happen as they had believed they lacked the power.
•	1944 the Russians push Nazis back out of Russia but at a tremendous cost of lives.
•	Stalin becomes suspicious as he asked Roosevelt and Churchill to agree that postwar Russia should include Baltic states and parts of Poland, Finland, and Rumania. In 1943 Roosevelt told Stalin that millions of US voters of Baltic ancestry made it impossible for him to recognize Soviet claims to Latvia, Lithuania, and Estonia. Roosevelt did not want war and tried to delay territorial discussions until after the war
•	The capitalistic system is essentially an international system, for the US to prosper post-war and not enter another depression it had to rely on trade with other countries.
•	In 1941, at the Atlantic conference held off Newfoundland with Churchill, Roosevelt moved to implement a policy which 1) after war people had the right to choose their form of government 2) all states should enjoy access on equal terms to the trade and to the raw materials of the world which are needed for their economic prosperity. This place the states in an advantages position to win the race for access on equal terms because a lot of nations were decimated.   
•	Closed economic blocs not only hurt trade but easily develop into political blocs 
•	In 1944 the US tried to ensure that postwar marketplace would be friendly. At the international conference at Bretton Woods, New Hampshire, the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund were created. 
•	World Bank would have a treasury of 7.6 Billion to guarantee private loans given to rebuilding war-torn Europe and for the building up of less industrialized nations. 
•	IMF possessed 7.3 billion to stabilize currencies so that trade could be conducted without fear of sudden currency deprecation or wild fluctuations in exchange rates. 
•	The US had hoped that these two organizations would expand world trade. 
•	Voting in the organizations depended on money contributed and since Americans would have to contribute the most, they would also control the World Bank and IMF
•	In the 1920s the French and British realized they could no longer compete with the American industrialists in an open market thus in 1930 the British created an economic bloc in their own empire to shut out American goods. 
•	In 1945 US loaned 3.8 to Britain and in return much of the economic bloc was dismantled
•	Roosevelt wanted for an open Europe but Stalin had gained control over large portions of Europe to economically exploit to rebuild the soviet economy. Thus Stalin refused to sign the Atlantic Charter until he added provisions
•	Roosevelt could fight for an open postwar world or could agree to Russia’s demands.
•	If he chose the person he would enter postwar time with Russia as an enemy if he chose the second he would be destroying hopes for the triumph of the Atlantic Charter principles. 
•	In Feb 1945 the big three met at the Russian Black Sea resort of Yalta to shape the postwar world, a huge debate erupted over the future of Poland. 
•	Roosevelt understood a need for a Polish government that was friendly  towards Russia but prior to the Yalta meeting the Soviets had established a communist dominated regime. 
•	FDR and Churchill demanded that Stalin allow pro-western Poles in the government. Eventually the 3 agreed that the regime must be reorganized on a broader democratic basis. 
•	2 weeks after Yalta the Soviets turned screws on Rumania by demanding the king appoint a communist controlled government. Rumania worked with the Nazis. FDR turned his back on this as long as the Soviets ignored Greece. 
•	However, control of Eastern Europe was at stake. Tensions grew when Russia refused to allow any more than 3 western Poles into the 18 member Polish government. 
•	April 1, 1945 Roosevelt wanted that Soviet plan could not be accepted. Week later Roosevelt died of a stroke and Truman inherited a decayed alliance. 
•	After 24 hours in the white house Truman wanted to stand up to the Russians
•	Since the Soviets broke the Yalta agreement on Poland, Truman demanded that the soviets agree to a new Polish government. Stalin refused. Truman accepted a compromise when Stalin added several more pro-western Poles in the government. Truman wanted Poland to be open to economic trade, investment and access to sources of information.   
•	Poland refused to open the doors to the dollar
•	The Iron Fence was slowly beginning to rise as Stalin did not want to be invaded from the West. He had believed another war was coming as he stated to fellow communists in 1945.
•	By the summer of 1945 Stalin’s power was unquestionable. He had chosen who were his marshals and instated schools that taught his doctrine. 
•	Stalin restrained French communists before they became dangerously overambitious and asked for them to  cooperate with the west.
•	Traditional American fear of Communism ideology reinforced the administration’s dislike of Stalin’s actions in Eastern Europe. 
•	Most of America’s efforts were in rebuilding Europe and neglected Canada and Latin America.
•	Nelson Rockefeller and Senator Arthur Vandenberg devised the political means to keep the Americas solidly within Washington’s sphere. 
•	Article 51 of the UN Charter was their tool. The article allowed for collective self-defense through special regional organizations to be created outside the United Nations but with principles of the charter. In this way, regional organizations would escape Russian vetoes in the Security Council.  
•	The point was to exclude Russia from the Americas so that the United States could see to the integration and development of the Americas without outside advice or questioning. 
•	Germany was a big problem as well – what to do with Germany? Throughout 1943-45 Roosevelt wavered between destroying the nation and allowing Germany to reindustrialize under tight control. 
•	At Potsdam conference in Berlin, July 1945, Truman and secretary of State James Byrnes offered Stalin a deal. The West would de facto recognize the new Polish-German boundary that the Russians wanted and also allow them to take reparations out of their own occupation zones. Stalin accepted the deal. The United States would not dismember Germany but tightly keep eye on the Western industrial heartland. The deal laid the basis for an eastern and a western Germany.
•	En route from the conference the atomic bombs destroyed 2 Japanese cities killing 80,000. The weapon tensions would begin to rise between two nations. Stalin wanted the power of the nuclear bomb in his hands. 
•	The bombs were dropped for several reasons one being political. At Yalta the soviets stated they would assist in invading Japan. No longer were the soviets wanted in Japan or near it. 
•	In peace negotiations with the States, Japan had agreed to US terms. This prevented the Soviets from gaining ground and power in Japan. 
•	Many propagandas and stabs at Russia were made in political speeches. Truman wanted to use the monopoly of the atomic power to scare the soviets. Soviets retorted saying peace could not be reconciled with an armaments race.
•	A US intelligence report in November 1945 listed the Soviet military weaknesses and the time it would take to remedy it. 1) War losses in manpower and industry (15 years) 2) Lack of technicians (5-10 years) 3) Lack of strategic air force (5-10 years) 4) lack of modern navy (15-20 years) 5) poor condition of railway and military transportation system and equipment (10 years) 6) vulnerability of soviet oil, rail, and vital industrial centers to long-range bombers. 7) lack of atomic bombs (5-10 years, possibly less) 8) Resistance in occupied countries (5 years of less) 9) Quantitative military weakness in the far east – especially naval (15-20 years)
•	Report concluded that Russia would be unlikely to chance a major war for at least 15 years.    
•	The problem was not the possibility of war but Eastern Europe where Stalin militarily roped off the region and thus directly challenged the Atlantic Charter Principles

1946; the Kremlin had chosen the defensive strategy of acquiring more territory in order to feel stronger
-1945 The U.S was not willing to allow the Soviets to run the Balkans singlehandedly
	-August 1945US informs Bulgaria and Rumania that they wouldn’t recognized their governments until they included a pro-west candidate. Encouraged the countries to fight against Soviet influence. Eventually both elections were postponed and then monitored by the West.
-Stalin felt the U.S occupying the Balkans and all of Japan was a military tactic against the soviets.-->Related to atomic diplomacy (against Yalta conference sphere of influence)
-Stalin felt that the West was trying to undermine the agreement of non influence in the other’s sphere of influence
-U.S proposed demilitarizing Germany where both sides would gradually leave Germany but Stalin rejected it feeling it a)was meant to divert attention away from Japan b) set a precedent where the U.S was equal to the USSR in Europe c)devalue USSR treaties with European allies d)prevent future treaties
-Stalin really wanted to co-control Japan.
-Stalin had a policy to stonewall the U.S during diplomatic talks, refusing to agreeeventually the U.S cared less about the Balkans
-Stalin wanted the Americans out of central Europe and told his allies (Poland, Bulgaria, and Rumania Yugoslavia) to reject the U.S’s open door policy.
-For years the Russians had wanted control the Turkish strait as it connected the Black and Mediterranean seas.
-Stalin and Molotov demanded that the Turks open the straight to them at peace time, agree to not build up military fortifications and the Soviets also wanted some territory they lost in 1921.
-The Turks said they would negotiate with all sides, something that Stalin was not happy about. Eventually the Turks rejected the Soviets claims to the lands and the joint-defense plan.
-Stalin wouldn’t give up, instead used Georgian and Armenian officials to put pressure on Turkey, having Georgians claiming they wanted their ancestral lands back that Turkey had conquered a century earlier. Armenians claimed they wanted to repatriate thousands of Armenians living in Turkey. It seemed like war was ahead.
-Stalin however did not want to get into an open war with the Turks.
-At the same time, the Kremlin wanted to get at Iran’s oil. During WW2 England and the Soviets had jointly occupied Iran, and during that time the Iranian government had continually rebuffed their attempts to drill there. The reports that Americans and Iranians were discussing possible drilling contracts made Stalin uneasy and pushed him to explore the northern fields in 1945, despite Iran’s refusal to negotiate until the Soviet occupation had left the country.
-The goal of the Soviets here was much like they were in central Europe; Soviet control over strategic communications and a total ban on a Western business presence and even on the presence of foreign nationals.
-In July 1945 the Soviets took action to cause a revolt in Iran by instigating the  separatist feelings of those in Southern Azerbaijan in Gilan, Mazenderan, Gorgan, and Khorasan, and ‘‘to encourage’’ Iranian Kurds to assert their autonomy. The Soviet Union would provide armaments, printing presses, and money to the separatists.
-Though there were the political foundations for such a revolt, when the Japanese theatre of WW2 ended, both he British and the Soviets had 6 months to leave Iran. This did not leave Stalin much time to have his troops in Iran. 
- From late September until December, the new autonomist movement, created new power structures in Azerbaijan and almost totally dismantled Tehran’s administration there. Though the revolutionaries wanted to lead country towards an anti colonial direction, that plan did not follow Stalin’s desires.
-Stalin’s methods reveal a recognizable pattern. Each time, the Soviet leader sided with e expansionist-minded subordinates and effectively mobilized jingoist sentiments in the Soviet bureaucracy. The Soviets acted unilaterally, under the camouflage of secrecy and denial. They exploited the presence of the indigenous revolutionary and nationalist movements but preferred to create movements under their control in order to further their goal
-February 1946 the Iranians and Soviets negotiated in Moscow. The Soviets both offered their services as negotiators between the separatists and Tiran, but also demanded concessions on oil, something that the Iran government had said would not happened until the Soviet occupation force left.
-The 6 month period passed in March but the Soviets didn’t leave. This lead the Iranians to go the U.S and the U.N as the Soviets were in open breach of their agreement.
The support of Iran in the spring of 1946, one historian concluded, ‘‘marked the transition from passive to an active policy’’ for the postwar United States. *Actively containing the Soviets rather than just holding their ground.
-A day before the U.N hearing on the Soviet-Iran question, Stalin ordered his troops to leave Iran, as he did not have the support he thought he did. Stalin first appeared to strike a deal with the Iranian P.M months later about the oil fields but it did not pass through Parliament.
-The situation in Turkey got worse for the Soviets as they sent a note in August of 1946 trying to get the Turks on board with joint control of the strait, but by this time the Turks were backed by the Americans and they refused the Soviet offer. --> It seemed that the Americans had bought into the Turkish war scare, something Stalin was really not ready for, and so Stalin backed down from his Turkish demands.
-From February 1946 on, the United States adopted a new strategy of actively defending Western Europe, as well as Turkey and Iran, seeing these regions and countries as potential victims of ‘‘Communist expansion.’
-In 1945 Igor Gouzenko, a soviet cipher working in Ottawa defected and revealed information of Soviet spy rings. This pushed the mood in North America even more anti-Stalin.
-As time went on Stalin became more anti-Molotov, his foreign minister and first deputy, as Molotov seemed to show that the Soviets were weakening on their anti west and pro censorship positions.
-Stalin went on an internal campaign that would force all Stalin’s subordinates to reconfirm their loyalty and zeal on the new front, uprooting the mood of ‘‘kowtowing before the West” that Stalin felt was present in the Soviet state apparatus and society.
-In 1945 the World Bank and IMF were created, but the Soviets refused to participate, fearing it would open the doors to American expansion.
-As the Soviets took a stronger anti-West and anti cooperation stance their living standards decreased. They were spending far more on the military than they were on the key necessities of life.
-After Churchill’s iron curtain speech in 1946 Stalin made it seem as if the West was the aggressors, this gave his isolationism credence and allowed him to frame actions as preventing war.
-As demobilization contained after WW2 Stalin purged many high ranking military officials, framing them for crimes they did not commit.
-In an attempt to order to provide money for industrial rebuilding and rearmament Stalin went back to the pre-war plan of impoverishing the citizens and peasants.




Winston Churchill’s Iron Curtain Speech-March 5th 1945
-Given in front of a graduating class in America, introduced by the President.
-Essentially calls for an American-Anglo alliance against the Soviets
-Framed Soviet actions as hard-lining and against the spirit of cooperation
-Touches on the need to spread democracy
-Argues that an Anglo-American alliance needs to be the enforcing power behind the U.N, in protecting and shielding Europeans (central Europeans esp.) against more harm.
-Points out Soviet’s dictatorial style of rule, their anti freedom stances in the lives of everyday people. 
-“we must never cease to proclaim in fearless tones the great principles of freedom and the rights of man which are the joint inheritance of the English-speaking world and which through Magna Carta, the Bill of rights, the Habeas Corpus, trial by jury, and the English common law find their most famous expression in the American Declaration of Independence”. Churchill is really trying to tie American and British interests together against the Soviets.
-mentions turkey and Iran’s struggle against Soviet influence.
-Is still against war. Essentially just wants to the American and the English to work together to stand strong against the Russians, as they expand their presence in Europe presents it as a matter of security and preserving the values they fought so hard for in WW2.



Truman doctrine: 
The speech given March 12 1947 in front of Congress: 
The Truman Doctrine was a policy  stating that the U.S. would support Greece and Turkey with economic and military aid to prevent their falling into the Soviet Sphere of influence  
Truman stated the Doctrine would be "the policy of the United States to support free people who are resisting attempted subjugation by armed minorities or by outside pressures." Truman reasoned, because these "totalitarian regimes" coerced "free peoples," they represented a threat to international peace and the national security of the United States.
Argued that if Greece and Turkey did not receive the aid that they urgently needed, they would inevitably fall to communism with grave consequences throughout the region.
For years Britain had supported Greece, but was now near bankruptcy and was forced to radically reduce its involvement. In February 1947, Great Britain formally requested the United States take over its role in supporting the Greek government.
Was the first example of containment from the U.S

•	Soviet Union began in Moscow as a multi-national state rather than a nation state. 
•	At the conclusion of WWI many unions began to collapse: The Russian empire went onto become the soviet union. The ottoman empire became current day Turkish empire. New countries developed (Yugoslavia and Czech). Revanchism as a result: felt they were robbed and wanted to be reimbursed. One of the causes to WWII, and the result of WWI was dissatisfaction with borders resulted after the war, and also the creation of new countries of people who had no history of past governance of themselves – many corrupt governments result, many authoritarian, many issues that flourish up in WWII.
•	 Also significant before WWI was the rise of Japan and their expansion of control over China and the pacific islands – japan is a newcomer and the first non European power to achieve world power status – WWI achieve control over korea that the Russians had had previous – rising empire that is taking advantage of some of the resentments existing in asia against European nations – presents itself as a liberator from European domination. The problem was their solution was equally authoritarian and resentment arises from this misconception. Capture and rape of nanking example of this quality. 
•	World war one was so disruptive of the world and local economies, and many places globally slipped into depression. Germany on top of that had its own set of war debt to pay off in the treaty of Versailles. Much of the 1920s and 30s many had high unemployment and low economic growth, economic unrest, various social and economic pressures – people who are depressed will look to other people to blame. Hitler. 
•	During the 1930s many countries set up tariffs (high tariffs) to attempt obtaining economic independence but this too had a backlash. 
•	United States: isolationist perspective. Russia, broke out in revolution. 1917 communist government came to power and broke out in civil war, and attempted a social experiment to build a utopian industrial state, in which had remained a largely agricultural state previously. They are isolated from global interaction, the US refused to open early diplomatic relations with them. Under the leader Joseph Stalin. Set up huge industrial farms and are collectivized – peasants enraged. 
•	Series of conflicts which break out into war. 1938 Germans acted against the treaty of Versailles – remilitarized the Rhineland, advocated for the Sudentenland, stole in bloody warfare Czech, engages in Appeasement in Munich which Chamberlain, usurps Poland in 1939, air bombs France and conquers them, and attempts to do the same with Britain. Lebensraum – need for land eastward – invades Russia (Stalingrad, 1941), the USA latecomers to the war because of their isolationist perspectives, but are providing economic aid to Britain because they are the only powers standing between an all European communist state, until pearl harbour. The USA declare war on Japan and Hitler uses this to declare war on the USA.  MORE ON THE SIMILARITIES BETWEEN THE TWO AND ISOLATIONSIT TECHNIQUES. 
•	1945: Hiroshima and Nagasaki. 
•	America in the conclusion of the Second World War is sitting on a wave of prosperity which develops throughout the 60s and 70s and manifests in Marshal Aid. 
•	1945: Americans not outwardly supporting French colonial rule in Vietnam – changes later. Uses the declaration of independence on the American side 1776 to support a claim to independence to draw attention to Americans to support him. Trying to dilute the communist standpoint with a call to the American ideology of democracy. 

Lecture 2: 
•	Eastern Poland: germany invades Poland but splits it with Russia. claiming these lands because the people living there are mostly not polish, but there were here a great number of poles. Many of the leaders in the country, and officers in the polish army were sent to Russia, to Siberia to camps of the Russian golag and Stalin decided that many were to be murdered (kaytin forest) – 20 to 25 thousand of them. 
•	When Britain came into war on the side of Poland there was a government in exile operating in engalnd – polish gov in exile: stalin asked Churchill to suppress newspapers in Britain about this kaytin crisis – soviets typically used these suppression methods but Britain was a free country and Churchill succumbs in order to gain Russia’s help in halting the Germans – they still mistrusted one another however. 
•	1943 the german prop ministry finds a handful of polish officer bodies at kaytin – used it as proof that Russians were performing atrocities on poles and used it as propaganda against the soviets. 
•	Once the soviet union had been attacked by the germans and became part of the allies, they wondered about recruiting the help of the poles to fight against germans in the area that the soviets preoccupied. Many of the poles wanted to fight but not under the soviets who they felt were enemies too, and instead put them under british command. (few fight under stalins command however) and they set up a second polish gov in exile under its command. 
•	Poland in 1944 can see the red army coming and the resistance in Poland (the home army – an informal underground body) decides that close to Warsaw they have to rise up against Germany and liberate Poland themselves before the red army goes there – an attempt to stop post war Poland being controlled by the soviets. The Nazis however though battered come to suppress the polish uprising almost destroying the area of Warsaw. Many poles left seek refugee in the underground. In the eyes of the poles, the red army stopped progressing in order for the germans to destroy the poles in order to make it easier in the post war context. Other scholars reject this and say the soviets stopped out of necessity. 
•	Iran: the countries greatest wealth is coming from oil and the anglo-iranian oil company is the one that is exploiting its wealth. A very strong british influence going on in the country, though it is not one of britains colonies. Germany becomes very interested in iran, and in the country there are many Germans who are pretty close to the Shah of iran – the allies see him as too pro german, and depose him in favour of his son. Lend-lease was very important at the time and seeing as iran boarders the seaway shipping could come via this waterway and into the soviets territory. Soviet occupation took place and many military bodies were set up there. Iran is a multi-national state and many in this area are Eussaris. This becomes important because stalin in later parts of the war decides that this part of the country should be united with its home Eussari’s byJon. 
•	Once the war was over all allies were suppose to remove their forces from iran. 
•	Secret meeting between Churchill and stalin: Rumania, and Bulgaria – mostly Russian, Greece mostly Britain and hungary and Yugoslavia spilt fifty fifty. Because Churchill was worried that because the soviets had taken over a great deal of eastern Europe and the Balkans. These percentages though came up again and again on what exactly this power meant. 
•	Yalta: what to do about germany: wanted total victory – didn’t want a negotiation or an armistice, wanted to avoid what happened at the end of WWI (not occupied and feeling betrayed) – wanted a germany that wouldn’t rise again to Nazism and to achieve this they needed total victory.
•	Germany: Reparations were the second issue to repay war damages that had been had. Immediately after german surrender, soviets began immediately closing factories and taking their raw material and factories back to the soviet union. Punishment: initially very great plans (Tehran), the soviets suggest shooting fifty thousand ex Nazis. Many people support this notion but democratic nations choose otherwise. Became interested in human capital like scientists. 3) should germany become a unified country again – could it be created in a way that it didn’t become an ally of one side or another. Four divisions of Germany. 
•	Issues: boundaries of Europe: ethnic cleansing of Poland, forging Germans out of Poland, and many of these people travelled further west and their own re-habituated by poles. Stalin demanded that people be returned to their country of origin whether they like it or not and the allies had agreed. But many prisoners of war didn’t want to return to countries of origins like soviet prisoners of war under nazi rule, didn’t want to return back to a suspicious Russia and stalin who was questioning of foreigners – many in fact were sent to Siberia to participate in forced labour and some executed. Many fled to south Africa as did many suspected war criminals. 
•	Should there be military alliances?: rosevelt was attached to the notion of setting up the UN and united bodies who would intervene in any hot spots before war would break out. Two parts of the UN: security council – more a decision making role and the big powers have a veto and say, and second branch, that doesn’t have a veto or the same amount of decision making – set up of smaller powers who can debate but that’s pretty much it. Soviets wanted a representative from each place of their empire but settled with a bella Russian and Ukraine member. 
•	Yougoslovia: drove out the germans by its own partisan movement under Tito, rather than with aid of the soviets. Though they are surrounded by places under soviet control and are the soviets allies 
•	Turkey: access from the black sea into the Mediterranean that the soviets were interested in.
•	1945-47, needed to demilitarise, and the US did, so did the Canadians and the soviets. EXAM QUESTION: comment – all countries are starting t demobalize, yet the soviets have more of an army at the end above what America started with – has demobalized a great part of his military and doesn’t have the strength behind him to take on Russia. 
•	Another question: what should the country look like – wanted to stop economic conditions that would enforce a new conflict, but people also looked at the great depressions of the 1930s and wanted to avoid this happening again. Breton Woods: many countries came together to create a world bank and an international monetary fund – change the rate of exchange in gold ** in 1944 the soviets signed on and a year late the soviets withdrew. How free should markets be? America wanted an open door policy of the economies of the world that would promote trade and investment in international boundaries. The soviets found this threatening, because he wanted to control his sphere of influence and its output. 
•	Question of japan and asia: worried about the countries that have been over run by japan – soviets said that three months after the war the soviets would come in with the war on japan. And this is interrupted by dropping of the two nuclear bombs. Soviets come into half of korea and all of Manchuria – wanted to play a role in post war japan but Americans refuse and tell them that they must settle on little islands. 
•	Before WWII two halves of japan, communist and democratic, are fighting a war for at least a decade. Stalin doesn’t believe that the communist here are strong enough – were seeking to be self-governing not a return of the colonial regime. 
•	1945 stalin decides he wants to start an interest in iran, and what he is interested is in is not establishing a move of people to their homeland, but a right to drill for Iranian oil, upsetting the british because they had had an monopoly at the time. 

•	Turkey: stalin establishes a claim that the soviets and the turks should regulate trade throughout the med. And the black sea, and this upsets the west and turkey who starts to align itself more and more with the west. 
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“New Leaders, New Challenges”

Today discussing early 1950s up to 1956
	1953- change of leadership in Moscow and Washington
	Soviet change was dramatic
	Stalin was a very careful planner, manipulator, plotter, and a master of detail. Also very suspicious of almost everyone, including his closest advisors. He became more worried near the end that some may turn against him. 
o	So he would ask advice from people in his circles instead of stating his opinions
	It gave him ammunition against these people who were around him, which he could use against them later
	He would also keep notes on their private lives and past deeds
	He made sure to control the people around him and also made sure they would never group together and attempt to control him
	They lived in fear. Last years of his life everyone was afraid there was a purge coming and their head might be “on the block”
	There were false confessions
o	After 1948/49, seems like Stalin was grooming a young generation
o	The scale of killing in his last years were less than in the 1930’s, but there still was enough purging going on. 
o	The very last year: rulers started to go out with a conspiracy that was uncovered with the doctors that were treating the leaders of the communist party. All the doctors were Jewish. A number of doctors were arrested and there were some coerced confessions. 
	Coming down to March 1953, much worry over what might happen
	Upon finding Stalin laying on the floor, they postponed bringing medical attention to him
	All incriminating files on his desk were immediately destroyed after he dies
	Stalin as a strategic leader who had a clear vision of the world 
o	Features of this outlook:
o	Sense that capitalist world was constantly encircling and only biding its time. All capitalist countries will eventually pounce on Soviet Union. Also, Nazis were only another capitalist power that also plotted against the other capitalist powers.  Capitalism was self-destroying and the capitalist powers would eventually go to war against each other. 
	Following his death, they try rule by committee
o	Georgii Malinkov, Lavrentii Beria, Nikita Khrushchev
o	More members: 5-6 who tried to figure out where to go from here.
o	All agreed they could not keep going in Stalin’s direction. There had been too much concentration on power and buildup, and the country was not in a good economic state. Public health, education, food services, needed more attention.
o	There was also a large population that was arrested and now working in labour camps.
	They wanted to open gates of prison camps and allow people to return to way of life and try to address socio-economic issues. They also wanted to put military priority lower on the list. 
	They also look around Eastern Europe and satellite states- over last 3/4 years they had gone under harder communist regimes (nationalizing property, collectivizing agriculture, etc.) not working very well.
o	They send message to them to loosen up
o	Particularly focus on Germany- Walter Ulbricht
o	Germany important because it was the key to balance all forces in Europe
o	They wanted a neutral Germany. They were worried about western Germany being helped by the states and becoming stronger than the east. 
o	Tell them they need to provide more consumer goods and loosen up
o	There were some minor riots in Germany- which demonstrated how dangerous some liberalization might be
	Decide Lavrentiy Beria needs to go, as he also had control over the secret police (a powerful tool)
o	They have a meeting to which he is called to on short notice. They tell him they had decided to remove him from power. Beria is searched, arrested, and taken to jail. 
o	He becomes the last one to be shot as a means to get rid of a leader
	Armistice in Korea
o	They put together a slogan- the “peaceful coexistence”
	They want a new beginning and wish to compete without going to war with each other
	1954 sign treaty to create a neutral independent state in Europe (Austria)
	Eisenhower in contrast to McCarthur- not much of an ego-tripped
o	Man with little political ties
o	Rumors went around that democrats would nominate him as candidate
o	Republicans- as a party were a kind of coalition that included some wall street conservatives who wanted to protect interest of American business, but also small-towns who wanted to spend less money and passionately anti-communist
o	One member- (Robert) didn’t think it was necessary to be involved in Europe so much, as many seemed to be turning socialistic (nationalizing of health care, education, etc. in Britain) So he and others, didn’t see much reason for the US to be playing such an international role.
o	Through the primary campaign- the more internationally minded campaigners recognized that in the bigger picture individuals with thoughts against US being in Europe won’t get much support
o	Eisenhaur- tries to reflect concerns of members so he could get support from smaller governments and also a campaign to crack down on the communists
	Early 1950’s period where investigative committees went through universities and school affiliations, and questioned their past affiliations to determine if they were communists
o	Suspicion in the US
	Eisenhower played to this
	McCarthy: began making accusations against policy makes (such as the secretary of state), made a list
	Eisenhower as president was facing what might be some new opportunities from soviet side. Turned to John Foster Dulles (strategically very conservative and had lots of international background)
o	Dulles’ observations:
	The old colonial order around the world, especially in Africa and Asia, was not viable any longer. The US should not support countries like Britain and France if they attempted to maintain their colonial empires. These places were at risk. British and French imperialism was alienating populations of those countries, and the US should pressure Britain and France, and other countries, to liberate the colonial peoples 
•	Eisenhower recognized this issue as well. Too bad these countries hate us (Egypt, Iran, Vietnam)- his response
o	What to do with the Russians?
	Allen Dulles (brother, director of CIA)
	Thinks maybe they would welcome a way out of it, if US offers them something
	John Dulles thinks Russia should put something on the table first
	Eisenhower was ready to reach out to Russians. Was there really a peace opportunity on the table? Not necessarily an alliance, but a slowing down. At this time in other countries Winston Churchill as PM of England tells him he should try this. 
	Eisenhower administration responds to this by aiming to increase military strength. We’re going to have to continue how we’ve been- which is building military alliances against the communist debate
	Around the world: Eisenhower’s administration wonders what will happen if one more country goes communist and results to a domino effect in Asia
	Although they want to reduce their profile around the world, they also want to prevent the spread of communism

Atomic Bombs
o	Watched “Duck and Cover” video on YouTube
o	A state of fear- one of the reasons the two sides weren’t’ moving closer together 
	Two prominent figures that come into this discussion
o	1) Robert Oppenhaimer- the creator of the US atomic bomb
	As early as 1945 worries this is too dangerous
	By early 1950’s he expresses his doubts about the development of the hydrogen bomb as a suppressive to the atomic bomb, and about the growth of the US arsenal
	Decided that he cannot be trusted any longer and take away his security clearance and he is no longer welcome in the governmental services 
	He was not severely punished, but no more say in the government policies
o	2) Andrei Sakharov- creator of the Soviet hydrogen bomb
	A parallel figure to Robert
	1955 went to central Asia when they tested the bomb: tells story
•	There was a celebration for this achievement. He describes how he made a toast to the generals and scientists, “lets hope that our science works but we never have to use it” (because of the vast destructive power). As he spoke this, everyone was silent as if he said something inappropriate and a general stood up and told a dirty joke, which rejected what he was trying to say. Basically expressed- you nuclear scientists do your jobs and give the work to us and we’ll figure what needs to be done. 
	By 1960’s he was removed from his official posts because he was stepping out of line; he became a campaigner for human rights. Later he took more critical positions with relation to what the government was going.
	He was also placed on house arrest, not released until 1980s 
	Both scientists expressed doubts and were squashed, as the governments in both cases determined to go in a different direction from their views
	There were issues over nuclear testing, unknown how many tests soviets carried out
o	Both sides tested these devices above ground for a while, despite doubts and fears these devices were giving rise to a nuclear exchange that would bring the end of the world.
o	Also a fear: what is happening from the testing?
	Clouds of particles being spread by winds
	Physicist began finding traces of some of the elements
	Nobody knew how much harm this would cause to future generations
	Alone with fear of accidental destruction and unwanted side effects of poisoning- if we don’t have these weapons we will be sunk by the other side
	A number of episodes in which leaders of both countries threaten to use these weapons
o	1954 Eisenhaur in relation to Vietnam raises question whether to use nuclear weapons and speaks with European leaders (decides against it)
o	1956 Nikita Kruschev- responds to war that broke out, tells France and Israel this threat (unknown whether he even had it)


Flash points of the early 1950s and ways specific powers behaved (mostly US side)

Iran: in a strategic position and had a lot of oil
	1952- Leader was ____
	Placed on throne by British and Soviets
	Ruled over country with an elected parliament
	1952- Prime minister Mohammed Mosaddeq- a nationalist
	Over a long period, Iran was thinking about changing the oil trade to profit more (a plan even before him, but Britain rejected any changes)
	1952 he nationalized the oil fields
	British government placed a boycott to Iranian oil- “if you wont sell to us we will make sure you don’t sell to anyone else”
	All other international oil countries joined this 
	So there was a cutback in Iranian oil economy
	US not very sympathetic to British side in this dispute
	Dean Acheson thinks British should be collaborating and there is sense in Iran’s demand
	Us later decides it is time to intervene
	(Past) 1950 national security council put forward the NSC-68 policy document
o	Feature of this policy: covert action
o	But is Mosaddeq a communist? And doing such acts mentioned in this document? His relations were not very close with communism and more distant from the Soviet Union.
o	Truman administration decide he does pose a threat to US
o	Send a team of CIA in 
	Provide $ to other members parliament to vote against him
	Spread rumors that he is a homosexual
	Create a series of incidents by buying mobs to suggest that civil unrest is going to erupt if Mosaddeq stays in office (get mobs to burn down a mosque, the civil community is outraged and blames the communists, and argue a stronger hand is needed)
	CIA also cultivates leaders in the army, to find right kind of people to stage a _____  
o	In the end, Mosaddeq is placed under house arrest
o	Result: Iranian state become more of an authoritarian state and a strong ally of the US
	In 2000 this was declared a mistake by the US because they made themselves an object of resentment later, although a covert act, it was internationally obvious that they interfered
	When boycott was introduced, oil fields in Arabia stepped up their production. There was no drop in price or amounts. Was the intervention to get rid of Mosaddeq necessary? Also no evidence of him being a communist: no apparent of his collaboration with Soviet Union. Was this a misguided intervention? 
o	But: Looking at map you can see the geopolitics of it. If they were worried about Iran being a vulnerable country and did not want it to be weak with a strong northern neighbor, then the object of intervention looks different. If they came under Soviet influence, they would become a route to the Persian belt. 
o	Iran by declaring itself independent may have become weak and vulnerable
o	There can be several arguments made here.

Guatemala- Jacob Arbenz
o	Some of the same factors
o	An elected government
o	Arbenz- nationalistically reformist government
o	As a social democratic, coming to power and trying to make life better for the other 90%
	Mostly peasants with no land to live on
o	He proposes to nationalize agricultural land which is not currently being used, but which belonged to the United Fruit Company
o	He would not seize it but buy it out
o	With this change in the tenure of land, government will be able to offer small parcels to peasants and provide better services such as health and education
o	A socialism comparable to Britain in 1940s
o	As in Iran, there is a communist party, also very small and little influence
o	Washington becomes convinced that Arbenz is dangerous and a potential communist
o	CIA brought in to remove him and succeeds
o	In this case- a group of military people who were trained outside of country and smuggled in- they created underground newspapers, radio stations, and delivered threats to Arbenz’s supporters. 
o	Arbenz resigns and leaves the country
o	Result: Guatemala has a succession of military rulers following this and country runs as it did before
o	Again, Washington acted in name of against communism

Egypt
	Significant to world of economy because of Sous Canal
	Under British influence
	Ruled by King Farouk until 1952, a weak international figure
	Col. Gamal Adbel Nasser- a nationalist and a Pan-Arabist
o	Wants to transform country 
	US doesn’t try to support Britain, instead initiate conversations with Nasser and inform him that US aid might be available (a private document)
o	They suggest that he is not such a dangerous figure and can be kept under control
o	Interested in his plan to build a dam across the Nile to create irrigation and electricity
	So they try to create friendly relations, even through this major capital project which he is creating
	Nasser thinks he can get a better deal with the Soviets
	In the end John Dulles decides he is not a benign figure, they can refuse to assist him
	Nasser then told there won’t be any aid for the Aswan Dam

Vietnam
	As a colonial struggle where Americans were very unsympathetic to the French
	1950- US recognize government in Vietnam led by Bao Dai
	Also a weak figure
	US worried about the French and way they were refusing to acknowledge their independence
	Viewed France as trying to maintain an old fashioned type of colonialism
	Can they promote a government in Vietnam that is neither colonial nor communist?
	French deeply embroiled in civil war against communist administration
o	Decide to invest in battle at Dienbienphu
o	Bad choice: turns out where communist forces can log artillery shells down into fortresses and prevent landing of planes
o	Siege lasts for several months
o	Eisenhower and Dulles convinced that French should not be allowed to be defeated
o	1954 Eisenhower goes to other party of his own country- informs they are planning on sending bombers to Vietnam and possibly an atomic bomb. Response: yes if you can get international support- who respond No. 
o	Peace conference, China, Soviet Union, India, Poland, more…
	Reach a partial solution: recognize that there are two governments in Vietnam (Communists in north and non-communist in south)
	Will there will be following elections to try to unify them 2 years from now (verify time given)
	US attitude: there has to be an alternative and they refuse to sign, and so does Vietnam 
	US tries to promotes a change of leadership in south Vietnam, they choose another leader, begin sending aid and military advisers to him in order to create a non-communist alternative

	1953 looked like there was a possibility of some stepping down from the cold war
	Instead- the two sides continued to build up weapons and suspicions, continued to seek advantage in other parts of the world
	Examples in todays lecture of US side and how this worked its way
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Today: 1950s-1961 Soviet Union

US during this time (recap)
•	Previous lecture: Eisenhower wanted to reduce budget of federal government so people’s standards of living could improve
•	They also had a policy of using threats rather than force whenever they could
•	John Foster Dulles- made policy of _____ which included bluffing
•	E’s administration also didn’t want anything to do with China- to Washington China did not officially exist
•	Also, Washington was assuming that everything that was occurring in China was under Moscow’s control
•	The US under Dulles- took position they would be on side of new forces that were emerging like Africa and Asia- previously colonized states were gaining independence
o	They also claimed they could do it better and would provide support for Vietnam
•	Eisenhower was also interested in negotiating a slow-down/change in the arms’ race- they cautiously tried to ban nuclear testing and slow down the production of Nuclear weapons- Soviets were also interested

Khrushchev/Soviets
•	4-5 who tried to run country together following Stalin’s death
•	Khrushchev try to sort out the parties
•	He initially was not taken seriously, little education, and had done dirty jobs in past
•	Stalin seems to have treated him as the court’s jester
•	By 1956 he was more than amongst the first of the equals
•	Some list made- where they discussed Stalin
o	His killing of other communists
•	Khrushchev determined to break down the fearsome atmosphere 
•	Dismantling of labour camps
•	Determined to relax censorship and willing to encourage open discussion- up to a point 
•	Publishing of critical articles- up to a point
•	For a while he even allowed abstract art (but not for long)
•	His agenda was to transform soviet agriculture- to make it more productive, efficient, modern, more lands for development
•	Also interested in mending fences with other communist states- like Yugoslavia and china 
•	Determined to establish a different relationship with the Chinese which was equal and friendly
•	Also determined to slow down the arms’ race
•	As a leader, first thing he had to do was make sure the rest of his ruling group was on side
•	1956 when he was preparing to deliver his speech on Stalin he was receiving criticism and words of warning 
•	Difficulties in Poland and uprising in Hungary 
•	So he did stir things up, some claimed he is not the right leader
•	1957- emergence of a direct challenge to his leadership on part o the other members of the Presidium. Insist he should step down. An open revolt in the inner circle of the communist party. It was a split vote.

Marshall Georgii Zhukov
•	Widely respected, similar military experience like Eisenhower
•	He voted no for getting rid of Khrushchev
•	Suggested more needed to vote from around the country (never done before)
•	Because he could fly people in through military aircraft, they were able to set a meeting 
•	Mostly all in favour of Khrushchev, as a result 4 Presidium members were fired
•	Zhukov’s statue was not erected until the 1990’s
•	Khrushchev did see him as a rival due to some disagreements

Khrushchev
•	1959 in a good position, no rivals
•	Able to make his own decisions and policies
•	People in the west were unsure of what was going on
•	Sovietology emerged- people would read the newspapers and such and try to read between the lines (emerged in universities and such)
•	His approach to the west: they will prevail
•	Felt history was on his die in terms of education/science and production
•	He wanted a program of slowing down the arms’ race
•	His way of pursuing this created an even bigger arms’ race with the US
•	Agriculture in east? South? Asia becomes an ecological disaster
o	____ Sea levels drop
o	Also wanted to make agro-cities (not too good)
•	He also tried to improve living standards by building housing
o	Launched a program of building housing
o	Houses not of greatest quality though, and soon began to look like slums
o	By 1960’s they made a pun out of Khrushchev’s name which uses the Russian word for slum
•	He wanted to make a change in the arms’ race also to save funding and transfer it to the civilians
•	They were way behind the US though
•	Proposals went back and forth between Washington and Khrushchev
o	“Open skies” was one
	Zhukov thought it was worth trying
	Publicly disagreed with Khrushchev over this
•	1958: Khrushchev secretly announces “operation atom”
o	Install 6 medium range missiles in Germany
o	He was simultaneously telling Westerners his country was grinding out nuclear missiles like sausages
•	Nuclear issue comes in as well with china
•	Soviet union was dividing scientific advisor sand technological equipment which was to help Chinese build their own nuclear weapons
•	1958 Mao- even if 2/3s of our people are killed, we will still be the most populated so why should we worry
o	Moscow did worry though. “Great Leap Forward” policy movement in China
o	Was going to transform agriculture, industrialize the Chinese villages
o	We know now this cost many lives, Khrushchev didn’t
•	Khrushchev has a series of meetings with the Chinese leaders
o	1958 tries to put the relationship between the two countries onto a more equal basis (in this meeting)
o	Soviets were going to give up some of their social
o	Communication systems for naval fleets
o	He discovers Mao isn’t entirely receptive to the ”bear hug” he was trying to give him
o	During another meeting, Mao gives off vibe he is trying to turn the relationship around, and condescending
	Not happy/friendly relations between the two men/countries
•	1959 visits US
o	For public relations
o	Agriculture- growth of corn
•	Corn becomes on of the other disasters of Russian agriculture
•	Has conversation with Eisenhower about scaling down the production of missiles and bombs
•	Between Khrushchev and rest of world- he has meeting with china immediately following visit to US
•	When he goes to Mao he conveys message- Americans aren’t so bad, perhaps a deal can be made to make the world safer
•	Eisenhower had raised question- what could soviets and allies do to make friendly relations? Prisoners of war from US are in Korea; perhaps you (Khrushchev) can get some information on these…
•	Khrushchev passes this message to Mao
•	Mao is pissed! = Shouting match of intensity, that both sides agree at the end of the conversation that all records of it should be erased
•	Mao rejects everything and accuses Khrushchev of betraying the clause of communism
•	In Moscow, Khrushchev orders to withdraw advisors from china and terminate aid. 
•	Americans didn’t seem interested in the Soviet-Chinese split
•	Concerned about mutually assured destruction 
•	Missile gaps in soviet’s favour- Americans have to build more missiles and increase the arms’ race (not sure who made this claim…Stuart Symington?)
•	Kennedy in his debate with Nixon- makes claims they are falling behind (Eisenhower and Nixon knew this was wrong)
•	A summit to be held in Europe to talk about nuclear weapons and the future of the arms’ race
•	Eisenhower caught spying (previous lecture)
•	Was there really a chance for piece that was torpedoed by the flight?
•	Are Khrushchev’s claims for the situation believable?
•	Khrushchev claimed that Eisenhower was in favour for an agreement but his advisors “hawks” were not
•	Eisenhower makes claim he will not apologize because it was for the US and would be national humiliation
•	Khrushchev will not attend summit if Eisenhower doesn’t apologize
•	Was there a chance for peace that was missed?  *Possible exam question

Castro
•	Unsure of who Khrushchev was
•	Castro and Khrushchev were kicked out of a hotel when hanging out…rowdy?
•	Castro moved to Harlem for a while to push his revolutionary ideas amongst the poor
•	Khrushchev and others start to feel sentimental about the Cubans and the revolution
•	Leads to the missile crisis of 1962
Berlin
•	Already bubbling in Khrushchev’s dealings with Eisenhower
•	Occurs right after Eisenhower leaves office
•	Berlin- has 4 powers of occupation
•	People moving to the west for hopes of better opportunities
•	Khrushchev- wanted to stabilize the situation in Germany so that he could take his troops out of Germany
•	He also has idea that communist could become a showcase of communism and convert western Germany to convert
•	Need to become tougher with the west and close down berlin 
•	Berlin could be made into a neutral city without the troops there- doesn’t particularly say what this is supposed to mean
•	Says he will sign his own treaty with the Germans (bluff)
•	West doesn’t do what he wants and nothing happens 
•	He is also upset with the events in the west
•	West Germany under transformation
•	1960’s economic miracle, Germany becomes a powerhouse in Europe
•	Neighbours become resentful and suspicious of it 
•	Americans sensitive to berlin- evident
•	Soviet ambassador of 1959 statement (slide)
o	If you live in the east you could take the subway in the west and see its goods, and then come home and make a comparison
•	Germany during these years ruled by chancellor Konrad Adenauer
o	Conservative figure, felt his democrat party only ones capable of keeping Germany’s place in Europe
o	Only could be done if berlin was left as it was
•	Willy Brandt- mayor of berlin 
•	Us in awkward position- Germans want no concession with the Russians, Khrushchev wanted a deal
•	Kennedy elected president
•	He travels to Vienna to meet with Khrushchev- didn’t go too well
o	Kennedy- must leave things way they are so they could leave the divisions in Europe the way they are. We don’t want to upset ties between each other.
o	He didn’t want France, Germany, England to know he said this
o	They don’t’ settle anything on Berlin
•	Berlin wall made 1961
o	Becomes symbol of east/west division
•	Brandt gives some inspirational speech
o	Says there is no chance of dealing with the communists
o	What is wrong with this speech? It contradicts what Kennedy is doing as president in negotiating with the Russians
o	Kennedy didn’t act as if it was impossible to deal with the Russians
•	It seals the status quo of Europe and prevents people from crossing over between east and west (result of wall)
•	It also preserves East Berlin’s status- it is not all those things that Khrushchev that was trying to implement. In this sense it was a release to the Americans. 
•	We are still not sure of what exactly Khrushchev wanted
•	British and French were mostly occupied with other issues
•	Kennedy’s speech when he comes to berlin- was inspiring to the Berliners, but not really an expression of policy
•	Us was probably happier with the outcome of berlin than other alternatives
•	Last the Khrushchev was famous for: Cuba……….. (didn’t hear it all)


Week Six
LaFeber 201-219
•	Oct 4 1957  Sputnik was launched
•	The launching demonstrated the skill of the Soviet missile science; Americans were extremely disturbed
•	Dulles attempted to play down Soviet feat because of the effect it would have on world affairs
•	Impact: newly emerging nations could view Russian as being rocketed first place in the race for control of outer space, also could interpret the launching as a change of balance of military power toward Moscow
•	Soviet Gross National product had increased annually by 7.1 percent between 1950 to 1958
•	The economic growth was real, but the Soviet lead in ICMBS was not
•	Over the next few years the Russian foreign policy would attempt to exploit an imaginary lead
•	U.S arms experts/Politicians warned that the Americans were on the wrong side of the “missile gap”
•	In 1957 the Gaither report supported warnings from JFK and Lyndon Johnson
•	The report was commissioned by the Eisenhower National Security Council
•	Stated that if the U.S didn’t increase their military spending in the near future then Soviet threat would become critical by 1960
•	Stated the support of 25 billion program for fallout shelters would permit the U.S to use Nuclear arms if necessary
•	Eisenhower dismissed the report knew Soviet missiles posed little threat to the U.S
•	Blamed politicians like Kennedy and Johnson for adding to the hype of a military gap
•	Eisenhower believed that the current programs were sufficient enough – between 195 to 1960 the U.S nuclear stockpile tripled in size
•	1958: Both the Soviets and U.S had explosions that released toxic materials into the atmosphere (into rain and milk even)
•	Neither Eisenhower or Khrushchev took the second step to arms control during this time
•	Between 1957-1960 the U.S faced its second and third downturns of the decade
•	U.S manufacturing economy became less competitive in world markets compared to Japan and West Germany
•	Eisenhower blamed greed – and the fact that a hysterical fear prevented budget cuts to military spending
•	This line of thinking climaxed in early 1961 with the President’s famous farewell speech warned that a military industrial complex threatened to distort the economy
•	Eisenhower’s own views prevented him from negotiating arms control agreements with the Soviets
•	Eisenhower could afford to ignore Khrushchev’s game of missile bluff  for Khrushchev it became costly
•	It contributed to the widening split between the two communist giants
•	Mao Zed-dong assumed that he Soviet successes had created a qualitative change in the distribution of world power
•	The Chinese urged strong support for “wars of liberation” in newly emerging nations  they felt the U.S could not stop these wars because the American strategic power had been neutralized
•	The result was Khrushchev refused to cooperate
•	The Soviets also disagreed with Mao’s “great leap forward” economic program (its emphasis on collectivization” 
•	This disagreement pinpointed internal communist differences: the Russians insisted upon industrial productivity and secondarily upon infusing the masses with revolutionary ideology;  Mao was trying to balance the two and had reversed the Soviet priorities in order to mobilize his mass power through revolutionary indoctrination
•	Chinese became critical of Khrushchev’s emphasis on consumer goods instead of military hardware
•	Dulles tried to influence the newly emerging areas by re-adjusting American policies
•	Eisenhower administration had a growing concern over Mao’s China
•	The Chinese began to shell the offshore islands – Mao had hoped that the U.S immersed in another Middle Eastern crisis, one of two results would occur. either
1.	the Quemoy garrison would surrender without being invaded  
2.	the US would bomb mainland China, this would have caused the Soviets to enter the affair to back China
•	Eisenhower’s stance on the Chinese problem turned into a concrete policy program
•	Khrushchev reassured China that is the China was attacked then Russia would come to its aid
•	Chinese calculations (on the balance of power) would have been correct if they have drawn the appropriate conclusions from the Middle Eastern crisis 
•	Middle Eastern crisis: The U.S landed marines in Lebanon without any counterstroke from Moscow
•	The Lebanese president requested help from the U.S -- Problem was the proper interpretation of the Eisenhower Doctrine
•	Some congressmen argued that because the communist threat wasn’t evident, Dulles was requesting an intervention in a Lebanese civil war (Dulles had tried to explain to the congressional leaders of a “recent soviet political activity”
•	There was no evidence of communist involvement in the middle east – but Dulles declared that it was time that the halt to the U.S deterioration in the  Middle East
•	By 1958 Eisenhower had turned Khrushchev’s game of missile bluff into a string of real American victories
•	The Soviet’s moved to play for a much higher stake: the control of West Germany
•	West Germany had dragged its feet on building conventional forces – started to request missiles
•	This set off speeches by European leaders for the neutralization and reunification of Germany 
•	Plan of “Disengagement” : If Germany received nuclear arms, the threat of such a possibility should be used to negotiate with the Soviets a neutralization of Central and Eastern Europe
•	Arguments against this stated if the U.S withdrew from Western Europe the Soviets would exterminate “independent national life in Western Europe”
•	The Common Market (European economic market) was on the rise during the postwar world
•	Great Britain tried to enter the Common Market – but was refused to cut its economic ties to its Commonwealth and the U.S
•	The success of the Common Market raised the Soviets the specter of a militarization and economically aggressive Germany
•	Khrushchev wanted the U.S, Great Britain and France to withdrawal their troops out of West Germany and make it a free city/to allow East German government access to berlin -- Dulles rejected Khrushchev’s demands
•	Khrushchev did not think the issue was worth a nuclear exchange – He modified a six month limit so discussions could be held – Plans were made for summit conference in Paris
•	Eve of the summit Khrushchev announced the Soviets had shot down a U-2 American reconnaissance plane which had violated Russian territorial sovereignty – Paris summit was aborted
•	Khrushchev temporarily called off the Berlin crisis while intensifying his threats that Russia would destroy any American ally allow U-2 planes to leave from its territory
•	Khrushchev welcomes Fidel Castro as a new force in Latin American -- threated the to destroy the U.S “figuratively speaking” if it tried to attack Castro
•	1953 – strife in Cuba with Castro trying to overthrow the government – U.S was not particularly interested
•	Castro had wanted to end Cuba’s dependence on Washington – Americans owned 80% of Cuba’s utilities, 40% of its sugar and 90% of its mining wealth
•	1960’S – Rise in Castro’s Anti American views – anti-communists were being removed from Cuba and a new agrarian reform program was met with American resistance
•	Feb 1960  Russians signed a trade agreement to exchange Cuban Sugar for Soviet oil, machinery and technicians
•	July of 1960 the Americans cut Cuban sugar quota from the market
•	In August Washington began to mobilize hemispheric opposition to Cuba  months later forces moved to Central American waters to quell rumored invasion from Cuba
•	Eisenhower accepted a C.I.A plan to train an anti-Castro army
•	The President of Brazil Seized this opportunity to push for Eisenhower’s acceptance of a proposed operation Pan America  The U.S and L.A would cooperate and promote long term development
•	U.S aid was given in such a way that it made the rich richer and poor poorer in L.A  helped accelerate the revolutions against U.S supported regimes
•	Castroism and Rumbling problems in other emerging nations dominated the foreign-policy debates in the 1960s presidential campaign
•	John F Kennedy V. Richard Nixon  allowed a missile gap in the soviets favor
•	Kennedy suggested American support of non-Batista democratic anti-Castro forces
•	Kennedy won by a narrow margin  listed the priorities of waging the conflict between Freedom and Communism
•	He found out the missile gap was only fictional – feared the communists would place more emphasis on conventional local wars

Zubok 129-143
•	Feb 1956 Khrushchev and his colleagues were ready to bring ideological dogma to the nuclear age
•	Khrushchev laid out the principles of peaceful coexistence between capitalism and socialism
•	He said that imperialism does breed wars and unleash one but stated that there were social and political sources that prevent the imperialists from unleashing war
•	Khrushchev argued that the Soviet view of Western imperialism remained the same – Soviet thermonuclear power could force the imperialists to be reasonable
•	Khrushchev’s most immediate goal was to create the appearance of a nuclear stalemate so at to undermine NATO and other anticommunist alliances engineered or sponsored by Eisenhower and John Dulles in 1954/55
•	Specifically the Central treaty Organization (cento -Baghdad pact) and the Southeast Asia treaty organization (Seato)
•	Americans missiles were deployed in Turkey a member of Cento – Khrushchev wanted these missiles removed
•	He also wanted the U.S to recognize the USSR as an equal power
•	Khrushchev wanted to prove that he was prepared to use the new terrible weapons
•	Khrushchev emulated the policies of Eisenhower and Dulles
•	Khrushchev thought the U.S game was to intimidate the Soviet Union 
•	He believed that the nuclear power overshadowed all other facts in international relations  regarded the nuclear buildup not only as a means of deterrence but as the continuation of state policies by other means
•	1957 -- Soviet aerospace successfully tested the R-7 missile as the world’s first ICBM
•	Sputnik effect galvanized the U.S into launching another costly round in the arms race in order to restore public confidence in American superiority
•	R-7 Missiles was considered to be a behemoth and was inefficient and horribly costly weapon
•	By the end of 1959 on four of these behemoths and two launching pads had become operational
•	1959 – Kremlin announced the creation of the Strategic Rocket forces a new branch of Soviet armed forces
•	Khrushchev repeatedly promised to win the economic competition with the U.S and raise Soviet living standards – which did not occur
•	Strain was put on the Soviets economy and budget because of failed programs
•	Military production grew from 2.9 to 5.6 percent from 1958 to 1961
•	November 1958 Khrushchev presented the U.S/Britain/France with an Ultimatum: Convert West Berlin into a “free city” in six months or he would act and giver control over Western access to berlin to the government of the GDR
•	Khrushchev focused on the idea of a free city – deadline was postponed over four years
•	U.S and other powers refused to accede to the ultimatum – Khrushchev move created the East- West standoff that became to be known as the second Berlin crisis
•	NATO became fractured under the renewed Soviet pressure
•	Some argued that the Soviets reacted to the growling interaction of Germany into NATO’s and American plans for Nuclear sharing – the result of the NATOP “first strike” nuclear doctrine (which was a security threat to the Soviet Union)
•	Khrushchev had multiple motives in the Berlin crisis
1.	He was committed to ensuring the existence of the socialist GDR
2.	Was determined to demonstrate the effectiveness of his New Look in making Western powers abandon the containment strategy and begin to negotiate with the Soviet Union
3.	He hoped a victory in Berlin would promote the revolutionary process in the countries of Asia and Africa
•	Khrushchev hoped that the Soviets Nuclear power would more the relationship with the U.S onto equal terms
•	Soviet leader wanted to present the Western government with a stark choice: accept the responsibilities of a nuclear war or dismantle the anti-Soviet ramparts
•	Khrushchev proposed the Presidium that the Americans be offered the destruction of the Soviet ICBMS and nuclear weapons if the Americans eliminate their military bases on the Soviet periphery and their strategic bombers – assumed the Americans would agree – Deemed this idea to be “Nikita’s folly”
•	Khrushchev announced to the Supreme Soviet -- the reduction of the armed forces by 1.2 million men in three years – Many military officers were appalled by this idea
•	 November 1957 – at the world conference of Communist parties Mao hailed the new nuclear missile might of the Soviet Union as the reason for communist forces to be more aggressive against western imperialists
•	The soviets were pledged to give the Chinese a working sample of the atomic bomb
•	Mao never forgave Khrushchev for his secret speech denouncing Stalin
•	Mao’s hidden animosity became public when the Soviets asked to build joint bases for the Soviet navy and submarine fleet and Mao refused
•	Khrushchev flew to Beijing to sooth the PRC leader but was subjected to insults
•	The shelling of Quemoy the Chinese leader drew both the U.S and the Soviet leadership into a game of nuclear brinkmanship
•	Mao’s nuclear bravado struck Khrushchev as irresponsible
•	The presidium soon cancelled Sino-soviet atomic cooperation
•	When Khrushchev proposed the unilateral cuts of Soviet troops, his New Look began to falter
•	First glitch occurred in China
•	Mao Ze-dong openly mocked what seemed like the second edition of the Yalta Potsdam “system”
•	They accused Khrushchev of accommodating the U.S at their expense
•	Mao’s criticism increased Khrushchev’s self-doubts – Questioned if the Western leaders left him with empty hands
•	Soviet air defense shot down an American U-2 spy plane on a reconnaissance flight over Soviet missile bases on May 1960
•	Khrushchev seized this as his opportunity to show his toughness not only to the West but to China as well
•	Khrushchev demanded a personal apology from Eisenhower who admitted to the flight
•	By the end of 1960 all plans for détente with the United States were in tatters
•	The collapse of the Paris summit left Khrushchev with only one part of his foreign policy standing : the aggressive pressure on the West
•	Khrushchev was happy with Kennedy’s narrow win – he felt that Kennedy was a light-weight
•	He felt he could intimidate the president by his brinkmanship tactics
•	May 26th 1961  Khrushchev told the Presidium that the Soviet Union should sign a separate treaty with the GDR
•	Western powers would have to choose between retreat and nuclear war
•	Bay of Pigs invasion proved to Khrushchev that the U.S government was not in the firm hands of one leader – it was a gamble he thought was worth taking
•	Khrushchev never acted in signing the peace treaty with the GDR 
•	Discontent among the Soviet military continued – They felt the Khrushchev was inconsistent
•	Khrushchev had felt that Kennedy would back away from the brink
•	The failure of the U.S Soviet summit generated fears of permanent closure of intra German borders
•	Growing numbers of refugees rushed from East Germany to the West
•	The GDR gave Khrushchev an ultimatum – the Soviet leader must sign a separate treaty with the GDR and end the uncertainty or they would lose the GDR
•	Khrushchev realized that Kennedy would not back down and give up West Berlin
•	Khrushchev was not afraid of a nuclear outbreak but of economic sanctions against the GDR
•	Khrushchev decided to build the wall around West Berlin
•	August 1961 Berlin became a divided city
•	The Soviet leader believed that West Berlin would wither away economically
•	Khrushchev demonstrated that he not Ulbricht was in control in East Germany 
•	Khrushchev believed that Kennedy would not start a war over West Berlin 
•	The problem with Khrushchev’s nuclear brinkmanship was the lack of clear strategic goals
•	His allegiance to the revolutionary paradigm left Soviet foreign policy straddled between support of the radicals and revolutionaries in Africa, Asia and Latin America – also the search for geopolitical accommodations with the west
•	Khrushchev’s nuclear threat could not substitute for Soviets lack of capabilities
•	Khrushchev’s impulsiveness aggravated the situations
•	He made decisions on the basis of his own judgment without input from anyone else
•	Developments in the Caribbean left Khrushchev to take his most dangerous step – he decided to send nuclear missiles to Cuba
•

•	He thanks radio and television networks for the opportunity to bring reports to the nation
•	After a half century in service of the U.S he is laying down responsibilities of office
•	Wishes the new president – Godspeed
•	Congress and Administration have cooperated well to serve the nation 
•	Century has witnessed four major wars among great nations
•	America is strongest, most influential and productive nation in the world
•	Progress toward these noble goals is persistently threatened by the conflict now engulfing the world
•	Face ideology global scope
•	Huge increases in American defenses: Development of unrealistic programs to cure every ill of agriculture; a dramatic expansion in basic and applied research 
•	The need to balance in and among national programs, etc.
•	American Arms must be mighty, ready for action, so that no potential aggressor may be  tempted to risk his own destruction 
•	American military organization bears no resemblance to any predecessor 
•	3.5 Million men and women are directly engaged in the defense establishment
•	Must guard against the acquisition of unwarranted influence, weather sought or unsought, by the military industrial complex
•	Must never let the weight of this combination endanger our liberties or democratic processes
•	Can’t live for today – cant plunder and convenience the precious resources for tomorrow
•	Must avoid becoming a community of dreadful fear and hate 
•	Disarmament with mutual honor/confidence is a continuing imperative
•	Must learn how to compose differences not with arms but with intellect and decent purposes

Minutes of the Special Meeting on Operation Mongoose
Castro’s Letter to Khrushchev
**K= Khrushchev in the notes

-	
-	Khrushchev’s decision to cut the military forces by a quarter of a million men was shocking to the army’s generals and although there was grumbling at this they could not publically display their objection to this order; however such a decision reinforced his reliance on nuclear power which according to critics left no choice other than surrender or suicide
-	Khrushchev orders the creation of a classified military book called Military Strategy about the importance of the USSR’s possession of nuclear arms which was for the sole purpose of deterrence because if there was another war it would be nuclear; focused on the first strike and how nuclear war must be avoided
-	The PRC emerged as a problem for Khrushchev because Mao advocated the use of the nuclear weaponry as a newfound tool which could be used alongside aggressive behaviour toward capitalism, the exact opposite of Khrushchev’s goals; in an attempt to appease Mao, Khrushchev travelled to China to hold talks but was insulted and treated inhospitably which results in the deterioration of Sino-Soviet relations and the recanting of sending the protocol for the atomic bomb to the Chinese
-	The ineptitude of Khrushchev’s negotiating skills were manifested in the talks he had with Mao and then Eisenhower at the conference in Paris; his faltering boded well for his critics especially Molotov, Voroshilov and Kaganovich and those who had abhorred his military cuts both instances ruined tentative relations with China and the US, the latter of which was headed in a positive direction
-	After diplomacy failed, his nuclear power would accelerate the revolutionary process and then Khrushchev’s foreign policy turned toward a revolutionary-imperial paradigm which aimed at decolonization in places such as Asia, Africa and the Americas and all at once the free people of those nations would rise up and support the Soviet Union by harnessing the soft-underbelly of imperialism it would thus be conquered and sent reeling; the problem with K’s brinkmanship games was that they lacked clear strategic goals and trying to couple it with the revolutionary decolonization, his nuclear threats could not substitute for lack of Soviet capabilities
-	The confrontation of Soviet and American tanks as a result of a spat at Checkpoint Charlie resulted in Kennedy acceding to talks about the German Question and West Berlin which then confirmed for Khrushchev that USA would not go to war over it  
-	Khrushchev was heartened by the fact Kennedy won the election because he thought he would be a pushover and therefore could exert nuclear pressure on the White House; Khrushchev at the conference in Vienna said “let the war start now before the emergence of new more terrible weapons” going on the prospect that the US might start proxy wars- this comment was stricken from the record of the conference because it was so ridiculous
-	His line on brinkmanship was only hardened by the influence of constant Soviet intelligence which said that the Pentagon’s strategic superiority would lead to a pre-emptive strike on the USSR
-	Therefore in 1961, K renounced the moratorium on nuclear weapons testing in order to prove the devastating effects of such weaponry a 100 megaton device was to be tested which would then “hang over the capitalists like the sword of Damocles”
-	Failure of the US-Soviet summit looked likely to increase the closure of intra-German borders ; K was not afraid of a nuclear outbreak rather economic sanctions in the GDR and its dependency on the West for if it were cut off, the East would have to be rescued by the USSR at an exorbitant cost; the Berlin Wall was erected in 1961 and this was to be a substitute for a provocative unilateral treaty with Ulbricht’s regime
-	THE CUBAN HURRICANE: motives for K sending missiles to Cuba have ranged from his attempt to rescue his failing foreign and domestic policies to gain a geopolitical advantage and constrain imperialism, facilitate decolonization whilst promoting Communism to the world, plus he felt a growing responsibility to address the frustrations of the anti-imperialists in the third world
-	one of the biggest attractions for positioning missiles in Cuba was the strategic balance of the superpowers and to have weaponry in what was considered the Americans direct sphere of influence; since the Americans had surrounded the USSR with weaponry and bases they wanted to reciprocate and put pressure on the US from close-range; this operation was to be called Anadyr and the consensus in Washington was that the Soviets would never deploy missiles outside of the Union
-	Upon discovering the Soviet missiles in Cuba, K thought the Americans would try to respond in kind through special channels in reaching the USSR, maybe a trade between them and the Jupiter missiles in Turkey; with the knowledge of weaponry in Cuba out in the open it was clear to see that both sides were prepared for nuclear war but they were extremely hesitant/reluctant to proceed down that path 
-	In light of the fear experienced by both sides, on October 27, 1962 K said that they would remove missiles from Cuba if the US did the same with its analogous missiles in Turkey the conditions were- Soviet would back out of Cuba with the US publicly stating it would not invade Cuba and a secret mission to extract missiles from Turkey which would save face for the US; when Castro learned of this his reaction was to strike the Americans with nuclear weapons for he felt they were lulling the USSR into a false sense of security just as the Nazis had done in WWII, K was completely opposed to this because Castro did not realize the potential of such weaponry (same can be said for Mao-Zedong) and in response K articulated that, “even with a frits-strike one cannot knock the opponent out of the fight, there is always a counter-strike which can be devastating.”
-	Soviet attention then turned to Mao’s comments on imperialism, stating that imperialism was a “paper tiger”, to which K responded that this “paper tiger” could not be regarded so frivolously and that it was a serious threat of which he had no comprehension; again the other communist states in the world did not fully grasp the capabilities and the destructive nature of nuclear warfare; in July 1963 there was virtually undeclared war by the USSR against China which explained the decision of the Soviets to accede to a nuclear test ban which had been agreed to by the US after the events in Cuba; Kennedy wanted to aid the Soviet line against the Chinese but K and his ministers effectively brushed off the American advances on this subject for ideologically he could not have a secret alliance with the US
-	To conclude, Khrushchev stands out as a rare case of a nuclear optimist, however his emotional vacillations between insecurity and overconfidence made him a failure as a negotiator; the Soviet leader was never able to come to a systematic or consistent conclusion regarding nuclear strategy which left a huge gap in Soviet political and military thinking between the emphasis on nuclear weapons as a means of prevention of war and the official military doctrine with pursuit of “victory” at any cost in a future war. Khrushchev’s threats to the West and military doctrine for victory in nuclear warfare that he imposed on the Soviet military left a dark shadow on Soviet-US relations; his outburst at Vienna ruined this and destroyed positive relations at the time; something which took 10 years to rebuild to détente and even then relations were still extremely fragile

•	Today we are talking from the perspective of Moscow with some attention on China as well
•	Khrushchev was removed from power in 1964 by the other members of the communist party 
•	The leader of the movement was Leonid Brezhnev
•	The 2nd most influential member was Aleksei Kosygin 
•	The state of soviet policies and alliances
o	The soviet union in the 1940s and 50s had set up institutions to secure its role in relation to other communist states in the world
o	Warsaw Pact  pact of mutual military defense which was signed with Poland, Romania, Bulgaria, east Germany, Albania 
o	The leader of Albania decided to ally with Mao Zedong in China 
o	This was also the same for Castro. He flirted with the idea of making more of an alliance with china and cutting the Soviet Union out. But he found himself in a position where the Chinese could not offer him the economic aid that Moscow could so we maintained his alliance there. In the 1970s it started to get friendlier again. 
•	One of the very significant things about the Warsaw pact was that there was one other player and that was Mongolia
•	When the Soviet Union admitted Mongolia to the Warsaw pact, people in Beijing began to wonder whom the Mongolians are expecting to be invaded by. And so if the soviets are conducting this mutual defense pact then only china could be helping Mongolia. So the Chinese did not really like this.
•	Comicon was created in 1949
•	The soviet union created a council of economic aid 
•	The soviet system was that Moscow was the hub of the system and with the other countries trading with it
•	The European union model is a bit different 
•	Not talking about china
o	China in the 1960s distanced itself more and more from the soviet union
o	It took Washington a long time to recognize that these 2 great communist powers were actually becoming less and less friendly with each other
o	Khrushchev had cut of aid with china and brought back all of the soviet advisors
o	Mao also became more and more critical of the soviet union as selling out to the capitalists and not taking a proper revolutionary line
o	This was especially so for the nuclear issue
o	The soviet union under Khrushchev is trying to reach some negotiated settlement with the USA that would stop the testing of nuclear weapons and proliferation of weapons so that other countries wont get them
o	Mao is convinced that all of this is being directed against China
o	When Mao talks about nuclear warfare he takes a very submissive attitude 
o	So many people were quite alarmed with the possibility of china becoming a nuclear power
o	Mao throughout the 1950s and 60s launces several programs that are designed to make china more of a revolutionary state. By revolutionizing the culture and the people. 
o	The most extreme manifestation of this is the Cultural Revolution of the 1960s
	‘The little red book”  everyone was expected to read from this book as it was supposed to contain all of the answers of life
	The cultural revolution was designed to promote economic development by doing away with all the bourgeoisie influences in china 
	These influences were manifested in higher education. Mao said that we should discredit all of these representatives of privilege and social differentiation. Many people must have died in this campaign. The minimum figure is 10 million.
	A period of upsurge took place and then on the other hand enormous disruption
o	So from a soviet point of view, this cultural revolution in china is very threatening because china is telling communist in other countries that they shouldn’t listen to the Russians and instead look to china
o	By the end of the 1970s when the communist have won in Vietnam, they decide that Beijing is not a good friend
•	One of the most complicated situations that the Russians and Americans get involved in is the situation in the middle east at this time
•	The situation in the middle east as of 1967 was that Israel was in a state of undeclared war with the Arab states that surrounded it, especially with Egypt
•	Nasser spent much of the 1960s building up his countries armed forces and in 1967 he took a much more hostile line of action towards Israel 
o	Nasser demanded that the UN peacekeepers be removed
o	He also began to mass his armies close to the Israeli border
•	At this point the Israelis decide to strike first and they do so with enormous effect
o	They start with an air attack on all of the Egyptian air forces
o	After that they roll forward into the Sinai peninsula 
•	Brezhnev starts out believing that the Egyptians have more of an advantage over the Israelis because they have a stronger force. But it didn’t turn out this way
•	So Brezhnev and other policy workers had to decide why it didn’t work
•	On the one hand the Moscow leaders felt that they had to support the Arab but in their private communications they had grave doubts about supporting the Arabs
•	This was similar on the US side with the Israelis 
•	A summit meeting is set up between Johnson and Kosygin
o	The tone of the discussions are very warm and friendly
o	They came out of this situation without signing anything but with a general friendly thing
o	There was a sense that things might be getting better
•	So what was happening right now on the soviet side?
o	Brezhnev and the people around them had a sense of great economic achievement
o	They were producing many things every year
o	And they thought that both economically, politically, and morally the USA was falling behind
•	Czechoslovakia had been ruled by Stalinists and there was a sense, even in Moscow, that these guys had gone too far
o	The economy was really bad and the country was generally repressive
o	There was a change in the policies of the Czech leadership
o	Alexander Dubcek was elected leader of the communist party in Czechoslovakia 
o	He didn’t have a very good record of favoring many changes 
o	Moscow chose him to lead the country in a more moderate direction
o	But as soon as the censorship and repression started to relax, the people of Czechoslovakia wanted more
o	Czech went through the Prague Spring in which ideas came out and writers began publishing things. Young people started dressing and western and European ways (The Plastic Peoples of the Universe)
•	In 1968 and 1969 there were demonstrations in Poland over rises in the prices of consumer goods
•	Gierek became the leader and he made promises to the polish people 
•	Beginnings of what became the Solidarity movement in Poland
•	The demonstrations in Poland were quite bloody and violent 
•	Romania during the 60s and 70s, in response to the invasion of Czech expressed serous doubts about what they had done in terms of the Warsaw pact. 
o	The leader of Romania was very much a Stalinist and still felt that he had to take an independent missions vis a vis Moscow
o	The USA started acting as if he was an ally
o	They gave him most favourite trading status
o	And separated him from the other communist countries
•	A SALT treaty was signed between Nixon and Brezhnev
o	They agree to reduce the number of launchers 
•	Results of Soviet economic growth 
o	Does this show that they had “won” and left the USA behind as Khrushchev said they would do?
•	Soviet consumers were not very happy 
•	The world oil economy changes dramatically and the cause it another war between Israel and its Arab leaders 


LaFeber Chapter 11

•	As the USA escalated the war in Vietnam to contain communism, the Johnson administration deescalated conflict with the Soviets
•	The seeds of détente, or lessening of international tension, were sown in 1967-1968
•	The USA carried on their efforts in Southeast Asia and so détente did not signal an American retreat from world affairs but instead was a new (and necessary) tactic for carrying on traditional containment policy
•	Overall the power of America economically, militarily, and culturally remained dominant on the globe
•	Johnson initially pursued détente in the hope that the Soviets, who were the largest suppliers of military goods to North Vietnam, might be able to pressure Ho Chi Minh to make peace but this did not happen
•	The Russians didn’t do anything to take the pressure of the USA
•	Intensifying domestic problems forced Johnson to approach the Soviets
•	Brezhnev and Kosygin were willing to talk, but not necessarily about Vietnam
•	The new Russian leaders had spread their influence into the Middle East, South and Southeast Asia and their military power was growing
•	Although the Soviets had advanced militarily, they were suffering economically and they looked to the USA as a source of relief despite the fact that they feared, disliked, and desperately tried to copy them
•	The first deal attempted to get the Soviets to stop supporting North Vietnam but it was not successful
•	But Johnson was more successful in attempting to slow the nuclear race
o	At a summit meeting with Kosygin a nonproliferation agreement was reached and each power had pledged to halt the distribution of nuclear weapons
o	China, France, and India, among others, refused to sign the pact
•	So détente seemed to be moving ahead but then it suffered two setbacks
o	February 1968  the North Vietnamese launch a surprise Tet (New Year) offensive that threatened even the embassy in Saigon. This really changed Johnson’s opinion that this war really could be won by Americans
o	Between 1964 and 1968 in American, ghetto riots had claimed dozens of lives in Los Angeles, Detroit, and Newark
	This was intensified after Martin Luther King Jr was murdered in April 1968 and even Washington began to experience riots
	Other political disasters such as the assassination of John Kennedy in 1963 really slowed the détente process
•	Détente really hit a major wall in August 1968 when the Soviets invaded Czechoslovakia in response to the Prague Spring
o	Also at this time the Brezhnev-Kosygin regime was tightening its control within Russia
o	So when the Prague Spring occurred, Soviet officials were divided over how to respond
o	Some who did not want to endanger détente opposed intervention but they were overruled by party leaders who feared economic and ideological contamination from Czech liberalism and also by military and secret police officials who believed that Czech policies might infect the entire bloc
o	So Brezhnev ordered soviet troops to smash the Czech regime
•	At the same time that Brezhnev ordered this, Johnson was prepared to meet the Soviet leaders at a summit conference but he quickly cancelled
•	Brezhnev justified this by issuing a “Brezhnev Doctrine” that allowed soviet intervention on the ground that a socialist nation had the right to save another from “world imperialism” thus preserving the Socialist system
•	Richard Nixon then takes office and he picks Henry Kissinger as national security advisor
•	Both men believed that unless policy changes were made, the 1970s would be shaped by developments that were sapping U.S. dominance in world affairs: 
o	The soviet military buildup
o	The rising economic and political power of Western Europe and Japan, which threatened American markets and worked against Washington’s policies in areas such as Vietnam and the Middle East
o	And the apparently bottomless pit of the Vietnam War
•	Because of the new Russian strength, the policy of containment had to be conducted differently
•	Nixon and Kissinger believed that the Soviets could be contained not by a massive arms race or increased U.S. global commitments but by making a deal: the Soviets could have sorely needed economic help if they cooperated in Vietnam and agreed to arms limitation
•	Nixon also planned to open up talks with China
o	Although Mao had been the Asian villain to the Americans for twenty years, he also became Russia’s main concern by the late 1950s
o	So Nixon realized that one communist powers could be played against another
o	So to Nixon, the era of confrontation was ending and an era of negotiations was opening up
•	 Nixon and Kissinger were determined to have order both at home and abroad
•	This led them both to control policy making with an iron grip
•	Nixon didn’t deal with the Soviets after the Czech invasion and he knew that he couldn’t negotiate with Brezhnev while the Vietnam War was still going on so in 1969 he announced a phased withdrawal of American troops
•	He also pursued a policy if “Vietnamization” in Southern Vietnam where he built up the South’s army so that it could replace the departing Americans
•	But Vietanization, as well as many other Nixon polices failed
•	Because of these failures the US economy really suffered
•	July 1971  things are improving economically and militarily in American and Nixon announces that he will be the first US president to visit China
•	Nixon and Mao hoped to use the other to check Soviet power
•	The meeting was a success
o	A friendship treaty was signed
o	Trade opened up
o	The Soviets feared a possible Sino-American alliance
o	The Chinese entered the United Nations 
•	Nixon also becomes the first president to visit the Soviet capital
o	The Soviets announced that they wanted to negotiate at the Twenty-fourth Party Congress in 1971
•	Brezhnev presented a “peace program” that shaped Soviet views, especially détente policies, through the 1970s
•	His program rested on 4 legs but only one was strong and that was military
•	Under him the Soviet military had really expanded but he needed American help to strengthen the other 3 legs
•	One of the legs was Eastern Europe
o	He had managed to strike a deal with the West Germans so that they would recognize the Eastern European boundaries as imposed but the Red Army in 1945. He also guaranteed Western access to Berlin
o	He wanted Nixon to agree to this arrangement
•	The other leg was the Soviet economy
o	Brezhnev wanted US technology and agriculture products
•	Both nations were having economic problems and they also wanted to bring spreading military commitments under control. So they designed a détente policy
•	They signed a Strategic Arms Limitation Treaty (SALT I)
o	This pact was supposed to end the race to develop a defensive anti-ballistic missile system
o	It also froze the number of nuclear missiles so that now the Soviets had 1600 and the Americans had 1054
o	But these numbers were deceiving because the Americans also had the MIRV 
o	SALT I only imposed a few limitations on the arms race but it did not stop it
o	But nonetheless the summit was a triumph for both the US and the Soviets
	Brezhnev successfully carried out his détente program
	In Vietnam the communist offensive ground to a halt
	Nixon’s policy had worked
•	So Nixon gets re-elected
•	He stands unchallenged at the peak of his power 
o	He is free of the Vietnam quicksand’s
o	And the Russians are apparently better managed by détente now
•	So he turns to other foreign problems now
o	Dealing with bitter Western European allies
o	Dealing with Chilean government
•	As a result of his intimidations of the federal government and the Watergate Scandal Nixon resigns
•	Problems in the Middle East between Israel and Egypt
•	Nixon-Kissinger policies began falling apart
•	American power also came under threat in Latin America
•	The two superpowers were clashing in Africa. The confrontation in Angola became one of the main reasons for the death of détente 
•	After Gerald Ford becomes president him and Kissinger tried to reinvigorate foreign policy with two dramatic acts
o	Travelled to Russia in 1974 and agreed with Brezhnev on the outline for a SALT II agreement that set new limits on nuclear arms
o	Sent in troops to Cambodia after the Cambodian government seized the American cargo ship, Mayaguez
•	At Helsinki, Finland, 35 countries including the Western Nations accepted the East European boundaries as permanent and in return the Soviets pledged to follow a more liberal human rights policy
•	The policy of détente was overall seen as a failure and a contradiction 

Zubok, Chapter 8

•	The Soviets invade Afghanistan in 1979
•	This invasion was a much greater shock than the Czech invasion in 1968
•	American retaliation was immediate and harsh
•	President Carter and his administration believed that this invasion was only the beginning of a strategic thrust towards the Persian Gulf, the largest oil pool in the world
•	The White House froze and suspended most détente agreements, talks, trade, and cultural relations with the Soviets
•	He also imposed an embargo on profitable grain sales to the USSR and appealed to the world to boycott the summer Olympics which were going to be held in Moscow
•	Fifteen years later documents show that the Soviets did not have any intention of reaching the Persian Gulf
•	The invasion of Afghanistan is one of the first signs of Soviet imperial overstretch
•	In 1980 a revolution erupted in Poland and the rise of the anti-communist national movement “Solidarity” was a threat to Soviet Union but they decided not to send troops
•	The 1970s was a time of rapid détente decline
•	This chapter explored Brezhnev’s diminishing ability to shape Soviet foreign policy and maintain positive momentum in Soviet-American relations

Détente and Human Rights

•	In 1973 Brezhnev visits America and signs a bilateral Agreement on the Prevention of Nuclear War along with Nixon
•	But the American government was not fully trustworthy of Brezhnev’s intentions and this shows the limits of trust between Washington and Moscow
•	Both sides viewed détente as managed competition, a continuation of the Cold War by less dangerous means
•	Both sides wanted to obtain, whenever possible, a unilateral advantage over the other side 
o	As Brezhnev rejoiced over the strengthening of the Soviet political position in Europe, Nixon busily journeyed about the Soviet periphery: to Iran, seeking to establish the Shah as an American proconsul in the Persian Gulf, and to Poland, reviving anti-Soviet hopes in the midst of the Warsaw Pact
•	The only hope for Soviet-American détente in this situation was if both Brezhnev and Nixon regarded détente as a joint project worthy of their investments of time and political capital
•	The issue of Jewish immigration tested Brezhnev’s willingness to help Nixon and Kissinger in their domestic games

Scramble For Africa

•	Soviet experts later claimed that soviet leaders had no specific doctrine or long term plans for Africa
•	They kind of got dragged into Africa
•	The Politburo discovered Africa at the same time it began its support for the radical Arab nationalists
•	The soviets always acted on the thinking that decolonization of the continent would be a major blow to world capitalism and a great victory for Communism
•	Kruchsev himself dreamed of transforming selected African countries into “windows of socialism” and bulwarks of the expanding socialist camp
•	Many in Africa looked to hope and even enthusiasm at the Soviet model of industrialization and social modernization 
•	African anticolonial leaders in the late 1950s saw the Soviet Union not as a totalitarian state but as a beacon of progress
•	The Soviets did not have much success at first in Africa. They lost the battle over Congo and were kicked out of Ghana and Guinea
•	When they came back Sub-Saharan Africa and the Horn of Africa became the site for the Soviet military to demonstrate their new power-projection abilities
•	The soviets made a lot of profits in Africa
•	The Us-Soviet scramble for Africa began to intensify at the same time as détente reached its peak
•	Ford signs a secret order to being CIA covert operations in Angola
•	The soviets had leadership issues in Africa because Brezhnev wasn’t really interested in African affairs
•	So the soviet leadership was incapable of bold schemes and initiatives in Africa

Woes With Carter

•	Soviets expected Ford to stay in office and carry on the détente policy
•	But Jimmy Carter defeats him
•	Carter had an urge to go beyond the old agenda of the Cold War and was committed to the idea of nuclear disarmament
•	The new president promised a “new foreign policy” that would be less secretive and opaque and more aware of human rights
•	Carters campaign for human rights immediately marred his relations with the Kremlin
•	It seemed now that the Soviets would have to live up to the promises made in Helsinki
•	For Brezhnev, the continuation of partnership and progress in arms control was more important than squabbles on human rights
•	The Soviets longed for political continuity and confidential relations with the White House
•	Carter, however, showed the Soviets that the terms of partnership had to be changed
•	The new president was determined to deal with the soviets without secret diplomacy
•	He wanted to conduct foreign policy through the State Department
•	Also he adopted a policy of deep cuts in some strategic systems
•	This meant going against the Vladivostok agreement in SALT and Brezhnev was enraged
•	A new set of proposals was introduced by America to the Soviets but they rejected it and the gap between the Soviets and America grew
•	The years after 1977 were a period of worsening Soviet-American relations

	1970s: there was a détente was going on
o	‘an easing’

-	Richard Nixon was coming into power
-	Vietnam had been dragging on for 6 years
o	It was a war they couldn’t win
o	Much opposition
-	Nixon was looking at their relationship with global world
o	Their relationship with Europe (and other allies) was not good
o	Can’t go on like this

	Henry Kissinger
-	He was thought to be the smartest diplomatic expert
-	The last administration used his advice
-	He was a Harvard professor
-	“we’re not here to be boy-scouts”
-	He was more about power than peace

	1960’s-1970s
-	US still the strongest economically globally
-	Wealthiest but not growing
-	Things are starting to look worse

	Nixon: 1971
-	Took US off gold standard
-	The currency fluxuating
-	US goods are cheaper; they are finding markets
-	BUT there is inflation
-	Matters are worse with all the money spent on the war

	Part of Nixon’s role was to:
-	Increase US’s credibility
-	Scale back
-	Provide nuclear shield
-	Support allies
o	But they must carry the burden of having their own armed forces
o	Do this by phasing out troops (i.e. Vietnam) and train the South Vietnamese

-	1968: My Lai Massacre (village)
-	US killed 300 Vietnamese (Women, Children, Elderly) and are held accountable
-	Entered village of My Lai and massacred
-	When news spread it sent shockwaves through US

-	Nixon sent a secret mission to Cambodia
-	He dropped bombs on Cambodia

-	1970: Nixon
-	“we shall not be defeated in Vietnam”
o	Not a good prophecy

	Cambodia
-	Next to Vietnam
-	Neutral 
-	Nixon believed commies were there
-	US air force sent on secret bombing mission
-	Falsified reports to have it completed?
o	“we’re not going to be dropping any bombs”
-	There were apparently more bombs dropped here than throughout the entire WWII

	Prince of Cambodia (Sihanouk)
-	He was a neutralist
-	He tried to stay in good relations with China and US
-	US impatient with him
-	1970:  engineered coup where Lon Nol was put in place
o	Sihanouk knocked out
-	Lon Nol didn’t do any better
-	Cambodia was a bag of mixed results

-	1970: Nixon went into Cambodia
-	Some students protested in US (Kent State University) and were shot and killed

-	Nixon keeps bombing Cambodia so communists can’t operate
-	But the commies were deep in the jungle, down in caves
o	Bombs not affecting them

	US & China
-	Nixon and Kissinger had to change relations with China
-	Originally US supporting nationalists (Chiang Kaishek) 
-	No diplomatic recognition for PRC (founded 1949)
-	1959: US starts to talk secretly with PRC
o	No one knows but President

-	Kissinger goes to Pakistan (for a meeting) and gets the ball rolling with China
-	“what if we extend diplomatic relations… what can you do for us with Vietnam?”

	Pakistan
-	Why did Pakistan have mutual relations with China?
o	Both were hostile to India
-	India and Pakistan were on bad relations since England left (1949?)
-	US stood by Pakistan
-	Plan was: Kissinger  Pakistan  Beijing
o	This was one way to get into Beijing
-	US had to look the other way of the war crimes that were happening in Pakistan
-	Kissinger was not a boy scout; he was a realist

	China
-	Cultural Revolution going on
-	Even Mao was having second thoughts about this Cultural Revolution at this time
-	Mao had thought of the US as the “imperial demon”
o	Maybe look into relations with them
o	Can benefit from it?
-	1972: Nixon travels to China
-	China exercises influences in North Vietnam
-	Vietnam not happy about this

	Nixon and President Nguyen Van Thieu (president of South Vietnam)
-	“we’re leaving”
-	Not going to be our problem any longer
-	Kissinger and Nixon just wanted to leave; attain peace
o	Even if commies get out too
-	They’ve had enough
-	Kissinger was selling S. Vietnam out
-	South Vietnam, “this is a betrayal”

	Peace Discussions in Paris
-	“It’s been 4 years… not getting anywhere with war”
-	Kissinger signs treaty; ends war

	South Vietnam
-	1972: defeats North
-	Completed by South Vietnamese (not US)
-	US built up forces in S. Vietnam
-	US air forces helped a bit
-	Critics: “without the air force the S.Vietnamese would not have been strong enough”
o	Future was not as bright in South Vietnam as Kissinger suggested

	Détente
-	US trying to open relations with China
-	Now seeing that Soviets and China were not a monolithic communist movement working together
o	Two separate forces

	Soviets
-	Kissinger trying to smooth out relations with Soviets as well
-	Maybe they can help with Vietnam as well?
-	US didn’t want to drive the commies from East Europe (e.g. Poland)
o	“we won’t challenge you here”
-	At the same time the Soviets were in Czech Slovakia

	Moscow:
-	A treaty is signed: Arms treaty
-	This is the farthest they have gone throughout the arms race 
-	They weren’t dismantling the weapons though (US & Soviets)
o	but setting a limit of weapons and launchers
	Anti-ballistic missile treaty:
-	Agreed to not building them anymore
-	They were designed as defense against offensive weapons

	Kissinger and Nixon
-	Propose trade treaty with Soviets (like in Japan)
-	‘most favoured nation’
o	Low tariffs etc…
-	Goods can be bought/sold on best terms
-	Kissinger believed that trading would create better relations with Soviets
o	But they run into trouble with US congress
-	Senators concerned about human rights in Russia
-	E.g. Jews wanting to leave Russia but Russia not permitting it
-	US Congress and Israel = close
-	Jackson-Vanik Amendment:
-	“may not give favoured nation status to a nation that obstructs emigration status”
o	Kissinger Livid!
-	Kissinger, “human rights not top agenda”
-	He believed that Congress shouldn’t be telling them (Kiss/President) what to do
-	But it was an unanimous decision
o	Soviets get no favoured status

	Détente: 1970s (synopsis)
-	US getting out of Vietnam
-	Arms treaty has been signed with Soviets
-	US starting relations with China
-	Also: Europe has become more prosperous and integrated in their trade relations with France, Italy, Netherlands
o	Many things happening

	Germany
-	Now governed by coalition: Willy Brandt (1969-1974)
-	[Wikipedia] Brandt's most important legacy was Ostpolitik, a policy aimed at improving relations with East Germany, Poland, and the Soviet Union. This policy caused considerable controversy in West Germany, but won Brandt the Nobel Peace Prize in 1971
-	He wanted to change relations with the rest of Europe
-	Up until this point East Germany has not been recognized since 1945
o	No relations with West Germany nor with commie states of East Germany
-	Brandt becomes chancellor of West Germany
o	Tries to organize a trip to Poland
-	Kissinger not happy about this
-	European allies are doing things without US knowing
-	He has to accept it and encourages Nixon to accept it
-	US’s influence is going down
o	Kiss and Nixon are uneasy about it

	Nixon and his demise
-	1972: election campaign
-	Nixon authorizes illegal break-ins with diplomatic party
-	It was traced back to Nixon
o	Watergate Scandal
-	1973: one of Nixon’s staff testifies
-	“for the past 3 years Nixon has had tape recorder in the Oval Office”
-	He was recording conversations with everyone
o	The court issues a subpoena to confiscate tapes
-	Nixon says, “this situation is under control… you have no right to subpoena them”
-	The tapes end up in Supreme Court
-	There was a 17 minute gap in the tape
-	Secretary of Nixon sticks up for him saying, “there was an error, I pushed the wrong button”
o	Nixon ends up resigning
o	Vice president had already resigned

-	Gerald Ford moves into Presidency
-	1974-1976
-	Moves in without popular vote
-	He was assigned in
-	Kissinger stays on

-	Nixon upset the congress a great deal
-	“can’t support his plans”
-	“He was engaging secret wars in Cambodia etc… doing things behind US people’s backs”
-	“What Nixon did in Cambodia can never be done again”
o	i.e. Faking bombing to please the US people
-	also: Congress stopped aid to South Vietnam

-	North Vietnam launch a new invasion = Saigon
-	They win over Vietnam as a Communist state

	Europe
-	1973: Helsinki Conference 
-	Europe wants to change the relations of European states
o	35 states
-	They want to give Germany a broader role (with Willy Brandt)
-	Kissinger hates the idea
o	he can’t persuade all the states not to do this
-	Europe: “Maybe Europe can be neutralized? Withdrawal all missile bases etc…”
o	Can it happen?

	There are 3 Baskets in a proposed treaty:
1)	Diplomatic and Strategic
-	Boundaries won’t be challenged without diplomatic negotiation
-	In other words, can’t go to war over being unhappy
-	This one is the most difficult for US and others to grasp
o	“this is what Stalin wants”
2)	Technology/Scientific Exchange
-	Exchange of information
-	Collaboration
-	Exchange of scholars, scientists
3)	Human Rights/Cultural Cooperation
-	Gets most attention later but not at the time
-	Citizens need basic rights
-	Critics: communist states would never give these rights to people! (including Poland)
o	No free press, media etc…
o	Can’t protest against government, would be arrested

	Helsinki Agreement
-	Was meeting status quo
-	Also weakened communist states
-	Helped with the collapse of communism in some areas in the 1980s
-	But this was not the end of the cold war
o	“no return to high tension” was believed, but did not turn out this way

	Ford and Soviets
-	Ford went back to Soviets to try and work out a deal
-	Didn’t come to any agreement
-	Soviets still tense about US Congress and the Human Rights issue

	1974: South East Asia
-	No more American aid
-	North Vietnam was quickly defeated
-	US leaves in 1975
-	[check slide for Vietnamization data: Troops/Casualties]
o	BUT suspicious numbers
o	US exaggerated how well they were doing

	Cambodian Revolution
-	Was a military regime
-	“New People” (i.e. intellectuals, people with glasses etc…) were seen as corrupt and killed
-	The casualty amount was unbelievable
-	Pol Pot  (leader of Khmer Rouge)
-	Population reduced by half under him
-	2-3 million people killed (of 7 million)
-	Chinese provide assistance to campaign (with Khmer Rouge)
-	US supporting  China supporting  Cambodia
-	US doesn’t want to antagonize China
o	Détente

	1979: China invades communist Vietnam
-	Chinese withdraw after a month
-	100,000 people killed in one month

	Soviet Powers
-	China and Soviets not on good relations with each other
-	Multiple commie superpowers at war with each other
-	Historians can look back not and can see the beginning of it
-	But in the 1960s, US couldn’t see this happening
o	They believed in a monolithin communism

	World Oil Economy
-	1973-1974: goes back to war in Middle East
-	Side: Arabians (especially Saudi Arabians)
o	Oil producing giants today, not then
-	There was a boycott on oil at the time
o	Price sky rockets
-	This had an enormous effect on US and Europe
o	Price inflation
-	Shock to US and CDN lifestyles
-	Waiting long queues at gas stations
-	Heating in home was affected
-	Also: it created wealth in countries with oil to sell
-	Countries not involved: 
o	Iran (non-arabic)
o	They stayed out 
o	Slightly friendly to Israel at the time (because of US)
-	Iran was getting a lot of money from different areas
-	They start building armament and secret police
o	Brutal

-	Soviets also affected by it
-	They are just coming into the oil market
-	Not In OPEC though though
-	OPEC: Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries
-	Soviets found that they could sell oil on good terms to Western Europe
-	Basket 2 fed into this (i.e. Technology/Science exchange)
-	Soviet economy = booming
-	*Soviet leadership had to decide what to do with the extra money
o	More $ into arms
o	Expenditure on military (but respecting agreement with US)
o	Increase aid in areas around the world (e.g. Africa)
[bookmark: _GoBack]o	Address problems of consumer economy 
•	1970S: people had to stand in line for consumer goods
•	Shortage in clothing
•	Not much food (“what are they selling today?... eggs”)
-	Consumers were not happy
-	Why? Soviet economy was terrible in agriculture
-	What they had developed in the 1930s wasn’t working
-	Soviet leadership, “let’s import to increase levels of consumer goods”
o	E.g. Canadian wheat
-	But this didn’t guarantee it would continue (Soviet Government not promising this)
-	Soviets can’t continue importing on this same scale
o	Goes back to what it was and even gets worse from there in 1980s

Second round required for the Presidential election
I: Results of the First Round
-	The first round of the Presidential election in Croatia took place Jan 2005
-	It was the fourth presidential election since Croatia gained independence
-	According to the final results, President Mesic (supported by the centre and left-wing parties), failed by a small margin to win in the first round (48.92% of votes)
-	 Kosor, candidate of the centre-right Croatian Democratic Union (HDZ) came in second (20% votes)
-	Miksic (an independent and relatively unknown American-based businessman of Croatian origin) – (17%), was next after Kosor.
-	Overall voter turnout was low at only 50.59% of diaspora voters
-	A second round between Mesic and Kosor will take place later in January

-	The first round confirmed President Mesic’s leading position in the public opinion but the good result of Miksic who challenged the HDZ for the second position came as a surprise

-	Despite the low turnout (19% of a total of 400,000 eligible voters) it was mostly composed of Bosnian Croats residing in Bosnia-Herzegovina, out of country voting had an influence on the results

II. Conduct of the Election
-	Organization of the election is under the responsibility of (SEC), State Election Commission 
-	The Office for Demographic Institutions and Human Rights (ODIHR) chose not to monitor the elections
-	Despite this, GONG, the leading election support NGO in Croatia, cooperated closely with SEC and sent 1000 observers and 61 mobile observer teams to the field

-	According to GONG: 
o	the elections were conducted in an “atmosphere of peace and tolerance”
o	but lack of professionalism in some polling stations
o	GONG deplored that the Central State for Administration failed to issue instructions to local government offices regarding the update of voter’s lists
o	GONG expressed satisfaction with its cooperation with SEC

-	There were repeated expressions of dissatisfaction with the selection of candidates, campaign funding or fair access to public media (from Croatian actors like SEC, GONG, the media etc)
-	These issues have highlighted the need to further pursue electoral reform
-	‘The Mission’ intends to submit reform proposals after the election based on conclusions from a roundtable discussion (held in Nov 2004) and from ODIHR recommendations from previous elections

-	Miksic believed the “elections were rigged”
-	He also believed that the situation in Ukraine is being repeated here
-	He lodged a complaint with SEC – State Election Commission – which quickly rejected his claims
-	SEC also invited citizens to hold peaceful protests in the main squares of Croatian cities the same day
-	2000 of Miksic’s supporters gathered in Zagreb
-	Miksic also appealed to the Constitutional Court to have the results annulled and the ballot repeated
-	The Constitutional Court turned down both complaints

-	Miksic told reporters he would respect the Constitutional Court’s decisions and would hold a rally in Zagreb’s central square on Jan 7th to thank all those who supported him during presidential campaign

-	Out-of-country voting remains an issue of concern
-	The Mission welcomed the Government’s decision to open polling stations in 3 new locations in Serbia
-	Even if the turn-out was low, this initiative represented an opportunity for more Croatian citizens living as refugees in Serbia to engage in Croatia’s future
