Durkheim:

-society built on social facts



-External coercive requirements of how to behave and think



-Crystallized as institutions



-Social currents: Unorganized intangible power



-Proof: Stats as measure of collective mind


-i.e. Marriage rates (see look: Countless people are getting married so much that this shows that humans SHOULD be getting married), death rates, birth rates


-Goes on population based stats

-Problem w/ Durkheim’s stats: Shows inequality (just based on males, or females or a certain race)

· He says that we always need to be under some control to make sure that we are able to function (the darker side of Durkehiem) 
Karl Marx: class conflict not collective conscience 
-Capitalism restricted social world into classes

-social impact: alienation 


~loss of soldiery

-Capitalist society materially driven not morally created


~Profit over humanity

-Marx says that because of capitalism the loss of solidarity is forced upon us

-material not Moral (Durkheim)

-It’s an intentional alienation that is enforced by a person of power, whereas Durkheim would say that it is natural
-pathological and unnatural

Max Weber

-Values (not just pursuit of profit) drove social change towards capitalism


~protestant work ethic

-Pure scientific study of society not possible


~Value free as idealism

-Diverse economic and social systems - why?

-Hated marx

-Said that if you looked closely, that capitalism is different all over the worlds

-Does religion create capitalism (god has all power)? Or does capitalists they will go to heaven itself? (drug people to make them think that if they are good capitalists they will go to heaven) 

Mancession: Economic Rise of Women’s work: Not a Real Economy

-Women’s job aren’t considered “real work”

-They argue that the males side of the economy (IT, baking, construction) is declining, and the females side is increasing (beauty, social working)

-Women are doing okay during the rescission while men aren’t 

-women jobs aren’t included in the stats for this recession

-Men’s unemployment rates are appx 1/3 higher than women 

Challenges of Women-Centered Research

-Too few to count - 80% of crimes are committed by men, 20% are by women


~less than 20% of prisoner population 


~Androcentricity 

-Sexism in research


~overgeneralization



-Add women and stir

-Focus is on what men are doing, their punishments not women, because here are more men than women in jail

-add women and stir:


~assume that what works for men works for women
