Arabization
· Arabization- reinstates Arabic
· Arabic had represented a unifying force and symbolizes both Islam (Muslim Nation) and Arab nation.
· Once we adopt Arabic we accept both Islam and Arab Nation
· National unity was an objective of Arabization
· Language policies, one language and nation. Cant have cohesive native if you have multilinguism
· One language one nation has informed the language policy in North Africa
· Algeria, Tunisia and Morocco

Algeria

· Algeria had most impact. 132 years French have been colonizing Algeria
· French controlled everything. Through a policy of cultural imperialism. Tried to suppress Algerian identity.
· French objective was to remold Algerians along French lines.
· French dismantled Muslim education system in Algeria
· Committed to reviving Arabic and Islamic teachings- Algerians and firmly establishing Arabic as National Language
· Brought in teachers from Egypt and Syria to help Arabization of Arabic in schools
· French was still preferred language for elite in media system and other things
· Problem of Arabization was no employment prospect for the Arabized kingdom.
· You needed to have some facility in French to be employed before.
· 2 Opossitions: Modernizers, came from class of bureaucrats and technocrats, elite.
· Against Arabization because to them French language constituted modernization and facilitated access to western commerce.
· The Berbers were the second. They were major opponents to Arabization. 
· Very vocal in expression their opposition to Arabization, early 180s movements demands from the Berber question
· They called Arabic and French imperialism- the militants, killing Berber culture and language
· 1980s commanded recognition of Berber language in Algeria, for it to become national language. Demanded respect for Berber language. 
· Government had to do something about Qabil outburst, but be cautious as well, because critical period in history of nation
· Arabization was reaffirmed as official state policy. Berbers were provided for Berber studies and chair in universities and increased funding for Berber speaking regions.
· French remained main language of instruction, despite demand for Arabization
· Arabize education up to high school, if you want to do university you have to learn French.

Tunisia
· Tunisia does not have a sizeable number of Berber speakers, 5% or less that speak Berber mainly in south
· Arabization became officially policy of government, but slower pace than Algeria
· He even declared classical Arabic is not national language, but vernacular was
· 1958, revolutionary reform. Monolingual= Arabic, bilingual= French and Arabic
· Very pragmatic people, want their kids to master French for employment
· Feared Arabization because of its relation Islam and orthodox practices
· Link always with Islam, Arabic and monarchy
Morocco
· French schools were filled with actual French and very few Moroccans
· Moroccan children went to traditional schools
· Attempts to Arabize administration, but its very bilingual
· Presence of Arabic is limited in some places in Morocco
· French used in many important domains in Morocco
· Apparent goals of Arabization were not being meant
· Berbers are indigenous people of Arabic
· Conversion to Islam by majority of Berbers
· Everyone I north Africa in 7th century was speaking Berber language, but then with Islam and Arabic came a shift of language with the spread of Arabic
· Berber is an oral language, did not have a writing system just in recent years
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
