
· Deductive research- beginning with a theory in mind and aiming to test its value and application in a particular setting
· Inductive research- beginning the research process with no theory in mind and then trying to assess what is happening and why

· Cross sectional study- a research project can focus on and collect information at a single point in time
· Longitudinal study- observing the subject at two or more points in time, which is often done for comparison purposes.


· Locke argued that children are not born in a full state of equality
· In his time they believed that children were born either good or bad
· Locke wrote about children as citizens in the making, and how children are born free of reason- as blank slates
· Childhood was an imperfect stat and education built upon the blank slate

· Rouseau argued the children are born care (free) and innocent bot not as black states
· He believed the childhood was a time of innocence and honesty
· Children should be left to enjoy and freely explore their social worlds
· Education stifled and detracted from a child’s freedom and humanness

· Ethics in research
· Approach children ethically during research because of their vulnerability as persons
· Precaution are taken to researching children because harm can have long term consequences to their growth and development
· Some argued that children do not require special treatment because we should not reinforce the view that children are incompetent

· Socialization is the developmental learning process where children learn how to enter into and participate in their social worlds
· Primary socialization- social learning that takes place in childhood
· Secondary socialization- social learning that takes place later in life
· Gender socialization- the ongoing process through which we learn to conform to socially accepted and desired gender norms

· Assimilation the loss of distinctiveness through the absorption into the dominant culture/language
· Immigrant children may come to believe that their language has little or no value and is not necessary for accomplishing goals in their new society
· When children learn in English quickly parents may become less able to communicate with their children and are limited in their ability to transmit values, advice and responsibilities

· The Indian Act is a federal legislation passed in 1876 which regulated almost every aspect of Aboriginal life, including which children were or not considered to be Indian
· The overall goal of the Indian act was to assimilate Canada’s first nations through the residential school system/ they were removed from their communities to institutions aimed at “civilizing them”

· Types of parenting
· Authoritative parenting- parenting that is high on acceptance, high on responsiveness by parents, high on control, and results in more independence in children
· Uninvolved parenting- parenting that is low on acceptance and high on control
· Punitive parenting- high disciplinary

· Theories of education
· Parsons argued the education is an important agent of socialization that works to promote our achieved status and give equal opportunities
· Bowles and Ginties argued that the fundamental structure of schools is a tool for shaping minds and bodies for capitalist purposes (create skilled workers)
· Thomas found that children in lower and higher income households differed considerably in several measure of readiness to learn (rich kids performed better than poor kids)

· Funding childcare
· A growing proportion of women are entering the labor force and increasingly relying on non-parental child care at a time when Canada has been withdrawing from funding social services
· Early childhood education and care includes all arrangements that provide education and care for children under 6
· The care of young children is treated as a private matter and the responsibility of individual families
· The need for non parental care has increased, so has the availability
· ECE trained caregivers are in short supply and also very costly
· Child care policy declared the need for universal, affordable child care
· Children are often cared for by untrained adults- most parents are forced to leave their children in the care of people who can provide only custodial care because of a lack op options available to them

· Children refers to an offspring of any age residing with their parents
· Criminal code refers to children as under the age of 14 and cannot legally consent to sexual activity
· Meaning of childhood is misconstrued due to the difficulty of studying history
· Most notes on early childhood are written by adults who try to think back which may sometimes be false
· Children in the older times did not leave any documents, only toys and other artifacts
· Aries claimed that the discovery of childhood began in the thirteenth century, he came across this through looking at art history and the depictions of children
· The historian Colon proved this to be false, ancient civilizations such as Mesopotamia and Egypt took parental responsibility and the protection of kids very seriously both legally and religiously.

· Ideology- system of social beliefs

· Development theories
· Sigmend Freud- development progresses as children move through fixed stages in fairly consistent ways
· Erikson- stages of development emphasized the socio-cultural determinants of personality rather than sexuality
· Piaget- focused on the reasoning process of children
· Skinner an Watson believed that human development should be understood by visible observations rather than speculation unobservable things like genetics and unconscious acts 

· Standpoint theory- theory concerns the authority generated by people's knowledge and the power such authority has to shape people's opinions in daily life. The standpoint this comes from depends on the environment you are brought up in.

· Sociological Imagination- Mills use of the concept seeks to articulate the individual’s ability to connect his/her immediate social reality/lived experiences/daily routine (private life – troubles/problems) to greater happenings in his/her society.  That is, whatever he/she is experiencing can be connected to the social issues that are prevalent/visible in his/her society.  It is the individual’s ability to ground his/her experiences in the social (denotes or relates to human society or any of its subdivisions and/or pertaining to the life, welfare, and relations of human beings in a community/society.)

· Political Economy Framework
· Production process- two features: use of tools and a cooperative exercise
· 3 features of political economy
· materialism-the material conditions and human relations are connected in a political economy
· dialectic- the change in system( social structure)
· historical- because society is always changing it can be studied historically
· mode of production- the total material conditions and human relations and ideas at a particular time
· consists of the infrastructure and the supercenter
· infrastructure 
· means of production- natural resources and technology
· supercenter
· political relations, social institutions and ideology

· Globalization
· The process by which a number of historical world societies were brought together into one global system
· The Moslem culture was widespread around the world at about 1000AD, from Spain to Indonesia
· For several years the Moslem world was the true seat of civilization, until the Europeans occupied Eurasian-African landmass and used it for trade
· After 1500 AD the Moslem world was outflanked by European naval operations and declined
· Europe was now responsible for politically uniting the world
· The process of globalization was set in motion by people who lived in the small corners of the world, they determined the speed and character of globalization
· One feature of globalization is the quantity of arrogance and violence that fueled it
· Western communities benefitted from globalization, while many other communities were held back due to European impact, cultures were disintegrated, diseases were spread and depression outbreaks.

· Age of Innocence
· An argument by Postman assuming that childhood is now tainted  by television, he implies that there was a golden age of the child and childhood when children happily and safely enjoyed their separate cultures, before television came along and snatched it from them.

· Consequences of Abuse
· Depending on the severity of the abuse a child may experience negative psychological, physical, academic, sexual, interpersonal, self-perpetual or spiritual effects.
· Exposure to violence can disrupt nervous and immune system development, which can lead to social. Emotional and cognitive impairments
· Boys are more likely to externalize their responses, displaying aggression, delinquency and spousal abuse
· Girls are more likely to internalize their responses, suicidal ideations, eating and psychological disorders, and low self esteem



· Same-sex parenting
· Ambert says that people are concerned of same sex marriages because they think the parents will molest their children, turning them homosexual, and also become psychologically unstable. This however has not been supported by research.
· Although studies show that there are no significant differences between children raised by gay or lesbian parents and children raised by heterosexual parents.
· Barret and Tasker (2001) found children raised in same sex families to be more tolerant of diversity and Nelson (1996) found children in same sex marriages held less stereotypical ideas about gender roles and gender division of labor. 

· Measuring, Conceptualizing and Impact of Poverty
· Low income cut off (LICO) helps identify those who are substantially worse off than the average
· LICOs are calculated using either or both after tax and pre-tax income
· Evidence shows that as family incomes fall, risks of poor developmental outcomes in children’s health, learning and socialization increase.

· Child abuse- rates and trends
· According to analysis of the National Longitudinal Survey of Children and Youth, one in 12 children aged 4-7 had witnessed violence in their homes
· Children in lower socio-economic status seemed especially vulnerable to abuse
· Girls aged 11-19 made up the majority of sexual assault victims (85%0
· Younger victims are more likely to be sexually assaulted by family members (ages 6-13), ages 12-17 were most often sexually victimized by peers and acquaintances 
· Children under the age of 1 faced 3 times greater risk of homicide than other kids, most likely to be killed by their parents by shaking (shaking baby syndrome)

· Disappearance of Childhood
· Postman argues that children today are worse than children in the past because television has turned adult secrets of sex and violence into popular entertainment accessible to children.

· Theories of Abuse
· Social learning theory- this theory argues that family violence is learned, that children model this behavior, resulting in the intergenerational transmission of family aggression
· Social stress-strain theory- individuals who experience strains or stressors are more likely to engage in criminal activity


· Common perpetrators of abuse
· Children were most likely physically and sexually abused by people they knew
· Common perpetrators were also likely to have experienced one or more of the following stressors over the six months prior to the child abuse; alcohol abuse, drug abuse, criminal activity, cognitive impairment, mental health issues, physical health issues, lack of social supports, maltreatment as a child, victim of domestic violence, and/or perpetrator of domestic violence.
· Young parents aged 15-24 were responsible for 60 percent of homicides against infants.

· Tweening
· Pre-teens or children between the ages of 9 and 12, a relatively new definition for the phase in the life cycle that includes those believed to be neither fully “children” and not yet “adolescents”
· “tween” was constructed as an ambiguous, gendered and age delineated marketing and merchandising category, girls aged 9-15
· led to the sexualization of girls

· Commodification of children
· Has included convincing parents that they need to have or to purchase specific goods and services for “normal” child development

· Media
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Postman considers electronic media to be a threat to values, norms and traditions.
· Children spend a considerable amount of time, energy and money on newer forms of electronic mass media
· Children learn a lot both positive and negative from mass media
· What children hear and see on TV and the internet influence how they live completely 
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
