WOMEN AND THE SUBURBS
2 main concepts: gender and suburbs. 
Gender: critical perspective=different that biological sex social relation that organizes people in the society. Gender is socially constructed (based on ideas of normative or normal assumptions of masculinity and femininity). We perform our gender and how we perform our gender is different that how our biological sex is. Can correspond or can not. 
Assumptions of masculinity: shorter hair, presense of facial features, dress code (pants instead of skirts). These are socially accepted norms. Masculinity embodies certain language (certain words). 
Assumptions of femininity: same as men but with a twist. Make up, lack of facial hair, etc. women take on caring roles.
There is a performance with gender. We perform our gender on a spectrum of masculinity and femininity. When a man acts feminine, assumptions are made and he’s called queer. Normative gender roles (normal gender spectrum). 
Gender is performed on scales. A body is a scale, and gender is performed on this scale. What you wear, how you talk, etc says a lot about our gender. Household is an important school because it is where we find the bread winner model (heteronormative and heteronuclear). Men are assumed to work outside the household and women are supposed to be doing household work=solidifies gender assumptions. 
City and suburbs have a lot to do with gender. Suburbs is a scale that reproduces gendered ideas as well. Suburbs embodies gender differentiation. Living in suburbs meant separation (men work in urban areas so work and home are separated while women are always in the workplace and home). Suburbs were influenced by post war baby boom, car affordability etc. 
Suburbanization: dispersal (by default less dense than urban areas), connected to urban areas by transportation, urban sprawl (away from city centre).

SEGREGATION:
Is an urban process of differentiation between groups based on race or ethnicitity. This is also known as social distance and these perceived differences will result in distinct spatial patterns such as ethnic communities or slums. This process is often associated with racial discrimination and exclusion. Segregation was popularised by the Chicago school of sociology in the 1920s. These thinkers talked about the nature tendency for newcomers and racialized groups to segregate until they could assimilate into north American society. Levels of segregation vary over time and between places. One clear example of segregation occurred in africaville where African-canadians were segregated from white Halifax based on racial differences. Like many segregated communities, africville lacked public infrastructure and funding. However despite its conditions, and like many segregated places, africville had a strong sense of community and social support. 

Involuntary and voluntary is missing from this definition. Peace village is a segregated community and its called congregation: where people choose to be segregated. 

SHORT ESSAY
· How do we understand the city/urbanization because of key course concepts? 

All of the essays relate to this theme above. How the city has been organised, or how the geography of this city is influenced by the concept. You have to connect a theory and the city. 
Your concept will be:
· Industrialization and de-industrialization. How has either of these affected the spatial organization of the city?
· Globalization and global cities. How do global cities help us understand the global process?
· Race and migration. Sylvia’s background of study, so it will be seen on the exam as well. Segregation occurs within race and migration. 
· Gentrification. Real evident impact on the physical landscape of the city. Will be on the exam no matter what. 
· Housing and homelessness. A lot on housing, so could possibly on the exam. 

After laying out the statement, define what the concept is (tell what race is and why it matters). Talk about race and then segregation. 1 paragraph will be definition, next will be connecting to course material, and 3rd will be bringing up examples from the course to illustrate these points. For example could be talking about regent park. Conclusion can be 1 sentence at the end. EX the construction of race has led to segregation which has thus influenced the spatial organization of the city.
