Library Research Practices
Research Project
Part 4, Final (20%) due December 5, 2013

Part 4 of the project completes your research endeavor for this course. Note that step 1 is an individual task whereas steps 2-5 must be completed by the same teams. 
Step 1: Reflection on Goals & Evaluative Summary 
[bookmark: _GoBack]To be completed online individually on November 27, 2013  (have a copy of your reflective journal at hand). The description will be posted on the course webpage (Moodle).

Step 2: Working Bibliography (min. 20 items) 
The second component of the project is the submission of your final working bibliography. Provide an alphabetical (by author) listing of all the relevant bibliographic items that were consulted during the course of your literature search. Each item should list complete bibliographic information along with tool/strategy used, locations, call numbers(if appropriate) and inclusion notes. Make sure to include any missing information that was identified in the previous assignments. Note items do not have to be formatted according to a punctuation style; RefWorks output (full view) including all the required information will do.

Step 3: Thesis Statement and Outline (min. 2 pgs.) 
The third component of the project consists of a final thesis statement with a sentence outline written directly below. 
· The thesis statement should be a strong sentence stating a position or a point of view on an appropriately narrowed theme. (Assume you will be writing a 10-15 page paper). It should be a strong, well-developed statement. 
·  The sentence outline should demonstrate how the thesis statement will be developed and proven. It should comprise of a minimum of 3 major divisions with a minimum of 2 subdivisions for each. Further subdivisions are encouraged. Section headings such as “introduction” or “conclusion” must NOT be included. The sentence outline must be written using complete sentences. In-text citations (linked to your annotated bibliography) must be used to back up your statements. 

Step 4: Annotated Bibliography (3-4 pgs. + 10 photocopied pages) 
The fourth component of the project is an annotated bibliography of the most relevant material retrieved from your literature search. This is an alphabetical list of the works, along with annotations, that you would include in a paper to substantiate your research. 
· The bibliography should include a minimum of ten scholarly sources (not to exceed fifteen) that demonstrate you have researched a variety of different formats (e.g. books, scholarly journal articles, dissertations, government documents, items found on the web (scholarly only), non-print material etc). Your  topic dictates the appropriate mix of document types.
·  Bibliographic citations must follow the formats prescribed in the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (6th ed.) or by other style guide appropriate to your area of study.
·  Items used for background reading such as general reference books, and tools such as indexes/abstracts should not be included in the bibliography.
·  Preceding each entry, you must include the following information: Location (e.g. library and call number) and source (e.g. the name of the tool that was used to locate the item, along with the search strategy that was used for this tool). This information must be formatted according to the sample entries distributed in class.
· Each entry in the bibliography must be accompanied by an annotation. These are concise descriptions of the material. In addition to highlighting the quality and the relevance of the information, each entry must state specifically where it was used in your outline.
· Given that annotations are required, you are expected to have the material in your possession in order to examine each item. A copy of the title page for books, 1st page of articles or web documents, the cover of a video etc. must also be handed in for each item.

Part 5: Team-mate & Self Evaluation Sheet
Those of you working in teams of two or more must each complete the marking sheet entitled Team-mate and Self Evaluation Sheet (follows). Each team member must mark themselves as well as their team-mate. Each completed sheet should be placed in a sealed envelope to ensure confidentiality and submitted with the project or e-mailed to me. No project will be marked without receiving sheets for each team member. Class attendance will also be considered in the determination of the participation mark.
Those who have worked alone do not need to complete these, thus class attendance will be the sole factor in the determination of the participation mark.

The project must be completed using word processing software (projects that are hand-written will not be marked) and is due by 5pm. on Thursday, December 5th. Please submit your project to the mailbox close to Education department LB-579. There will be absolutely NO extensions given to students for this project. Students who wish to have their project mailed back to them should include a self-addressed, stamped envelope.
