Distinction between necessary and contingent in metaphysics 
Distinction between a priori and a posteriori in epistemology
Necessary = a priori (true and cannot be false)
Contingent = a posteriori (are known only after experiencing it)
Analytic = true in virtue of meaning its enough to understand the claim in order to know that its true
Synthetic = their truth depends in part on what the world is like, not only on what the terms means
Necessary = analytic – yes, synthetic – yes (no)
Contingent = analytic – no, synthetic – yes 
Kant thought these laws of physics were synthetically true such as f = m x a 
Einstein’s theory of relativity falsified newton’s law of motions
Physics falsified what can be known as synthetic truths according to kant
Example: all bachelorettes are unmarried, bachelorettes = unmarried woman 
You don’t have to experience being an unmarried woman to know its true, its just logic and logic alone is enough to know that its true = this is what it means to be analytically true.
Logical form – 
Kripke, Quine (helps explain what kripke’s stuff is about)
Quine = distinction between synth and analytic, believes there is a clean cut distinction between the two 
Reductionism = Claims meaning term to the conclusion of logical terms and empirical terms
Quine says that there are theoretical terms that do not have both terms   
Quine says to avoid modality theories all together and only use modality de dicto
Midterm = kripke’s definition (question on midterm exam), definite descriptions that can only fit one thing exists in all possible worlds, the definition or name only refers to one thing in all worlds (rigid designator) things such as a proper names and natural kind terms such as water
Kripke = whats kant views regarding these three distinctions and others views (on midtermsss)
Meanings are not just in the head, they involve the real object also,
