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OUTLINE OF THE READING(S)
In this reading, McMurty (2010) looks at the difficulties and the reasons why it is very hard to identify a social economy in our current day and age. He goes on to talk about the low level of public policy in Canada. He identified inequalities between Quebec’s economic developments over other areas in Canada. He decided it was due to the fact of lack of knowledge about social enemies, lack of unified culture and lastly the lack of clarity between carious economic traditions.  He tried to resolve this problem by trying to define the basic words in social economy being “social and “economy”. He took a theoretical view by looking at the theories of famous academics, namely, Karl Polanyi, Karl Marx and Adam Smith. He made references to the concept of feudalism as well. Polanyi believed that social factors control a society rather than economic factors, which in his defense brings forth a fair argument.
