· Sociological Imagination Sociology seeks to disentangle complex relationships between ourselves and society
· Margaret Thatcher “And, you know, there’s no such thing as society. There are individual men and women and there are families. And no government can do anything except through people, and people must look after themselves first” Neoliberalism: ^what she said… said no such thing as society, only people and people need to watch out for themselves without government aid
· Social Institutions: Family, education, media, religion, government & politics & public administration, economy, work, health care
· Agency: The ability of people, individually and collectively, to influence their own lives and the society in which they live
· Vancouver 2011 Riots

Why did widespread violence occur after a hockey game?
· "our team" mentality, pride, violence in game normalizes outside violence, group identification, letting out frustration, mob mentality and groupthink
Why did participants take pictures?
· People not participating feel part of event, new cultural idea associated with changes in tech., media based society with emphasis on who gets out there first, documentation
Are these violent people? Bad people? Not necessarily, joined because someone they knew was, context was violent
Or is the context important? Very important,  tells us motive, who should be punished and how severely4

· The Importance of Microstructures: Society emerges from social interaction – the way people orient their actions to take other people into account
· Components of Culture
Symbols, language
Values (good/bad, right/wrong)
Norms (rules of behaviour)
Sanctions (consequences)
· Folkways, mores
· Can be positive or negative
· Emile Durkheim: Believed that modern society seemed to have lost that solid and shared code of morality that had acted as the glue holding it together (France at 1899-1900)
· Social solidarity prevented suicide. Suicide caused by rapid social change, loss of culture and identity, high unemployment, lack of social integration
· Proximal Power: family, peer groups, teachers
· Distal Power: Institutions, statuses, norms
· Brian Sinclair: Native, 45 years old, double amputee- bladder infection that was left untreated at ER for 34 hours. Passed out, assumed drunk, died. 
· Karl Marx: society analysis through economic system. Theorist of social change.
· Functionalism: how society is reproduced. To understand society as constantly changing
· Economic forms: 
1. Hunter Gatherer: no surplus, strong social relationships, war avoidance, prestige/status determined by how much you can help your people
2. Argarian: tools, surplus productions, classes
3. Feudal: born into status
4. Industrial:
5. Tribal
6. Class
· Capitalism: nation-states, expanding trade, emerging market, labour is a commodity (bought and sold), 
· Rationalization: moving from traditional social structures to modern, allowed capitalism to be dominant in Western World, cultural ethos/attitude was created
· Imperialism: Invasion and occupation of resource rich nations by core Western European nations. European capitalism. Source of raw materials cheaply extracted, captive markets.
· Capitalism structure: owners and workers, PROFIT MAXIMIZATION. 
· Surplus value: production costs vs. retail price of commodity
· Hidden Power: no coercion- voluntary compliance. Inequality seen as natural and necessary
· Social order: produced through economic dependency and capital class power
· Proximal: close encounters of unjust acts of authority
· Distal power: operates in institutions and through gov’t
· In Capitalist society: without laborers, they wouldn’t make a profit
· Max Weber: importance of middle class. Power and privilege linked to status. 
· Cultural Capital: someone with values that are high valued, ends up with higher status
· Contemporary Capitalism: Monopolization- corporate ownership among elite class (ie walmart, the media)
· Global capitalism: rise of transnational corporations
· Financialization: economy based on buying and selling of financial products
· Society: not a fixed unchanging thing. Process constantly in motion. 
· Karl Marx and social change: material and social are interrelated. Change is constant; quantitative not qualitative. 
· Marx on base and superstructure: All humans have cultures, systems, meanings, values, norms. It’s how we make sense of the world, helps us survive. 
· Base: culture morality, politics, religion
· Superstructure: economic structure
· Wired world: interaction between material culture and non-material culture. Sense of belonging
· Technology: overcoming biological unluckiness or obstacles.
· Characters from connecting a wired world: 
Lisa – about to make commitment online (dating)
· Need to find herself
· Giving up control 
· Internet sex
· Don’t have body language to communicate
· “Collaring” – almost a marriage 
· Simple things made difficult because of distance 
· Feelings from prior marriage come to surface – used Internet to mask them 
· Real life different – mom, worker, etc. 
· Bernard – developing virtual Egypt 
· Create worlds never been seen before 
· Can be more deliberately who you want to be
· Achieve things together – real and emotional engagement 
· Virtual world another way of rendering human information 
· Lives with younger girls 
· Cody – homeschooled on the internet 
· Believed teachers hated him and gave him bad grades as a result
· School caused him too much stress 
· Learn things not learnt in regular school 
· Miss being able to talk to other kids to pass time 
· Would like to return to school next year
· Carlos & Verta – moved into wired home for seniors 
· Last known locations for everyone wearing a “badge” 
· Secretary sets up people who have lost their spouses 
· Home is a place you would like to go back to when things get difficult
· Ability to live to an extreme old age 
· Monitored via cameras 
· Can monitor heart rate, etc. 
· Ryan – runs encrypted data haven
· Keeping information private even from government 
· Entertainment low
· Concrete cylinder under the sea 
· Times shifted – wakes up between 6-10pm
· Often doesn’t see other people
· “Ghost of sea land”
· Changed perception of people – people can work together for years without ever meeting each other 
· Group of gamers – gather to play “counterstrike” online
· Didn’t meet each other until recently 
· Constant amount of people playing at once 
· “Family” instead of online gaming community 
· Aquinas – developing wireless prayer technology
· Reading biblical text in desert 
· Can extend presence to group of people
· Come together at different times to pray – not always in same place

· Bourgeoisie (capitalist class)
· Proletariat (working class)
· Petite Bourgeoisie
· Small business owners
· Lumpenproletariat
· Have to sell labour power but cant for certain reasons
· E.g. old, ill, trouble entering labour market
· Disorganized, do not have strong ties to each other
· Often receive disability benefits or welfare
· SES refers to income, education and occupation (Socio-economic status)
· Class is relational
· SES is gradational
· Agrarian economics: familial land ownership
· HuntingArgarianFeudalIndustrilaizationPostindustry-Gender symmetryPatriarchyFormalgenderequalityGgenderandsexualdiversity
· Nuclear family: male breadwinner-female housewife. Gender roles
· Radical feminism: patriarchy is a sex class system of male power
· Socialist feminism: capitalist class system of private property. Women’s unpaid work
· Men in capitalist society: shorter life expectancy, higher work related injury or death, high accidental death and suicide, high police brutality and incarceration
· Women gained: Access to education; own property; control reproduction; access to political power
· Public sector services enable capitalist accumulation of profits
· By providing the means of production that is needed:
· Infrastructure 
· Skilled workers 
· Healthy workers
· Essential services 
· Objective- position in the mode of production 
· Ex. Bourgeoisie, proletariat 
· Subjective- consciousness (true or false)
· True consciousness is the awareness of the objective components of class 
· In other words “class consciousness”
· Marxist uses the term surplus value to describe the wealth acquired by capitalist via the unpaid labour of workers
