Ideologies
Systems of ideas with histories
Aim to shape social change
Explanation (what), evaluation (normative), orientation (where do I fit in?), (prescribe) political program 

Brian Berry on Liberal Ideas
Fundamental equality of all human beings: Inequality is an artifact (we create it)
Every doctrine should be open to critical scrutiny (ie free press)
No religious dogma can reasonably be held with certainty, religious toleration

Liberalism
Medieval Europe and the reformation
Liberalism in England, America, and France
Hobbes, Locke, Paine, Jefferson, and the French Declaration

Adam Smith
Capitalism- invisible hand, free trade
The role of the state- provide education, infrastructure 
Distributive justice-  capitalism benefits the poor


Later Debates
Herbert Spencer’s Neo-classical Liberalism, social Darwinist, survival of the fittest  
T. H. Green’s welfare liberalism, obstacles to freedom- education, poverty, health. State should help people who are disadvantaged through no fault of their own
John Rawls (welfare) vs Robert Nozick (neo-classical), individual property rights

Conservatism in General: 1
Traditionalism- Edmund Burke
Skepticism about political knowledge, less likely to make radical political change
Organic conception of society and the state

Conservatism in General: 2
Classical conservatives: flawed human beings, tradition, natural hierarchy, tradition, anti-revolution
Contemporary conservatives: small government, free markets, strong military

Edmund Burke
Human nature- not creatures of reason, emotional, flawed
Society- Organic conception, not social contract (liberal idea), intergenerational contract/covenant 
Revolution and reform- rejects French revolution, reform-gradual change
Government and representation- natural hierarchy, representative should use own intelligence not mass opinion

19th –Century Conservatism
De Maistre- bring back throne and alter, authority
Catholic Church (Pius lX)
Cultural conservatism- skeptical about industrial revolution

Economic Conservatives
Security Conservatives 
Social (mainly religious) Conservatives  
Disagreements among conservatives 

Socialism in General: 1
Property should be owned by society
Basic goods should be produced with the aim of benefitting all
Against capitalism and its unequal distribution of power

Socialism in General: 2
Industrial revolution led to dangerous, difficult, undignified factory work
Moral objections to exploitation, poverty, and greed
‘Scientific’ claims about historical change and the end of capitalism

Major Figures
Thomas More, Saint-Simon, Fourier, Owen (crime caused by society)
Karl Marx, 
Alienation- human nature, free creative producers, alienated from work and essence of human beings
	History- explained how historical change happens, 
Economics- labour theory of value, labour produces value
Human Nature
The State-
Karl Marx’s Theory of History
Level of development of the productive forces explains the nature of the economic structure
Economic structure determines the legal and political superstructure 

Later Socialism
Engles- simplifying Marx’s ideas
Bernstein- critique of Marx, evolutionary revolution through voting, capitalism can save itself 
Fabians- gradual peaceful change
Brian Barry- theory of citizenship, address problems collectively not individually
Michael Freeden- Member of class, equality, human labour is defining characteristic

Fascism: Some Features
‘Fasces” -strength through unity
Totalitarian- state has total power/control 
Reactionary- against enlightenment (liberal ideals)

Fascism: Background Ideas
Counter-enlightenment- what we share not what makes us different
Nationalism- blood and soil, emotional
Elitism- decisive
Irrationalism- individuals can’t decide for themselves 

Hitler’s Nazism: 1
Resentment about end or WW1
German people (“Volk”) must defeat Jews, communists, and liberals
Need strong, dominant leader

Hitler’s Nazism: 2
Nationalism
Lebensraum (living space)- Poland
Social Darwinism 
Racism and Anti-Semitism: dominant race, biological theory of racial superiority

Feminsim
Liberal Feminism- Mary Wolsencraft, promote individual freedom, equality, institutions
Radical Feminism- social perspective, Catherine MaKinnon, women and men think differently
Justice and Care: Male-moral mathematics, Female: case-by-case, relationships and connections

Traditional view: Animals as means- do anything you want
19th Century: Darwin (share common ancestor), Bentham (sentience)
Peter Singer and Speciesism 

Serious Environmental Problems
Loss of natural resources and biodiversity
Ceilings on needed resources: oil, water
Harmful things we generate- CFC’s, lead, pesticides
Population growth & per capita impact

An Ecological Ethic
We are part of an interdependent natural system
Respect for all life
Human power and responsibility
Stewardship over the environment

Light green and Dark green
Shallow environmentalism- preserve environment for future human generations
Deep Ecology- bio centric ethic

Islam, Mohammed, and the Qur’an
Islam- submission, authority comes from god
Mohammed- latest and last of the great prophets 
Qur’an- the holy book

Radical Islamism
Muslim counter-enlightenment
Sayyid Qutb (1906-1966)

Qutb’s Influence
Jahiliyya- age of darkness before Mohammad hears word of god
False Consciousness- don’t know own interests, not true Muslims 
Offensive holy war
