· The children had the power when formally hold by the elite men (how they use that power). They did vote for reconciliation. 
· The petition to free the slaves (patriotic  children couldn’t support)
· Shift in power from modern children and loyalist children go on.
· What does it tell about us? About children in 18th century
· Modern children had petition for independence but voted for reconciliation.
· Who has modern children? There was an action of some kind and patriots left. That shifted the power and dynamics.
· It terms of the moderates, vote for independence if we are adult moderates. Would you vote for independence? Would have voted for independence (voted for winning side to protect themselves).
· The patriots couldn’t support a slave proposal or they would have lost the game. The loyalists could of support the slaves because they can take it out of their hands. On behave Britain is making this author and making the Loyalists freeze from making a proper decision.

· What does it tell us about our ideas of children in modern and historical times? Think about the game as a historical moment. How we play the game based on the rules and parameters for each of the characters. Characters – famous Loyalists/Patriots and slaves including children.
· Game restrictions from the patriots were to keep the patriots to keep against their contemporary feelings from this historical moment. Same with the loyalists. What history can tell us about ourselves to the present?

· Regardless of our humanistic differences, rest of all of us were in a state of dependence.

· Second movement of different subjectivities, playing the game (moving towards independence), it is what we are supposed to go for.
· WHITE ELITE MEN ARE TRULY INDEPENDENT (END OF THE GAME, STILL INDEPENDENT).
· White labour men of single representation of the congress. Patriots were granted 58 acres of land for the labouring men.
· White women remained dependent. Some barriers and gates. Some elite women gain property rights. Women from different roles came together to extract ideas and have changes in the society of the Congress. 
· White boys and girls under age of 16, there are changes for where they have been given the right to vote. (Moderates, Loyalists and Patriots)
· Moderate girls have labouring rights, etc. Loyalists labouring children wanting to force age limit in terms of military service.
· Enslaved (receive the right for better conditions and promise to end slavery) black women, men, and children. There are significant shifts in the Congress based on the petitions and proposals.
· Made changes in game playing (how does it define the changes in the children in the 18th century (including young people)?
· What happens if you hold that power and do something with that power? Mr. Speaker, was interesting to see children vote, and see if children weren’t unsure how to vote? Why is that?
· “WINNING RECONCILATION”
· Childhood is social construct. Children are defined on how they exist in the social world. They are part of history and social world. As players of the game, we are 21st young people. (Course alignment)
· 200 years after, our ideologies are still based on what we thought about children in the past. How we felt the switch in the Congress? Does it make you uncomfortable? Why?
· From fictional facts, children were apart of everything. This is transitional historical moment in terms of childhood, why are we surprised that children were in Congress?

· CHILD/CHILDREN ARE NOT UNIVERSAL
· Dependence/Independence (game)
· Children and childhood (working with universal ideas that we impose on the individual experiences). They are almost a “historical” idea. We have to remember… that ideas of childhood and who the child is in the real word is predicated by race, class, geography, society, and culture (etc..). 
· Both children have different childhood experiences due to the other factors of childhood. Even though it is the same age, there are major differences. They are both independent and dependent in terms upon different situations. 2 examples (the 2 kids). Tim’s projectory … 
· How can you take the abstract ideas about childhood and use them to help us unpack the reality of childhood at the historical moment?
· Academic course content + course work in the game + ideas around children and childhood + disconnection between the ideas, institutions that we group and enforced + experience that young people have.
· The past continues to resonate in the present………….. (important?)
· The past continues to influence our ideas, institutions, practices around young people in the present
· Even though we looked at the past, there are some really different things happening in the past. But we can relate through abstract concepts and ideas of influence. How these ideas are continue to work in the present.
· Why is the 18th century, why late 18th century? Why this moment? Big seismic shift going on in terms of those ideas. Politics/Educational Institutions/Young people being profoundly impacted by the shift. Game takes place just before that thing happens. This is before the American Revolution and during the American Revolution. Later on, what happens after the American Revolution?
· How we use the term child? This is impossibility. What subjectivity means in terms of a child when there are other definitions rather than being a “child”? Outside of history, this is an “a” historical idea.
· It doesn’t matter if you’re a child in the game, point of the game (who has a voice and who doesn’t? How in the game, mob actions affect these things and why is this happening? Mob actions didn’t really affect the accessibility of power to vote in Congress). The notion of voicelessness, why does it matter? Subjectivities, why should we focus on this?
