Adaptive Capacity:
· The capacity of a country to adapt to the changing global economic and political systems
· Requires:
1. Awareness Information
2. Technology
3. Skilled Labour
4. Infrastructure
5. Economic Resources
· Even with all these factors, some regions not able to adapt
- e.g. Australia responding to climate change
	> can reduce carbon emissions
	> mitigate impacts
	> encourage migration
	> BUT subsidizes alternative energy sources but cancels carbon tax
> BUT educates about carbon emissions and encourage safe behaviours but completely voluntary
· For global warming, involves the reducing of carbon emissions and mitigation of impacts
Arab Spring:
· A series of protests against dictatorships and economic inequalities throughout MENA
· Caused by:
· Dissatisfaction with dictators and autocrats
· Economic decline and inequities
· Food prices
· 
Belfour Declaration:
· Establishment in Palestine of a national home for the Jewish people
Capitalism:
· System of economic and social organization characterized by:
· Profit motive
· Private ownership of means of production
Carbon Forestry: simply put, absorption of carbon from atmosphere through forestry
· A way of seeing forests is as “carbon storage”
· Takes in carbon dioxide and releases oxygen for breathing
· People paid in places to plant trees
· Contradicting since people in developed countries are asking people in other places to change their lifestyles so they can keep theirs the same (with excessive amounts of carbon dioxide)
Cold War:
· 19th and 20th century involved spread of Communism, “a form of economic and social organization characterized by the common ownership of industry, transportation, agricultural land, and other key economic and social resources,” (p.25) to many parts of world
· Challenge of communism established Cold War, “a period in which struggles between major global power blocs, centered in large part around the United States and the Soviet Union, took place through a variety of conflicts in places such as Korea and Vietnam in Asia, Angola in sub-Saharan Africa, and Nicaragua in Central America” (p.26)
· Led to new regional configurations: Western Europe heavily economically integrated with US and Canada while Eastern Europe tightly linked to Russia and parts of Asia
· End of Cold War (1991) led to reconfiguration of political and economic connections
Colonialism:
· Political and economic system in which places and societies are legally, economically, and politically dominated by an external or alien society
· External society oppresses indigenous societies
· External society reshapes economy and politics to serve its own interests
· Particularly for the exploitation of lands and resources of the territory
· E.g. Britain and France were major colonial powers in Oceania in 19th century—Australia, New Zealand, France, and USA continue to have colonial relationships
· E.g. Britain and France colonized countries of Middle East and North Africa (French—Syria and Lebanon, Britain—Palestine, Transjordan, and Iraq)
· Also created the states of Asia (no borders prior to colonialization)
· Linked with Spice trade; trade paths to Asia helped plan out colonization
· 
Development:
· Measurement of many factors of a country focusing on health, education, and gross national income
Ethnic Minority:
· Ethnic group:
· Common ancestry, language, religion, culture
· Often based on national origin of oneself or ancestors
· Italian, Irish, Eritrean, Ismaili, Macedonian
· Acquired, changeable
· Ethnic Minority: not the “main” ethnic group
European Union:
· Began in 1950 in response to World War II and Cold War
· Ensure peace by increasing economic and political integration
· Counters nationalism
· Goal is for no wars; deals with steel and coal industries to prevent production of weapons
Fortress Europe:
· The idea of Europe as a region where border crossing is extremely difficult and a large amount of immigration requests are denied
· Since WWII, there has been political and economic unrest in Africa and Asia which led to fleers looking to immigrate to Europe. Many went to Lampedusa; as it is close to North Africa
· Set up military control on the borders to keep non-Europeans out 
Geopolitics:
· New way of seeing international politics as a unified world-wide system
· Geographical causation:
· Physical resources
· Transportation
· Polar ice caps, why people are trying to claim it
· Cold War, 1959:
· Divided world into 3 parts:
1. US, Canada, Aus, Japan, Malaysia, Iran, Turkey, most of western EU except Switzerland
2. Soviet Block
3. Non-aligned: tried to maintain defence of political on neither side (Finland, India, etc)
· 2 parts differ in terms of economy and defence
- in US, there is free market + capitalism
- in soviet, there is communism
- non-aligned did not want to be on either side because they did not want to give up nuclear weapons
· In 1989, three worlds were made: US (first), EU (second), and Third World (non-aligned)
- third world is very diverse, has wealthy and non-wealthy
- includes socialists, capitalists, male-based or more equity
· 
Globalization:
· “the increasing interconnectedness of different parts of the world through common processes of economic, environmental, political, and cultural change”
· Evident in diverse flows of people, ideas, money, and goods
· Creates and requires difference (Regionalization)
· Promotes similarity
Global Warming:
· The increase in world’s temperature due to large amounts of emissions of greenhouse gases
· Led to Arctic Ice Cover to decrease by 20%
· Allowed new shipping routes (Northwest passage above North America)
· Gave access to resources (e.g. Fish stocks and gas and oil)
· Arctic was damaged due to resource exploitation
· Resource exploitation also led to disruption of ecosystems and ways of life
Great Migration:
· 1916-1930, 5 million African Americans moved out of rural Southern US to urban Northeast, Midwest, and West (to many cities including New Orleans)
Hydro-politics:
· The interplay of water resource issues and politics
Idle No More:
· Began with a teach-in by 4 First Nations women in Saskatchewan
· Aims include:
· Federal government to repeal (revoke) legislation that violates treaties
· Revitalize and empower Aboriginal peoples to regain sovereignty and independence
· Non-violent
· Now international
· Made because:
· Extremely bad social conditions of First Nations (less life expectancy, income, population growth)
· Failed negotiations/conflict (Royal Commission on Aboriginal Peoples in 1996, Kelowna Accord in 2005, Truth and Reconciliation Commission is ongoing)
· Recent political and economic proposals
· ***What is this exactly? Organization?
Imperialism:
· Extension of power through direct or indirect control of the economic and political life of other territories
· Achieved through diplomacy or military means
· Linked to colonialism***???
· European Imperialism:
· Traveling that’s never done before
· Metropoles (parent-states) and colonies
· Extended through social, economic, and technological innovation
· Two phases:
1. Mercantile (1400-1790):
> extract resources with small colonies
2. Industrial (18th century):
> wealth and technical innovations
Indian Act:
· “great aim of our legislation has been to do away with the tribal system and assimilate the indian people in all respects with the other inhabitants of the dominion as speedily as they are fit to change” – John A Macdonald, 1887
· Pass system that controlled the movements of the First Nations
· 
Industrial Revolution:
· Rapid development of mechanized manufacturing that gathered momentum in the early 19th century in early 19th century
· Influenced by:
· production and communications technology
· natural resources
· Information Age (1973-):
· Electronics
- automation
- globalized production
· Declining manufacturing cities
· Urban growth
- High tech
- Financial
- Oil and gas
· led to bankruptcy in many places where there was a lot of manufacturing (old machines cannot be used anymore)
Karen National Union:
Landscape Simplification:
· conversion of natural habitat to cropland
· involve old forests, plantation, and land permanently under crops
Multiculturalism:
· Definition: “the right of all ethnic groups to enjoy and protect their cultural heritage”
· “Involves protection and support of the right to function in one’s own language, both in the home as well as in official or public realms”
· “premised on the belief that immigrants should not have to give up any of their original cultural attributes or practices”
· People from all over the world migrate to US and Canada (3 different settlement phases in lecture on Sept 29)
· In Canada, different ethnic groups recognized by Multiculturalism Act (1971), Charter of Rights and Freedoms (1982), and Employment Equity (1986)
· In US, no official recognition of multiculturalism but has different recognition of rights including Emancipation (1863), Civil Rights (1964), Affirmative Action
· Different incidents preventing smooth process of multiculturalism
e.g. 9/11 led to change in multiculturalism
> keeping out unauthorized migrants
> pushing out border with documentation including visa
> ***facilitate trade
> ***maintain supply of cheap labour
> *** maintain civil rights
> ***internalize border (raids at jobs, schools, shopping centres)
> ***increase information sharing
> What are multiculturalism policies’ advantages for immigrants?
Nation-state:
· The combination of a nation and a state
· Nation:
· Community of people who are bound together by a common culture, a sense of solidarity, and shared consciousness
· Membership NOT based on territory
· State:
· Entity that has monopoly on legitimate use of power over people in a specified territory
· Nationalism:
· Republican
· Compliance with law and constitution
· Place of birth
· Ethnic
· Ancestry
· Blood
· Virulent Nationalism:
· Excluded Jews, Roma, Russians, Eastern Europeans, “Other”s
· Linked nation to territory
· Cleanse territory of the other
· Orientalism within Europe?***
· E.g. Scotland not based on territory; therefore, is a nation
· E.g. U.K. is state, authority over specified territory
· E.g. Nations within U.K. are nation-states
Neo-Malthusianism:
· blame poverty and other problems on population increase
· slight variation of Malthusianism except does not see the need for people to die
· credits Green Revolution with staving off famine
· blames food shortages on too many poor people
Orientalism:
· Depictions of East that result from and legitimize imperialism
· Constructed by imperialists and their representatives (started with the  18th 19th century scholars that traveled to the East)
· Divides world into West and East
· Constructs West as always superior to East
· Essential for successful imperialism (superiority)
· “Othering” produces and reinforces stereotypes
· Way that Asia and people from Asia are systematically ‘stereotyped’
OPEC:
· AKA Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries
· International organization that coordinate policies of oil-producing countries
· Prevents control of oil by foreign companies
Petro-state:
· State who depends on oil industry for a large percentage of its revenue
· Features:
· Concentrated wealth
· Oil industry has high degree of influence over state
· With few exceptions, centralized, powerful heads of state
· Majority of wealth gained from oil
· Important for and dependent on global economy
Petro-dollars:
· Revenues generated by the sale of oil
· Significant for global economy (especially for Europe, North America, and East Asia)
Postcolonial Theory:
· How the world today was shaped by colonialism
· E.g. borders of asia only formed after colonization
Push and Pull factors vis-à-vis migration:
· Push Factors include:
· Poverty, deprivation
· Persecution (hostility and ill-treatment, especially because of race or political or religious beliefs)
· Pull Factors include:
· Economic Opportunities
· Social Contacts
· Are determinants of migration (along with state policies and regulations and technology)
Racism:
· Asserts some “races” are superior to others
· Involves:
· Behaviour attributed to physiognomic characteristics
· Often based on skin colour: African-American
· Ascribed, fixed
· Fictitious
· Two types of racialised groups:
1. Minority
2. ***Dominant
Royal Proclamation 1763:
· *** What is this?
Schengen Area:
· Area in which there is facilitated border crossing only between the countries of the Schengen Area by eliminating internal border control
· Borders shared with non-schengen areas have strengthened control
Settler Society:
· 1750-1850
· Have:
1. ***Free market capitalism
2. Individual rights
3. “Small” state
· Are British colonies that:
· Intended to be replicas of Britain
· Occupied territories of indigenous peoples
· Migration is part of national identity
· Settlers became citizens
· E.g. United States, Australia, New Zealand, Canada
· First settlement phase
· Second: settling the west (1850-1920)
· Third: Postward settlement (1946-2000)
Shifting Cultivation:
Spice Trade:
· Started the idea of the “Orient/East” as mystical, exotic, and dangerous
· Creation (& othering) of the Middle East (and the Orient) as a world region
· Involved with global trade
· Thousands of years old
The South:
· After the Great Migration, south rose again
· Rapid population growth
· Employment growth
· Economic diversification
· Political change
· Latino migrated to south (population doubled from 1990-2000)
· Migrants with and without status
· Encouraged by
1. IRCA, 1986
2. Growing demand for flexible workers
3. Subcontracting
· ***Inequalities revealed by Katrina
· Latinos migrated to New Orleans
Traditional Rice Cultivation:
· The way of growing rice before the Green Revolution came into effect
· Involves the many different ways including rainfed, deltas, deep water
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Involves variety of rice for different environments
Sovereignty:
· Right of a state to control people and land within the boundaries of its own territory
· Involves:
1. Internal waters
2. Territorial waters (12 nmi)
3. Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ) (200 nmi)
4. ***Continental shelf
5. International Waters
· In most countries, sovereignty is about the control over land
· Is the control over activities on a territory
· This control is recognized by other states
· Must have population living on the territory
· Countries are getting people to live further up north to be able to claim arctic
· Indigenous Sovereignty involves people caring for land, not who owns it
· Control over political economic, social, and cultural development
· Dispose of and benefit from natural resources
· On-going and respectful partnership with other governments
State:
· Entity that has monopoly on legitimate use of power over people in a specified territory
e.g. U.K. has authority over specified territory
Subsistence affluence:
· Wealthy state where economy without money
· Life based on fishing, veggies + fruits, and social relationships
Welfare state:
· Institutions with the aim of distributing income and resources to the poorer members of society
· Social safety net
· Government undertakes to distribute income and resources to poor members of society
· Canada and USA were liberal welfare states
· ***Minimalist
· ***Target poorest
· ***Impact of welfare state?
· Types of welfare states:
1. Social Democratic (Nordic AKA Denmark, Finland, Iceland, etc)
2. Corporate Statist (Rest of formerly Western Europe)
3. Liberal (UK, Ireland)
Treaties of Westphalia:
· Treaties that ended 30 years of war
· Set foundations for contemporary states
· Guarded the creation of making nation-states, connected to territorial sovereignty
World region:
· Many different ways of organizing the world:
1. Europe, Asia, and Libya (5th C. BCE):
2. By country:
- well-known
- cultural as well as political, social, and economic icons
- arbitrary, occurred by chance
- continents aren’t as objective as they appear
- overlook differences within continents
- static; not changing
3. ‘1st, 2nd, 3rd World:
- emerged from Cold War Politics
- came to represent economic divisions (2nd = communism)
- static and out of date
4. “The West” and “The East”
- ‘West’ often seen as place of reason, progress, and democracy
- ‘East’ seen as backwards, stagnant (dull), and undemocratic
· Capture recent economic changes
· Describe how world changed after Cold War
· Reflect diverse impacts of climate change
· By definition, regions are: large areas of the world that share similar cultural, environmental, economic, or political characteristics
· they are:
· One way of describing and organizing the world
· Actively produced, imagined, and transformed
· Part of systems (Resource to manufacturing to selling)
· Interdependent (they affect and are affected by each other)
· there are differences in regions
· ***avoid making static
· Functional regions: activities that link regions
World system theory:
· Proposed by I. Wallerstein
· Economic, cultural, and political processes are linked
· Three types of places:
1. Core
2. Periphery
3. Semiperiphery
· Core sells goods to semi and periphery
· Semiperiphery sells and gives cheap labor/raw materials to both
· Periphery gives cheap labor and raw materials to core and semi

1. How did imperialism affect the political influence, affluence, and power of contemporary Europe?
Hurt and helped political power of modern EU (Lecture Imperialism 20-10-2014)
2. Evaluate the assertion that a new geopolitical world order similar to the previous Cold War is emerging centered on access to energy supplies.

- Idea of communism led to many global conflicts and disagreements and established the Cold War
- Major global power blocs of the world had wars in many different parts of the world including Korea and Vietnam
- Led to the division of the world into three parts: First World, Second World, Third World
- First world includes US, Canada, and Western Europe
- Second world includes Soviet Union with Eastern Europe
- Third world was very diverse
- After regions established, US (first world) opposed the contract for oil and gas between Western Europe (first world) and USSR (second world) and blocked transfer of pipeline technology
- How is conflict between Russia and Ukraine linked to the changing of geopolitic world order?
- China, India, and Brazil are extremely wealthy in terms of manufacturing—rising powers
- as oil is a main resource of high demand around the world, petro-states are raising in power
- fights over new territory as Arctic melts

- idea formed during spice trade, and the spices were new for Europeans and gave an impression of “exotic and mysterious”
- Way of life seen is different from European; “backwards” political system
> violence and sexual promiscuity seen; attempted to convert people to follow their ways (Islam)
- 18th 19th scholars made it official when they traveled to the east and published on the topic of “orientalism” and labeled everyone in the east with this term
- this idea reinforced by 9/11, showing that people of the “East” are dangerous
- led to strengthened border control and more tight security of those with this physical appearance
9. Examine the claim that while not the cause of conflict, the uneven geography of oil and water are part of key tensions in the Middle East and North Africa
- In Middle East and North Africa, there are sub-regions with distinct economies
- Although all in the same region, huge gaps in the wealth and ranking of HDI
- due to uneven distribution of oil, (two main areas with oil reserves) more in oil states such as Saudi Arabia, Iran, Iraq (ranked high on HDI)
- uneven distribution of water as well; two major sources of fresh water: Nile River (Sudan, Ethiopia, Egypt), Euphrates/Tigris River (Turkey, Iraq, Syria), and other sources of water
- countries with no access to these rivers must resort to different ways of getting freshwater (desalinization) which is expensive and disturbs rich ocean habitats
- so countries with no oil and water are even more poor
- Because no conflicts, should we just talk about the uneven distribution and who benefits from it?
