Instructions for the first assignment: Annotated bibliography
Due date: February 10

For this first assignment, you will have to write an annotated bibliography focusing on the topics covered during the first half of the term. You will have to summarize the argument of the four assigned papers of the course pack (see list enclosed) and, for each of them, to select and summarize two additional articles dealing with the same topic (for a total of 12 papers). The articles you choose have to come from peer-reviewed, academic, journals. Do not include internet sources (other than academic journals, for instance PlosOne is an online peer-reviewed journal that you can use), encyclopedias or textbooks. While references from palaeontological, geological or biological journals/books are fine, please remember that the papers you select must have an archaeological focus. That is, it must deal with some aspect of human history or prehistory.
Each summary should not exceed 125 words (half a page line spacing 2, font 12). The summary should briefly restate the main argument(s) of the paper: You will have to identify the research question, the major methods and type of data used in the study, the main conclusion of the research. Take some time to look at the tables and graphs and their interpretation. For 2 papers of your choice (among the 12 articles), copy and paste one table - graph or figure and comment the data presented and the main conclusion drawn from them, discuss the limits or specific interest of these data. Comments on table-graph-figure should not exceed 125 words (not counted in the summary). 
The mark will be partly based on the style and grammar, as well as on the formatting of the bibliography. Citations and bibliographies must be formatted according to the SAA style guide: http://www.saa.org/Publications/index.html.
