               whose story is not being told? History is used as a political tool.

-use AS MANY SPECIFIC EXAMPLES FROM THE COURSE AS YOU CAN; lectures, readings, memoirs, seminars… especially impressive if you bring in material from the assigned readings.

QUESTIONS:
1. About the idea of separate spheres. Do you think separate spheres are real or not?
      -do you think separate spheres describes the reality of life for women? Or do you think that separate spheres was more an ideal that women were expected to live up to but didn’t reflect their lives? Or is it somewhere in the middle.
       -BRING IN EVIDENCE AND EXAMPLES
      -bring together materials from multiple lectures
[bookmark: _GoBack]2. WW2: Do you think the Second World War was a transformative experience for Canadian women?
-some reflection of women before, during and immediately after the war
-discussion on what happened during war and why does that help explain if life transformed or not.

3. Feminism: Describe reflect on some key markers of feminism in Canada in 20th century. Offer thoughts on whether the wave metaphor is appropriate for describing feminism in Canada. Do you think it appropriate to characterize the waves in feminism or was it a powerful current all throughout the 20th century?
-bring together a narrative of feminism in Canada in the 20th century, what are significant things that happened in Canada

4. Relates to Memoirs: Reflective question. What did you learn about women’s history and gender relations from the memoirs that you haven’t learned in academic journals, etc? How do they intersect with race, ethnicity, and class?
What are the benefits and/or drawbacks of using memoirs as historical sources?
