Commack identifies colonialism as an ongoing process that has shaped the racialized socio economic marginalization and exclusion of Indigenous peoples. And the conquest and colonialism was not only damaging to all aboriginal peoples but particularly to aboriginal women)

What supporting evidence argument do they use?           She examines the historical role the (NWM) North West Mount Police and the (RCMP) Royal Canadian Mount Police played, in the displacing and dispossessing of Indigenous people from land, controlling and suppressing resistance, as well as in the civilizing mission of the assimilationist project
She uses statistic to show that being born Aboriginal in Canada mean an increased likelihood of living in poverty on pp 79

Also, talk about the Indian Act of 1876, and its negative impact on Aboriginals, especially women, native women who married non-native men lost their status) and why it is problematic.  Aboriginals still to this day struggle to reclaim their Indian status. She also spoke about the continuous effect residential school have on aboriginals although they are no longer in operation.  She says that this still holds a symbolic grip but powerful grip on Canadian minds towards aboriginal people. Pp78
 Most Canadian are not aware of Canadian history with respect to Aboriginal peoples and this cannot be understood w/o a well developed understanding of colonialism and the present day trajectories of those old relationship. Encounters with the police calls for the same understanding 
What does the author conclude?  In the same way that racialization involves a representational process of defining an other, criminalization involves establishing a binary between the criminal and the law abiding. A way of defining us and them, who they are ,what they have done and the social setting they come from. The net result is tht the CSJ and policing produces a very particular kind of other.
