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The federal government should not follow the British Columbia lead and adopt the carbon tax and apply the same tax in other provinces because it leads citizens to financial crisis such as low income people will end up paying more money on gas and heating fuel, job losses and price increase on goods. These are the three reasons the federal government should not follow the British Columbia lead and adopt carbon tax and apply in other provinces because it leads citizens to financial crisis.
Carbon tax is a tax based on greenhouse emissions generated by burning fossil fuel used by motor vehicles to reduce carbon dioxide (Ministry of Finance). It puts a price on each tonne of greenhouse emissions used to reduce total emissions (Ministry of Finance).  Some ways B.C reduce emissions and promotes carbon tax are all carbon tax revenue is recycled through tax reductions-legislature-this demonstrates all of the carbon tax revenue will be returned to taxpayers through tax reductions, the tax rate starts low and increases gradually, low-income individuals and families are protected, tax has the broadest possible base; tax will be integrated with other measures (Province of British Columbia, 2015). Alberta and Quebec also puts a price on tax but use a different carbon tax policy approach using a cap and trade system (Beaty, Lipsey and Elgie,2014). 
The federal government should not follow the British Columbia lead and adopt the carbon tax and apply the same tax in other provinces because citizens from low and middle income will end up paying more than wealthy people on gas and heating fuel and according to a “Statistics Canada” figure states in 2010 motor gasoline sales were 4, 695.7 thousand cubic meters compared to 4,529.8 in 2008, there are different factors that affect gas sales but selling gas every year result greenhouse emission to increase not decrease (Bill Tieleman,2011). This is one of the ways carbon tax leads citizens to financial crisis.
Second, the federal government should not follow the British Columbia lead and adopt the carbon tax and apply the same tax in other provinces due to the loss of jobs. For example, Prime Minister Stephen Harper remained unimpressed about the idea of carbon tax and dismissed the carbon tax against climate change because it was a destroyer of jobs and growth in the country (Laura Payton, 2014). This is one of the ways carbon tax leads citizens to finical crisis.
Last, the federal government should not follow the British Columbia lead and adopt the carbon tax and apply the same tax in other provinces because carbon tax increases price on goods this leads citizens to financial crisis. Carbon tax puts price on each tone of greenhouse emitted in attempt to reduce emissions but this would lead higher price on good that are shipped to B.C province such as food, clothing, household items and everything that is shipped across the province (Candice Malcolm, 2014). For example, carbon  tax is applied on hydro , every office, hospital, factory, plant, community service, school and restaurant and the extra cost will be passed on to customers and taxpayers (Candice Malcolm, 2014). The tax will devastate the local economy leading to citizens to experience financial crisis. According to B.C. Grain Producers Association; the average B.C. farmer now pays $4,300 a year in carbon taxes (Candice Malcolm, 2014). This shows an average citizen struggling to pay money for climate change ending up killing the growth of the country. This is one of the ways carbon tax leads citizens to financial crisis.
 In conclusion based on the research, I believe the federal government should not follow the British Columbia lead and adopt the carbon tax and apply the same tax in other provinces like Ontario because we will end up paying for carbon tax, HST, gasoline tax, electricity green energy and carbon tax which will result to not feeding us and serving the family(Candice Malcolm, 2014) Second, loss of jobs the idea of carbon tax will hurt the country economy leading to destroy jobs and growth in our country. Third, increases on goods –clothing, household items; medicine will actually result in decrease population due to high price on goods and not feeding themselves. Overall, carbon tax will hurt the country economy and growth of country if the federal government follows the B.C lead and adopt the carbon tax. These are the reasons federal government should not follow the British Columbia lead and adopt the carbon tax and apply the same tax in other provinces like Ontario because it leads citizens to financial crisis.
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
