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Objective: Examination of crimes against workers with a particular focus on health and safety violations. Attention will be devoted to the downward pressures on health and safety regulations as companies face ever greater demands to cut costs and boost the bottom line and consequently overlook basic health and safety regulations while pressing for more liberal regulatory regimes. This relationship between profit, lax standards, and the victimization of employees will be examined through an extended case study of the Westray mine explosion in Pictou County, Nova Scotia on May 9, 1992
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\Do we deem corporational decisions as a crime if it affects the greater population negatively? How do we actually define a crime? 
Some say that activitiy is criminal only if the court has deemed it to be criminal 
Is it acts that is prohibited by the state? 
Crime should have two elements, the legal description of harmful activity and penalty 
:parties who are injured by violatiosn of laws are eligible to sue for damages three times the injury suffered 
“An unlawful act is not defined as criminal by the fact that it is punished, but by the fact that it is punishable 
There was a case of a por man in Indiana that had to serve 1-7 years for listing assets he didn’t have to secure a loan 
Corporations do this all the time but the law is seldom used when they do misrepresent their assets 
Does this become a class issue? 
The corporations impact upon society by misrepresenting assets could be ten times more damaging to the economy 
Why are these people not held accountable for their actions? 

The plea of nolo contendere helped save face of the corporation and protects company against suits for damages 
Protects the company 
When an individual commits a crime, he or she may not have the financial resources to 
Who do we punish criminally?
It is conceptually hard to punish

Tappan Reading 
Tappan is a Legal Formalist
Crime is simply what is defined by law.
Finds difficulty to find know what crime is outside of the legal confines of the law.
Tappan find that offences are only be known as crimes if they have violated laws and proved through the court.
Tappan’s assumption of legal formalism which suggests that the law is separated in and by itself
Does not believe in social constructionism. 
Tappan finds it strange to promote a new system for white collar crime
Tappan only looks at system of justice
And his frame of reference is The Criminal

Sutherland Reading (father of white collar crime and Differential association)
Law and crime
Law is needed to build upon how society is built
Sutherland and labelling
Corporate criminals do not receive the same type of labelling as street criminals and youths do.
Corporate criminals have methods to avoid stigma of their “injurious actions”
Sutherland still refers from deviations of the law and subheadings
Political interests are deeply rooted in corporations and their actions.
Policy makers are deterred from making punitive measures on businesses because of loss of being backed up by them
News medias are also owned by corporate moguls and so street crime seems to be more often reported.
Edwin Sutherland
Live through the progressive era where policies are being made on corporations
Ross – inspired Sutherland’s idea that the public find violence more attractive.
Bodily crimes and of fixed time and space – easy to understand and fear mongering 
Corporations are hard to find a characteristic deeming their guilt because corporations includes a large group of people.
How do we assign blame?
White collar crime is very ambiguous and evasive to the senses
They are done over long periods of time and vast amount of space
Effects are massive, but very invisible. 
Negligence and lack of responsibility in corporations
Lack of communication based on neglect – people don’t wanna talk.
Sometimes there is a constructed separation between parts of a corporations
Nike doesn’t manufacture clothing, they just design. So their satellite company is at fault for using sweatshops.
Businesses are encouraged to do ethically questionable activities because they have limited liability and their encouraged interest to accumulate wealth.
Dillema that Sutherland found
Using the legal confines of the court on the actions of corporations, all of them would be free of guilt
But with an amendment to the definitions of crime, the corporations would be found guilty.
He looked at crime through social harms and tried to expand the core of law.
The law though is set up primarily to maintain the status quo.
The Co-production of crime
The rich makes the laws which then produce similar laws.
Sutherland though trying to expand the law, still works within the confines of the law.
Out of the total of 480 decisions only 16% had punitive actions taken
Most of them had injunctions, no contests, cease and desist notices. 
Reinforces the problems of invisibility and avoidance of stigma
Sutherland’s solution was to advances the definition of white collar crime into the law.
Challenging the boundaries of his discipline.
Legal definition of socially injurious acts and legally defined punishments 
Violations of law and can be seen as PUNISHABLE
Difference between Tappan 
Status of businessmen failed to confirm to the myth of the typical criminal.
How do we know if a law/policy is right for society
Gap studies
Studies on how the law is written and the law in practice
The reflection of time and need of the law
The fluidity of political ideas may call for the need of the law
The illusion of the law
The disconnect of the spirit of the law and the word of the law
These are all subjective 
Sutherland Wrap up 
Barriers to corporate responsibility in Glasbeek’s words
Lack of finding one guilty person
Inability to use morality to guide criminal law.
Political contexts underlies the shared morality and common sense
“Punishing businesses are bad for the economy”
protection of property is the main focus of the CJS
neo-liberal ideology – risk management and protection of one’s wealth
belief that the criminal law should not be applied to those that are productive in nature
Oil Sands and their issue.
Aggressive behaviour is something that is valued and it becomes to difficult to differentiate accepted aggression and sanctioned aggression.
Violation is born of an “admirable” environment.
Corporation’s actions are morally neutral
The Pro-business ideology that permeates in our social system.
Support the dominant idea that crime only involves violent crime
And corporate crime is in the interest of the capitalist system. 
The repercussions of corporate crime has delayed effects.  

State and corporate crime
There is a necessity to expand the core because there is a lacking the tools through the legal formalistic definition to stop them
NO behaviour is inherently criminal.
Criminality is process of definition.
Trying to leave the Tappan view because it is too simplistic to look at just crime as a violation of the law.
Social constructions of forms of crime.
Historically, law makers are the ones that benefit the most through the laws.
Challenging the status quo  of the value system that still causes harm
Borrowing a legal standard from the state is the easiest way to look at crime, but then the problem is that there is a lack on questioning the definition of crime away from the violation of law.
The law restricts criminologists from looking at social harms and thus corporate crimes. 
A critical lens toward the “neutrality” of the law is needed.
Though part of the law does look like they benefit the general public, some acts that are harmful are not defined as crimes and some that are harmless are.
So critical criminologists are looking towards alternative standards to study.
Sutherland is creating the idea to redefine the concept of crime 
Guided by his concern for white collar crime and the need towards legal reform.
Reform can only be brought when the harms are brought into the discussion.
Legal definitions only then looks at the crimes defined by the law, not the other types of harms
And so a need towards looking at struggle and privileges can see the problems of the law.
Looking at the need of basic human rights as a standard of crime
Nikolovsky – looked at crimes of capital, 
Social injury by a corporations 
Denial of food, health, shelter, safety.
Indifference and state corporate crime
The idea of neglect in an organization perspective
The crimes of omission on the part of the government.
Social arrangements that interfere with social needs and development of human potential
Environmental racism
Even more radical criminologists look at the idea of dropping the idea of crime, all together. 
Legal definition of crime is very restrictive and harms should replace the idea of crime.
Agnew and Kramer : Crime as;
Blame-worthy harms
Condemned by the public
Sanctioned by the state.
Mainstream criminology only really look at street crimes, but Agnew adds on the unrecognized blame-worthy harms.
The boundary challenge will allow facilitation of the discourse of harms in the future.

Recap
Tappan is very stuck in the legal definition of a criminal. 
Those who are tried and received punishment
Sutherland is more radical and realizes that our legal system is not equipped well to fight corporate crime – a more critical lens
He believes that people that could be punished and are punishable as a criminal
Pushing the boundaries of what criminology can involve.

The Progressive Era
The era where there were a lot of boundaries being pushed and the idea of harm being brought out
There was a giant flux for discursive challenges.
Do we need more muckrakers or muckraking criminology where harms are being exposed in front of legislators?
Muckraking journalism was catalyst towards social change

Sinclaire’s Jungle
Initially on the idea of food and health issues of the meatpacking industry
Feelings about anger and rage can be brought up because of its persuasive writing
Other issues such as poor working conditions and drug and alcohol issues were also brought up
The article was very visceral

Martinson’s “Nothing Works”
The idea of nothing works spawned in the late 20th century 
It was spawned towards neo-liberal types of criminology
Poor housing and poor education fell out of favour and so more individualistic theories were promoted
The critical criminologists then declined in favour because of the cultural change.

Criminology
Statistics
Many politicians will use numbers to their own advantage
Politicians would also use specific case studies that have an extraneous amount of spectacle as their point.
Qualitative anecdotes
Viscerally appealing works can give a different point of view in an issue 

The origin of Neo-liberalism in Canada and the US
The early 1900’s
A host of new laws were passed that subject corporations into an increased amount of regulations
Post-Gilded age of capitalism where it has a laissez-faire model
1890 the Sherman Anti-Trust Act 
companies came together to hold a monopoly and so a law was passed to fight against the monopolization 
Patent Medicine Act of 1909
Why did this happen?
A lot of moral entrepreneurs came up from different fields to fight against injustices in the state
Muckraker journalism also took a rose to expose many corrupt and injurious actions of many different parties.
Everyone during the progressive age wanted change, but mostly people were unaware.
However, whenever muckrakers would inform the public, the public reacted in outrage
People were able to gain these information because
1) print media was made a lot cheaper and accessible 
2) politicians and lawmakers were in the interest of change.
3) these feature stories were written in series and so people’s continued interests were gained.
Socio-cultural idea of America
A great increase in population
Urbanization of America grew
People living in industrious and poor conditions
Low live expectancy was resulted from the poor conditions – no plumbing and unclean water 
Even lowered with adulterated foods
A gap between the poor and rich
20-30% of the population was unemployed
1% of the populations held 87% of the wealth
10% of the people lived in abject poverty
A health-care change
Patent medicine 
Horrible medication was created with drugs and marketed as cure-alls 
Milk
Was usually coming from diseased cows 
Cows also eating garbage feed
Milk was transported in unrefrigerated conditions
Milk had added preservatives with ammonia in it and colours that changed its curdling colour.
 Poor working conditions
12 working days and entire family working
child labour in horrible conditions
injury and death prevention measures did not exist
There was an interest in improving everyone’s conditions and as well as the economy
People dying and not being able to work will be bad to the economy
The increase in the monopolization within the trusts 
Governments then went crashing down on monopolies
Shifting the idea of a community as individuals
Seeing the community as a collectives
There is an increased interest of helping the collective
Expansion of the role of the government
The government took a greater concern of health, food, and working conditions 
Adulterated meat, food, and drugs shocked and appalled the nation as a whole.
Photography 
Allowed for more visceral ideas than just words
The idea of health
More than just not getting diseases
The government went into the idea of promoting good human health
Progressive development of health technologies also came from this era
The microscope, better sanitation technique, filtration of water.
Statistics increased
Allowed the government and its bureaus to use the numbers as a strategic tool to see their issues 
Political Parties (Youtube- The Progressive Era  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=z-ztBdclkYU )
Socialists
Wanted to end capitalism
Progressives
Wanted the government to see the injustices 
They want it improve the government not to destroy it .
Muckrakers were part of the progressive movement
Many people exposed corrupts and social harms 
They demanded reforms for government and businesses
Roosevelt 
Meat inspection act

Coalitions
Progressives made coalitions
Wiley found partners with medical journals and magazines to promote legitimate practices and medication
In the idea of meat packers
Talks with legitimate sanitary meat packers to refuse and reject those that use illegitimate means.
Patent Medicine Industry
Experienced huge growth in the late 1800s and early 1900s
Gained a lot of tonics that included drugs that often did not solve the problems they were advertised to
So then many practitioners found these tonics to be illegitimate and so decided to lobby against the patent medicines. 
They communed with Wiley in the fight because it also cut into their money 
There was an absence of regulations and legitimization of proper practice.
They wanted to legitimize their monopoly on proper medicinal practice

Muckraking journalism
Very visceral pieces were written by these journalists
With the paper cost dropping to 10 cents, broader demographics can be reached.
Talked about various issues
Meatpacking
Food industry
Health issues
Business corruption.
Samuel Hopkins “the Great American Fraud”
About the patent medication problem
Exploiting the fear of the epidemics
The problem about advertising and false testimonials.
Meatpacking industry
Their work rendered the private work of business to be very visible
There are usually clear pictures of who is being victimized
Often though the public needs a victim, sometimes there are sacrifices needed to show the corruption and villainy of corporations.

Triangle Shirt waist company 
Women working in the manufacturing company
Fire started in the top floors on scraps of clothes
Doors were locked and no way to get out because of fear of unions
People started to jump to avoid the fire, but would die as they were jumping from the 8th/9th floor
This was a signpost event moving towards factory regulation.
There were dramatic pictures placed in the pictures 
This gave rise towards workplace regulations, stricter safety issues, and removal of child labour

Coalition efforts made for change
State-business-experts-politicians-public
Different actors are needed to create a discourse
the awakening of the public towards corporate crime
Needs visceral images to show the public toward the injustice that organizations are doing.

1) corporation is the principal legal device do achieve captialism’s goals: corporations purpose is this 
2) capital is controlled by relative few, such owners use their wealth to put non wealthy against each other to fight for a share of the small wealth 
3) corporations help facilitate the wealthy’s agenda and hides the brutality with its legality

Legal Architecture of the corporation – Romance and Reality 
Anyone with the right application and monetary funds can create the legal entity of the corporation
Its business goals are not questioned and it becomes a legal entity 
Job is to create more wealth for the shareholders 
Corporation is like you and I, both have the rights to claim due process, free speech
Reinforces idea that it should be treated as a member of society and is not dangerous 
Corporation in the liberal market becomes a political actor 
They tell us what we need, what to produce, how our talents should be used
They dictate the societal advancements and replaces the need for gov’t intervention 
Captialism involves the private accumulation of socially produced wealth  
Walmart’s low prices come with a very high cost 
Dictates terms to suppliers and workers, they demand what they want from smaller players 
Investors can hide behind the corporations to convince politicians to address their agendas 
“there are now two gov’t, one that hgoverns us and subjects us to law, and one that is the fortune 500
investors can’t be held reliable for corporate debts, they will only be held reliable for the money they have put into the corp thus far 
Who do we punish criminally?
It is conceptually hard to punish the corporation as it is not a physical and biological person
People who operate such corporations are immune to debt or any criminal responsibility of the fault of the gov’t

Socio-legal focus, how the corporation is created, how we can be held accountable from a civil perspective 
We are moing into the second part of the course
It’s very difficult to understand what corporate crime is, 
Barriers to knowing corp crime is in the intersection between the corporation, law, science and medicine, and the media

Goals: legal status of the corporation, tease out the realms that we can do this 
Glasbeck: sole purpose of the staff in these corporations is to make the money 
There has to a be a directing mind in the corporation who put forth a policy
There is deniability on their part, and shifts the blame away from the managers 
A lot of science based around epidemiology
The science of analyzing statistics to find patterns and this type of study can prove correlation but never causation 
This becomes problematic when actual companies use this data to create policies (they don’t further test) 

The corporation consists of people who are made up of a couple powerful individuals who look to invest the corporation and promote it 
Corporation is a person distinct from all other persons as it is an individual 
Myth is that the corporation is the ultimate expression of liberal legalism, follows the law etc freedom to own property 
In theory it is supposed to function like a person, but in actuality it becomes a monopoly and the individuals behind these corporations can 
Sub-Politics 
Although it would seem that the law and the corporation is equal to everyone with their rights, but their influence as well
However in actuality they are more powerful than you and I 
Policy, law, 
The decisiosn that affect our lives and our laws, and the regulatory framework are often times decided not in parliament but in the boardrooms 
Ex. Gas industry in alberta, the people who work in these industries dictate the actions of the politicians what it is they want 
Economic law has risen to a point where it becomes natural law 
People would have us believe that the corporation is this natural form of the market place, it is the next step in how we functions 
What we’re studying is that it is a policial invention 
If you have a corporate media, do you expect them to talk about themselves in the bad way or their own corruption? 
Stories about corporate crime is out there, its just that media is not mainstream 
Walmart is so large and has so much impact on society that it can’t just be one person, leglally it is 
Managers are not personally liable, idea of limited liability that creates an incentive to engage in this sort of illegal conduct 
Legitimacy about corporation that resonates with liberal market principle and goals 

Risk management is about dealing with the sittuations when they actually come up 
End of pipe, as a corporation the goal is to create wealth in the short term, not create wealth in the long term
 
Short term flipping of the shares 

criminal liability: corporations should be immune to criminal liability 
in our legal system, there needs to be mens rea and actus rea 
crimes only exist in the mind of the individual, corporations have no mind so they can’t really be criminal as theyh have no intent 
to be a directing mind, of the corporation, the person must be the alter ego or have so much power and influence on the corporation 
only actions carried out by directing minds is criminal
relative inability to hold corporations accountable because they are the directing mind 
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Ann Scales Article: Nobody broke it, it just broke 

Corporations deal with problems when they come, so they set aside a set of money for when they get sued 
Clinical trials last for a couple of weeks, they are prescribed for only healthy individuals 
The individuals don’t know the risks before conducting these clinical trials 
Risks take on a fundamental character
Society has become the laboratory for industry, the kinds of projects that we are engaged in (pharmaceuticalization) 
It would cost a lot of money to run closed trials to test it 
The FDA knows what happens over 6 weeks but no one knows what happens over longer periods of time 6 months- years 
Silicone breast implants were not properly tested and put into public 
Lots of problems occurred such as it being reuptured 
More people are being lab rats and being harmed by drugs 
Why does Scales put so much emphasis on causation
Sometimes causation is not right away, sometimes it can take a lot of time before something actually happens 
Imperial Oil (lindy ridge) 
Poor communities that are built over previous oil dumps 
People who are in this socio-economic (poor) diets feed their kids worse food, drinks and bad health habits 
The corporations pointed fingers against the parents that it was their own fault that their kids were stupid 
Victim blaming from the corporations 

What are the standards of causation? 










The theme of victimology
Forms of blame to the victim, the state is not responsible for your own safety, you are responsible for your own due diligence and you only partake in activity with your own safety in mind. 
You should know that smoking is bad for you, it shouldn’t be the company’s fault
When you work in a mine, you know there are going to be risks involved or when you play football you know there is going to be contact and you may suffer concussion 
Corporations make it sound safe when in reality is not 
A large part of neoliberalism to take care of yourself 
Cheeseburger: people are suing fast food companies because lots of people are getting fat…well don’t you know that this fod is not good for you? 



Hot Coffee Case 
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Westrice Reading 

Mining work accident happened on may 9, 1992 in Nova Scotia 
Killed 26 miners, Westray mine inquiry found work safety negligence 
Was dropped of any criminal negligence, instead it was considered manslaughter 
“complex mosaic of actions, omissions, mistakes, incompetence, apathy, cynicism, stupidity and neglect 

News Media as a institution of social control 
Informs the public of what they need to know, makes it interesting 
Seen as credible resource for news 
Pro-corporate bias in newsroom may be conveyed through silence or self censorship 
What does he mean by regimes of truth? 
“truth” is often accredited to professionals such as scientists, doctors, lawyers, and politicians to produce “official statements” 
empowers the claims and credibility of their statements, in turn, their disciplines gets credited for being “expert” knowledge

Four forms of official denial 
Literal denial (nothing is happening) , interpretive denial (what is happening is actually something else), implicatory denial (what is happening is justified. Blaming), passive denial 

The use of these denails are examples of use of power and production of “truth” 

The westray case 

Media conglomerates used their power by controlling the information that could be distributed. 
Managed information that could be released, diagrams, maps and photographs
Using narrative plot lines created by corporate advisors 
Corporation used languages such as “courageous workers” 
Said that everything physically and humanly possible was already implemented to protect the workers from dangerous conditions 
No warnings of any kind 
Most of the reporting is not criticial or informative, instead it was emotional and full of sentimental phrases 
Ignores the truth and doesn’t put blame on those that needed to be blamed 
Media used ‘literal denial’ of corporate crime and portrayed the accident as a freak accident 
Press refused to call the explosion a homicide and never followed up on reports 
Corporate Officials resorted to passive denial 
Avoided critics and evaded press, wanted to protect their interests when their version of events were disbelieved 
Officials refused to acknowledge mistakes, victim blaming and hiding behind the law 
What happened was something else! 
They should have known the dangers before working here
The officials would have been in a different state, they would not have any idea of what is going on
It isn’t their fault 
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Ford rushed development of the Pinto 
Grush/Sandby report listed that it would be cheaper for the company to payout to the victims of the combustion than to fix the issue with the cars 
Company made an informed decision to ignore the hazardous issue 
Company made unethical decisions for goal of profit maximization, they knew of problems 
If this information was known to the govt they would have been forced to fix the gas tank
Cost benefit analysis was used and put a dollar value on human life

Self censorship became a big issue, concerns and claims were not heard and taken seriously because of organizational processes, power of organizational norms, guide people’s action (SOPs), level of acceptable risk 
Hard to challenge this risk in an organizational level, communicational breakdown 
People don’tw ant to be humiliated, don’t want to stand out, so they just follow the standard operation procedure, organizational culture 
Larger organizational, not single and homogenous actors 
Neoliberal frame work haves us believe that if we work hard like oprah we can be like her one day 
In reality, its not the case 
Gov has to hire privatized companies to become more efficient because people have a bad image of the corporation 
Blame the ttc heads, blame the workers etc 

Walmart, erosion of middle class and American dream 

Promotion of free trade on a global level, 
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Academic integrity by being aid by companies to write articels w

Reality of neoliberalism suggests there be a counter Hegemony…hegemony (state driven power)
Actual nature of globalization and what it means to people around the world 
Counter hegemony: understand that our entire life depends on the state? 
The argument: if we don’t do this than the company will go elsewhere 
Cosmetic surery and deregulation, 
Pharmaceutical sel a lot of lifestyle drugs to those with illness 
Erectial disfunction is a lifestyle problem
People who can’t afford the lifestyle of the rich, the poor 
Viagara trial, they have to devise a disease model of monetize this effect
Marketed to older men, after age of 40 men testerone level decrease every year 
It becomes a natural course of aging, less, we’ve monetized natural aging and monetized this effect 

Loosely coupled organizations with poor communication, but function as a form that interact with political context…tight couplet 

Municipal water supply in Walkerton Ontario was contaminated with e-coli 
Koebe lbrothers stan and frank were blamed for the disaster 
Scapegoats are often use by the gov’t and large corporations as root of disaster
In reality, the situation is much more complex 
Race to the bottom: 
Neoliberalism: sets out austerity policies when understood in their complex relationship with ecosystems which they are meant to impact 

Monetizing a lot of the private entreprises workout modules nad programs, 
Transformations are very uniq
1) use of product constaints that are potentially harmful, beauty products and health supplements are there any efficacy and are they harmful? Do we harm animals? Disfiguring breast implants, 

2) individualism of social rpboelsm and thus the neglect of social casuses, this model focuses on idnvidual causes and indivudal solution 
fails to recognize the structural origin of specific problems 
honey we’re killing the kids 
programs like those overlook the price of health foods, lack of low cost health care, and the system that makes fast food better 
health and wealth, you do it on your own 
allow fast food companies to set up in cafeteria 
facilitate process of individualization and victim blaming, can blame unmotivated citizens by the politicians (end of the reading) 
by contribute to the inequality of people who lack access to become healthy 
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school system is so rigid thus any sort of deviance is considered to be a symptom of add or adhd. Often prescribed a fix with medicine 
it might not be a chemical imbalance within the system that’s why it is causing these symptoms 
it oculd be social or the way they were raised 
medicine is for parents and teachers to cope with children, stigmatization with medicine 
primary and secondary deviance 
The child has a problem and needs to be a successful individual to contribute back to society 
Take this drug 
We have the preconception that the diseae is treating an illness or disease

Address various causes of corporate crime, 
Challenges and strategies in regulating corporate crime 

Sweatshops eroded the middle class American jobs, people in North America are working in sweated labour 
Production pressures, and furthermore ,
Emergence of fastfashion and turnover at low prices 
Difficulty with regulating sweatshop labours is that they have put separation in between different companies 
We have the exact same names but we are completely different companies 
Overlap in personnel and work environments 

Health and Safety: 

We often think about construction, miners, but more mundane jobs such as truck drivers is just as dangerous 
Some drivers may drive longer time with pressures from above and be asleep
Harms that we don’t think of 
a lot of responsibilities are shifted to front line employees 

What do health and safety violations look like? 


Technooptimism: hall mark of the risk management ideal 
Precautionary logic 
Workers consent to their dangerous activities
Naturalization of health and safety risk, risks are natural and unavoidable 
We willingly enter into these job 
Problem is that there is no research done on how it woiuld impact the employee 
Absence of knowledge of risks, people dot know they have worker rights 
Absence of choice 
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Veil for corporations to hide their malpractice and criminal behavior 
Discourse of neo-liberalism, risk and responsibilization 
When we go to the mine, the workers have to understand the risk that they are putting their lives at risk 
The corporations isn’t responsible for crimes 
Massively and overly simplistic

Medical literature and scientific journals exist but the majority of people don’t understand
But we are expected to read up on these things
Most don’t so we trust experts, why wouldn’t we trust them? 
Companies have to pay settlement for billion dollars, but It really isn’t much compared to how much these companies make 
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Most profitable corporations in the world

For this assignment, you are required to write a research paper that addresses one specific research questions inspired by the contents and themes of this course. The choice of research question is up to you. However, it must relate to a specific type of corporate harm – either one covered during course, or one of your own choosing – and it must address one or more of the following themes: (1) the invisibility of harmful corporate practices; (2) the various causes of corporate harms; and (3) the strategies and challenges in regulating corporate activities. Based on your selected topic and research question, the bulk of the paper will be based on your review of available research on the particular harm in question. In the course of your analysis, you must incorporate at least eight outside academic sources. These must include books and/or journal articles. Newspaper and magazine articles, government reports, textbooks, and Internet sites are valuable sources of information and may be used to supplement your research; however, they will not be counted towards the required eight academic sources. Be sure to properly reference all outside sources using the guidelines outlined below. Please note: you must obtain approval for your research question and sources by July 6, 2015. Your research question and sources can be submitted either via e-mail or in writing during class. Your paper should contain the following elements:

I.	Introduction
Briefly state your research question and explain why you feel that it is important.

II.	Literature Review
Summarize the main themes, concepts, and research findings identified in your sources and explain how they help to answer your research question.

II.	Conclusion
Summarize the main arguments covered in your paper, discuss how and why the answer to your research question is significant for the field of criminology, and provide one additional question (related to your research topic) that you feel needs to be studied by criminologists in the future
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As with the analytic paper, please be sure to CAREFULLY PROOF-READ YOUR PAPER. Marks will once again be deducted for spelling and grammatical errors as well as awkward and/or unclear sentences that detract from the flow, clarity, and overall readability of your paper.
