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History of the Roman Republic  
· Do as the Romans do
· Caesar build the empire, got all power, Augustus acquires al the power by having it forced upon himself
· Caesar crossed Rubicon in 49 BC, killed in 44 BC  before death senate giving him all kinds of power, dictatorship given to him
· Dictator elected in time of crisis given power of whole empire and people, only for 6 months could be extended in time of crisis for military times, people want military men dictator for life
· Portrait on coinage when he was alive, the first to do it while he was alive, usually it’s done when they are dead
· In Rome he’s a regular guy, in Greece some people worshiped him as a god
· Dictator: decided on all laws in 44 BC right before his death he had all the power, absolute power. They gave him the power to wear his floral crown every day, wherever he went (because he was balding). Didn’t sit well with some of the senate 
·  44 BC killed by conspiracy of senators who did not like him; among them Cassius and Brutus
· Had a great nephew, his niece Atia (daughter of Caesar’s sister, daughter of Julia) and she had a son. He married his daughter (Julia) to his enemy Pompeii to unite them together, ironically fell in love and she died at birth, friendship fell apart. Needless to say Caesar has no heirs
· If they had no heirs they would adopt a boy (nephew or etc.) for the thrown, he adopted his great nephew Octavian when Caesar died Octavian was in Appollonia Illyricum (near Croatia) studying with his good friend Markus Vipsanius Agrippa  
· Men of upper class have 3 names: Praenomen (first name), nomen (family name), cognomen. I.E Caesar Gaius Julius Caesar. Women took name of the father i.e. his daughter Julia (took after fathers name). 
· Octavian he has to avenge Caesar because he is his adopted son, for propaganda reasons.
· Mark Anthony and Marcus Lepidus ML is in charge of the army (magister equitum), he is the deputy to the dictator. MA was co-council with Caesar. Figuring out what to do during the crisis of Caesar’s death. MA takes charge, going to wait to get revenge, continuing with the plans that Caesar planned while deciding how to react. 
· The population was going crazy because they loved Caesar and burned his body within the forum, when his will is open he would give his gardens to the people for them to enjoy and give everyone 300 sesterces ($$). 
· Octavian confronts MA when he gets back to give him the money, MA giving his excuse to not give money (or power) to Octavian nobody knows him so he has to start making a name for himself to the people, gave the people all the money Caesar requested, attracting support from people. 
· Cassius given power of Cyrene, Brutus given power of Crete. MA not very popular and takes off with his army to Gisalpine Gaul, meets the governor and he does not want to give MA power.
