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To whom it may concern,

	Thank you for considering Fertility Clinic Incorporated for your semen evaluation needs. For all applicants to be considered we strictly monitor the motility, progressive status, density and the morphology for all semen samples submitted for testing in our institution. The selected sample that was reviewed was from the organism Bos Taurus.
	Sperm motility is viewed as the ability for sperm to move effectively towards an egg, which tests for the overall quality of the semen at our institution. Despite almost half of your semen sample (~45%) being motile, a vast majority of your semen reviewed under the microscope contained numerous irregularities. The expected value for sperm motility should be greater than 30% for which it meets and exceeds the criteria.
	The progressive status of the semen is considered as the type of movement observed ranked on a scale from 0 to 5, zero being immotile semen and five being steady and rapid forward progression. Your sample was rated a 3 overall, indicating some forward progressive movement which unfortunately does not meet the criteria necessary for progression. The expected value for progressive status should be around three or greater.
	Your sperm density was specified as the number of sperm present per millilitre of semen. Unfortunately, the sample given to us contained 43,200,000 semen per millilitre, which is barely one quarter of the ideal semen density expected (approximately 1,200,000,000 per millilitre).
	The morphology of the semen was also considered in your sample which refers to the shape and the size of the semen observed under a compound microscope. We regret to inform you that almost 70% of your sample contained some form of abnormality such as droplets, loose or detached heads or affected midsections and tails. The expected value for semen morphology at our institution is 70% normal and 30% affected.
	Overall, the sperm motility and the progressive status of your semen were satisfactory but due to such a small sperm density and high levels of abnormalities, we would recommend that your farm not breed this class of Bos Taurus.
