Temple of Amon-Ra, Karnak, 3.27 [Egyptian]

· Post and lintel construction in stone 
· Can be seen in wood as well in other places of the world.
· Generally rectilinear forms, (flat walls and spaces)

Reconstruction of the Parthenon , 5.45 &5.46
· Post and Beam lintel construction
· Beams , tablatures are decorated in consistent way
· Follows Greek orders (Doric in this case) 

Baslilica Ulpia 98 – 117 , 7.11 & 7.12
· Open rafters in the ceiling (always wood) 
· If ceiling is flat, it is covered by wooded material.

Saint Paul outside the Walls, Rome 358 , 8.9
Old  St. peter’s , 330, 390 , 8.9-8.7
· The use of old imperial roman basiclicas were basis for early Christian church
· Major spaces of the nave.
· Two aisles on either sides
· Ends with round headed form, (apes) with altar in front.
· Transept Is the long rectangular floor plan 

Bronze doors Hildesheim 1015 , 9.37 & 9.38  
· Bronze hard material to use, especially in large scale

St.Michael’s HIldnesheim ca. 1000 , 9.34 – 9.36
· Apes is higher than the level of the nave, due to the stiars
· Basement of the church, is were dead bodies are. (the holy people, saints) 

In year 1000, things have settled down, and people would carry bones and sing prayers at different churches. (if you were sad, the saint that could help you, the bones would be carried with them) 
· Two transept in the St. Michael’s Hudnesheim
· Two towers on transept (“ two crossing towers”) 
· Churches tend to point up and vertical building
· Churches have clerestory windows  and towers are higher to allow light to enter the apes. 

Saint Paul’s, Rome Vs St.Micheals – basically the same, just different proportions. 

Stone does not stand up to stretch: it will break
· Stone ceilings do not catch fire, but wood does. 
· Wooden ceiling is not good acoustic as  stone during the music in during
· Stone does not stretch or have good tension (It will break)

Solutions
- Put supports closer together
- Put the top with more layers

· STEEL FRAME CONSTRUCTION 
· Wide supports on first level 

STEEL CONSTRUCTION
· Steel is stronger than stone and will “stretch” 
· Better in tension and compression

Reinforced concrete – reinforced with steel frames.

· Arches help support ceiling.
· Materials of steel are expensive 

Types of Vault 

Barrel vaults  - semicircular vaults. (weaker) 
Groin Vault – two barrel vaults at 90 degrees. (edges form x shape) 

Colosseum, Rome A.d 72 – 80 , 7.18 &7.19
· Even though they have structural system greeks don’t like,  Architecutres still require decoration (use of columns) 
· They aren’t used for any supportive purpose. 
· Greeks used decoration and support as one. 
· Romans use them as separate elements

Pantheon Rome, 117 – 125, 7.26
· Interior vaulted space
· Inspired all other buildings

Pantheon 1147 – 125 VS Hagia Sophia 537 (8.23 – 8.34)

Improvements of the Pantheon 
· Hagia Sophia, made with light materials for dome
· Has windows in the walls and dome
· Has vaults to channel pressure and tension of the dome. 

Buttresses use weight or the forces of compression in arch construction
· Make walls thicker or taller (heavy walls for stronger support)

Pilgrimage Road Churches in YEAR 1000
· Has features of Romanesque period

- Spain Pilgrimages are very important.

Transept become more prominent and important element of a church

St. Etienne, Caen, 1067 – 1087, 10.38 – 10.40
· Major doors ways in the middle and minor ones
· Many buttresses for wall support
· Two towers
· Round headed arches
· Ribs in the ceiling, very complicated (crossing): RIBS
· Colums built till ceiling
· Clerestory windows for more light
· Moves towards gothic architecture.

 
· Term Romanesque was invented in 19th century (like roman architere) 
· 1000 -1144 architures relied on round forms, Romanesque. 
· After 1144 – become gothic period


Durham Cathedral begun in 1903 , 10.41 – 10.43
· cross vaults and rib vaults

St. Denis, near Paris 1140 – 1144 , 11.11 – 11.3 
· He wants to bring sanity of life, with light. 
· Gothic cathedral was precedent for stain glass.
· Looks like a skeleton because of the outlines in glass windows

· Round headed arches have weird shapes of ceiling if supports are seprated by diiffrent intervals. 
· Ceiling rises the same height
· Round headed arches are shorter than pointy arches
· Pointy arches are more consistent
· Pointed arches bring pressure to the verticals, less buttresses for support.
· Pointed arches allow stretching of the ceiling and allowing for clerestory windows

· Spaces clearly distinguish from one another

St. Denis 1144, 11.43 (gothic)

· Without internal struts the building was falling because of the wind. (large glass windows)
· Period of the high gothic period
· The transept are smaller (disappearing)
· Few pointed arches in decoration
· Calumets fun vertically to the ceilings.

Reims, 1211 -12900 , 11.32 – 11.34
· Two rose windows
· deeper doors 

Amiens 11. 26 vs Reims , 11.32
· 5 stories high (Amiens) , 3 stoies high Reims 
· Reims have huge verticle openings
· Amiens have broken up openings on horizontal less impacts
· Reims have pointy frames (many arrow shapes)
· Reims has very little smooth stone, (more textures) 

Saint- Etienne 1067 (Romanesque) VS 1211

· Massive buttresses that project out the window
· One large single clerestory windows

· Roman imperial basiclicas were adopted by the early chirstian churches
· Clestory windows, the nave
· Apes at the end of the building

Basilica Ulpia VS St. Michaels Hildensheim ca. 1000 , 9.34- 9.36
· Similar because they have apes at both ends
· Entrances on the side, different then Old st. Peter’s
· Lager apes in the St. Michaels Hildensheim (east end is more evolutionary) ( belief that a contact with a saint remains, has some kind of power- crips) development of pilgrimage. 
· Xs represent the groin vault 

SAINTE-Foy, Conques, France 1050-1120 , 10.3 -10.11 Vs St.Micheal’s Hildensheim
· Transcript of St. Micheals is smaller 
· Sainte0Foy has radiating chapels (designed for the pilgrims) 
· Allows for separation of the monks and the pilgrims (less disturbance) in the Saint –Foy. 
· Xs represent groin vaulting (not in aisles) 
· Barrel Vault – straight tube with rib vaults. 

Pilgrimage Road Churches (roamnesquees) 
· All have radiating chapels
· All have barrel vaults
· All have naves
· has galleries in the interior
· in closed buttresses , windows illuminating the nave is more dark 
· Round head arches in Romanesque architecture

Gothic Churches
· buttresses are outside of the building (flying buttresses) 
· Brighter nave due to the buttresses not covering the window
· Gothic architeure has pointed arches

Sainte-Foy , Conques VS Reims 1211 – 1290
· Pointed arches (sainte Foy) vs Reims (pointed)
· Larger rose windows in the Reims 
· Taller columns and ceilings in gothic architecture
· More harmony in the achrtural elements ( rose windows, ribbons) in gothic

· Consistency of gothic churches

Kind’s College Chapel, Cambridge 1508-1515, 11.49 
· No flying buttresses (but there are butreeses , very large) 
· Has a single door entrance, not three. (no aisles)
· Gothic 3 story building

· Gothic period continues through renaissances 
· In French gothic building, they have decorated ceilings

· The giant window mimics the shape of the nave (consistency)
