[bookmark: _GoBack]Karl Marx – Wage Labour and Capital 						2015-10-02

- Wages = sum of money paid by a capitalist to a worker for labour time/labour output
- Capitalist buys labour with money, workers sell their labour power
- Labour power = commodity measured by clocks (e.g. buys 3 hours of labour for 2 dollars) 
- Worker sells his life-activity (labour power) for means of subsistence 
- Worker produces wage 
	- Life doesn’t start until after work
	- Work only has meaning as earnings 
- Salves and serfs don’t sell their labour power, free labourers do
- Workers cannot leave class of purchasers (capitalist class) = needed for existence 

- Price of labour is determined by the cost of production = labour time needed to produce a commodity
	- Cost of production of labour power = cost needed to maintain worker as a worker/training him
	- Price of his labour will determined by price of the needed means of subsistence 
- Depreciation of worker is taken into account = old ones need to be replaced by new ones 
- Cost of production of simple labour power = cost of existence/reproduction of the worker 
	- Cost of existence/reproduction = wages (wage minimum), which apply to entire working class

- Capital consist of raw materials, instruments of labour, and means of subsistence that produce new materials, new instruments of labour, and new means of subsistence
	- All products of labour = accumulated labour 
- Production only takes place when workers co-operate in certain ways/exchange their activities 
- Social relations of production transform with change of productive forces (e.g. new technology)
- Capital = bourgeois production relation 
	- Capital is also sum of commodities, exchange value, and social magnitudes 

- Commodities/exchange value become capital through maintaining/multiplying itself as an independent social power by means of its exchange for labour power 
- Capitalist receives creating power where worker replaces what he consumes and gives accumulated labour at greater values than before 
- Capital depends on exploit of workers = gain of commodity needs to outweigh price of production
	- Workers depended on capital to live = need wages to buy stuff

- Growth of capital = high amount of workers needed
	- Wages may rise with rapid increase of capital profit 
- Material position of worker may improve at cost of his social position = still slave to the bourgeois 
- Increase of capitalism = increase of competition 
- Need to sell more cheaply than the competition = need for cheaper production (race to the bottom) 
- Cheaper production = increase in machines to replace workers (less wages to pay) 
- Cheaper commodities = need to sell more of them
- Division of labour = less workers needed and labour is simplified 
	- Workers need to sell their labour power cheaper to get work
	- Simple labour = lower cost of production to master it, which means lower wages 
		- Work becomes unsatisfying

Karl Marx – Capitalism, Machinery, and Automation

- Machine has skill/strength in replace of the worker  
- Objectified labour = power or activity which creates value by value existing for itself
	- Machines act as form of production and force of production 
- Productive force of society is measured in fixed capital 
- Direct labour becomes moment in process of production = workers are there to make sure machines work right 
- Greater the scale on which fixed capital develops, more does the constant flow of reproduction become externally compelling condition for mode of production founded on capital

- Exchange of living labour for objectified labour = development of value relation and of production resting on value 
- Wealth becomes less depended on labour time than on power of agencies set in motion during labour time 
- Workers don’t produce things, machines do 
- Capital wants to make wealth independent of labour time employed on it through science/nature
- And use labour time as measuring tool for social forces to confine them to limits needed to keep already created value as value 

- Output on time employed in direct production must be larger than what’s needed for reproduction of capital 
	- Need to build more roads etc. than needed to build machines to do the work
- Wealth is measured by disposable time and not labour time
- Surplus labour = additional labour done after the needed labour time to produce the means of livelihood for a worker
- Upkeep of machines if more expensive than upkeep of workers = machines are more valued than workers

Sigmund Freud – Civilization and Its Discontents 

- Suffering stems from:
	- Superior force of nature
	- Feebleness of our own bodies
- Inadequacy of regulations that adjust mutual relations between humans in families/state/society  
- Civilization = sum of achievements and regulations that distinguishes our lives from animal ancestors 
	- Protects men form nature
	- Adjust their mutual relations 
- Cultural = all activities/resources that are useful to people for making earth serviceable, for protecting them against forces of nature
- Gods were cultural ideas = attributed wishes unattainable to humans 
- Expect civilization to value beauty, cleanliness, order, ideas (scientific, artistic, and intellectual) 
- Motive force of human activities is striving towards utility and yield of pleasure 
- Man’s social relations are regulated 
- Human life only made possible when majority comes together which is stronger than any separate individual and remains untied against all separate individuals 
- Civilization = power of the community over the individual 
- Urge for freedom is directed against certain forms/demands from civilization
