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Rumors
Unsubstantiated information that spreads and is accepted by  large number of people. Localized or dispersed.
We take pleasure in peoples plain.
Urban legend: an account of a surprising and implausible event that probably never really happened which sweeps through a population, and where the source is usually a “friend of a friend” or via some other method. 


Fashion and fads
Behavior and or object that becomes popular for a short time. Often there is no rational explanation for popularity.
Pet rock
Streaking
Xmas toys, tickle me elmo, Atari
Hair styles
Fads come and go. Fashion comes back.

Social movements as a form of collective behavior
Number of people organized and coordinated to achieve some task often interested in bringing about social change compared to other forms of collective behavior, movements have a high degree of organization and are of longer duration
MAD.
Civil rights movements
Certain movements come and go. 

4 stages in a movement
1. Emergence: perception of problem, leadership established.
2. Coalescence: grows, better organized.
3. Bureaucratization: more formal
4. Decline: goal is achieved, there is poor leadership, agents of social control – mothers against drunk driving, there goal was achieved and it was made into a law. 

Examples: militia movement in the us, MADD, Abortion, peace movement, anti nuclear, anti globalization (gives us riots and shit) 

Recent protests in Canada
Apec: pm set directors to the rcmp, to have hoarded off areas for protesters. So world leaders wouldn’t see them. Whole point of protesting so people see you so you know they have an issue with you.

Collective behavior theory
Contagion theory
Gustave Lebon: the crowd is like a wild animal – early statement made in the late 19th century by him
People in crowds are under the control of the animal and will do things out of the ordinary
Crowd dynamics are characterized by anonymity, suggestibility, and contagion. 

Deindividuation
A process where existing social conditions lead to changed in how a person sees themselves 
A shift from an individual to group mentality,
This can have the affect of allowing deviant behavior to become more prevalent. 

Convergence theory
Collective behavior  results form the convergence of like minded people, predisposed to participating in some form of collective activity, at particular events
Collective violence at come rock concerts may be result of violence prone people being attracted to the event.

Emergent norm theory
Assumes people are basically conformists
Assumes that crows may serve as the foundation for the emergence of deviant norms
Collective behavior may in some instances be a case of good people conforming to deviant norms that emerge within the crowd
Crowd made me do it.

Deprivation theory
Collective behavior may be a function of deprivation
If crowds feel deprived they use thee feelings as the foundation for collective action
Feelings of deprivation have been linked to a number of collective actions, throughout history. 

Mass society theory
Applicable primarily, to the occurrence of social moemvements in large industrialized societies
Movements may be a function of alienation and marginality felt by large segments of the population
Movement form, and people join movements to escape marginality

Journalist from Toronto.
How little things can make a big difference
The tipping point

The dramatic moement in an epidemic when everything changes at once
Things tip because of of the dramatic efforts of a select few
In order to create one contagious movement, you might have to create several small ones

there are exceptional people who are capable of starting an epidemic

He later turnd himself in and went to trial. His name Bernie goetz. Known as subway vigilatie. When he went to trial, found not guilty because of jury nullification jury identified with the offender. 
Gladwell looks into the article called the broken windows theory
