· Leased by the Metro Toronto Housing Authority
· Drug problems amongst the Youth
· High crime rates
· High unemployment rate 
· Suggested that the planners are to blame for the poor living conditions
· Place apartment structures in a sea of grass with no streets
· Not connected to anything surrounding it
· Open space doesn’t make sense
· Nobody knows who is in control of it 
· Groups that worked for disadvantaged people after the war
· Wanted to clear out the slums 
· Social redevelopment plans
· Change the way people think about the community and themselves 
· Reconstruction did not begin till 2005, still ongoing 
· Although the neighbourhood can be rebuilt, the people remain the same 
Assessment of Chicago School
Positives:
· Focus on ethnographic and field research
· Changed focus from IND to COM
· Focus on situation
· More complete picture
Negatives:
· Limited definition of crime
· Focused on certain types of crimes in specific areas
· Ex. Ignores white collar and corporate crimes
· Ignores social structure
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Not addressing macro social issues
· Ecological fallacy
· Solution = individual participation
· Should focus on other social situations
