How poorly people are being treated and how they are fed with lies, abuse, and betrayal. Thousands of jobs are being lost each day leaving people unemployed. Michael’s central argument in the video is that capitalism is very evil because it has ruined the lives of many people. In the movie, First of all Michael Moore talks about the mishaps taking place in General Motors. For the sake of the company’s profit, thousands of people are thrown out of work and those are lucky enough to keep their jobs are forced to work overtime without getting the hourly wage they deserve. When Michael Moore interviewed the GM chief lobbyist,           Mr. Tom Kay, he said that they were ready to eliminate thousands of jobs without caring about people being jobless in order to stay competitive in the today’s economic climate. Then he looked over the salaries given to the pilots because they were clearly not paid enough for the skills they possessed. Management was taking an advantage of the pilots because they loved their jobs. Some of the pilots were forced to take on a second jobs such waitressing at a restaurant for minimum wage, and some had to go as far as selling their own blood plasma to earn enough to fulfill their basic needs. On 12th February 2009, flight 3407 crashed into a house in New York which caused the death of 50 people. The media focused on the actions of the pilot stating they were being careless rather than considering the amount of pressure they were under and the wages they were paid. Pilots were being paid so poorly they were thought to be making less than a Taco Bell manager (Capitalism: A Love Story). Michael Moore also found out that Capitalism can make ways out of anything even if corporations have to make profit out of an employee’s death. Irma Johnson’s husband, Daniel worked in a middle management at the Amegy Bank. When Daniel died of cancer, Amegy Bank took out a secret life insurance plan on Daniel which allowed them to pocket nearly $1.6 million over his death, which was a very painful moment for Daniel's family when they found out about it. These kinds of events show that most employees are more valuable dead than alive to these corporations. After getting through couple of cases about companies seeking profit over their employee’s deaths. It was found that companies usually purchase life insurance plans on younger employees, and since women are expected to live longer than men, young females were considered very valuable to the company. Secondly people who are in factories were laid out of their jobs without getting the money they were owed and the benefit that they were obliged to. Finally after 6 days of strike they were able to get all the things they deserved prior to getting laid off.
