Patriarchal masculinity is a political-social system that insists males are “inherently” dominating, superior to everything and everyone else is weak, especially females. They keep their dominance by being violent towards those that they believe are weak. Men have the right to keep their dominance. This teaches men that their sense of self and identity, their reason for being is situated in their capacity to dominate. Feminist masculinity might include healthy self-esteem, love, and how to love justice in ways that foster and sustain life.

2) In your own words, what does bell hooks mean when she says that patriarchy will not heal [men and boys].  If that were so they would all be well” (/1)


Patriarchy will not help men solve their problems: health and wellbeing, violence is not the answer to these problems.
