Sperm Formation: Occurs in Seminiforms Tubules of Testes
-Spermatogenesis
In fetal stage: Primordial Germ Cells -> Spermatogoonium cell (2n)
Puberty: FSH+LH -> Spermatogium differentiate-> Spermatocytes Meiosis -> Spermatocytes (2n)
Seminiferous Tubules -> Spermatogium
                                        -> Sertoli Cells 
· Primary somatocytes undergo meiosis I to form secondary somatocytes (n)
· Secondary somatocytes undergo meiosis II to form spermatids (n) 
· Spermatids undergo spermatogenesis into spermatozoa 

Path Sperm Takes to External Environment
ST->Rete testis->Efferent Ducts->epididymis (stored and maturation)->ductus (vas) deferens->ejaculatory ducts->urethra (prostatic)->eternal urethra 

Puberty-> Hypothalamus (Leptin) (GnRH) Gonadotropin Releasing Hormone – Anterior pituitary – FSH & LH
Ovum Formation->Occurs in ovaries -> gamete female -> ova 
-oogensis beings in the fetal period (major difference b/w male and female)
-primary oocyte is surrounded by primordial follcles
When the sperm contacts the secondary ooocyte, it completes meiosis II and an ovum is formed
