Chapter 23- The Respiratory System

Ventilation-> air moves into the lungs when pressure in the lungs is less than atmospheric pressure 
	       -> air moves out of lungs when pressure in the lungs is greater than atmospheric pressure 

Recall Boyle’s Law 
Quiet Inhalation 
· Active process bc it involves the contraction of muscles (diaphragm flattens, external intercostal) 
· Patm > Plungs = air moves in 
Force Inhalation
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Engages other muscles: sternocleidomastoid (elevates the sternum), scalene muscles, pectoralis minor (increase ribs 3&5)
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
