               We now rely on electricity, the fresh waterbatc and what happens when this collapses? Our reliability strategy is undermining our resilient strategy. There is no resilience within us. Up North Inuit people have more resilience .... knowing weather patterns and all these things. 
· We do not live in one particular mythology; we live in layers providing the matrix in which we think about our relationship to animals and nature.
