
Napoleonic France
	•	enseignment regime was gone 
	•	revolution based on human rights in France (french rev)
	•	continuation of revolution was napoleon (I am the revolution) - Napoleon
	•	no change between revolutionary period and his reign 
	•	from 83 depart he made 130 depart,
	•	he opened up the first national bank in France, 
	•	France always struggled with finances, richer than Britain etc but never have enough money
	•	British were better because they had a national bank now napoleon copied that
	•	borrowing from bank rather than from individuals, the bank had to have set rates etc not like individuals 
	•	brought financial stability 
	•	napoleon took specific care to french society, rights of peasants and continuing of getting rid of feudalism and looking into the interests of middle class (bourgeois)
	◦	they got many privileges, they got the right to vote, 
	◦	universal manhood suffrage - everyone could vote
	◦	instead of universal it was only limited to people who could pay more, brought down universal suffrage 
	◦	Napoleon kept it bc it let only the richest of the middle class to cast a vote 
	•	Three objectives of the the revolution 
	◦	liberte (freedom to all french men)
	◦	egalite (how equal did french men become under the revolution)
	◦	fraternite
	◦	Making french men brothers of one another, he introduced a civil code (for the entire of enseignment regime, france didn't have one single rule of law, it was a patchwork of number of legal precedents, practice of old roman laws, provincial laws and customary laws and under this system it was hard for anyone to succeed anywhere else)
	◦	nap unified the code and brought in one single rule of law
	◦	it made it easier for french men etc
	◦	this allowed them to settle do business anywhere,
	◦	positive development (making one single rule of law)
	•	tried to settle differences with the church
	◦	he signed concordat (1801), a understanding with pop pious the seventh
	◦	he didn't really care about religion in the beginning
	◦	the revolution lashed out against the church
	◦	he made deal with church, the rome vatican not bc he cared but because by establishing understanding he eliminated civil war in France
	◦	tens of thousand of peasants opposed the revolution bc of its treatment of the church
	◦	peasants was a conservative social group and they really likes religion
	◦	the agreement was advantageous to the state
	◦	the church could never demand back what they lost (ensuring what the middle class gained through the revolution)
	◦	the priests would have to spare loyalty to the state
	◦	civil rights were given back to the church
	◦	religious tolerance
	◦	allowed free practice of religion 
	◦	(protestants and jewish minority) 
	•	introduced the code napoleonic
	◦	legal transformation of the state
	◦	they not only had one legal system 
	◦	but it also applied to civil life and commerce, family and in european white context, any land that was taken under french control would use the same legal system
	◦	reason /root of how he did this, 
	◦	he found family as critical, if family life is stable then social life would
	◦	what would bring stability to the family, not withstanding equality (gender equality wasn't a thing),
	◦	he had the most support from middle class
	◦	criminal code - two kinds of crimes
	▪	real crime - murder, thievery, muggings, fraud, abuse of system punished according to the law
	▪	phony crime - anything related to religion, didnt want to challenge Rome or undermine the church, (superstition, witchcraft, sacrilege, blasphemy) - useless didn't matter to the state and this was something prevalent during the enseignment regime
	◦	declared that every accused has a right for legal representation (napoleon introduced this),
	◦	and for poor the state would have to pay for legal representation
	◦	did he uphold of fraternity, yes 
	•	egalite - his contributions were based on merit, any talented person could find the door open to work for state, etc. there were opportunities
	◦	anyone who was rich could become a general etc, could have any position they wanted 
	◦	rich people could buy rank doesn't matter their knowledge
	◦	but the men now who want etc is because of (the baton is in your backpack) if you understand military affairs etc the door is open and you will be promoted 
	◦	the 26 marshals he had, head of the army 21 came from common background 
	◦	he was so successful in military affairs because he had talented individuals rather than those who bought their positions
	◦	meritocracy 
	◦	people loved napoleon and remained loyal because of this.
	◦	1814
	•	legion of honour may 1802, 
	◦	something of the enseignment regime 
	◦	going back towards the old ways 
	◦	hereditary class nobility 
	◦	devoted to his regime 
	◦	return to old system 
	◦	because they just got rid of hereditary 
	•	he declared himself the first console in 1800 after the coup d’etat
	◦	they criticized the committee of public safety and the directory but criticizing napoleon didn't go well 
	◦	60 of these newspapers were shut down and their heads were arrested, if they talked shit about napoleon 
	◦	if it didn't depict napoleon in a good light they would be censored 
	◦	the school system itself were open and limited to what it would teach, religion was got rid of, military affairs, medicine and science
	◦	prepare them for military service etc or civic service 
	◦	limited and highly controlled environment created by napoleon
	◦	looking at egalite, every individual was free after the revolution
	◦	but within two years the revolutionaries introduced, movement
	▪	limited movement of working class, couldn't move unless was given permission
	▪	not conducive to freedom
	▪	liberator wasn't lived up to 
	•	secret police, everyone was under state control 
	◦	university wasn't free to educate pupils, sciences ect anything proposed by napoleon and only was stuff that would benefit him
	◦	not really living up to freedom 
	•	propaganda was incesive 
	◦	he saved the naval base 
	◦	raised the siege of tulon and brought it back to the revolutionaries 
	◦	after he became a national
	◦	napoleon never crossed the alps (he crossed on a donkey) 
	•	1804-05, he crowned himself the emperor, 
	◦	his objectives changed 
	◦	he invited pious the seventh
	◦	pious would be the main actor,
	◦	to the shock of the church , continent etc, before the pope gave it to napoleon he crowned himself 
	◦	by this he reduced the church 
	•	territorial conquest 
	◦	france ran 70% of the continent, 
	◦	he became the head of the entire system 
	◦	no state would stand against him 
	◦	any state that denied him would subjugated and turn into parts of france
	◦	few stated remained in opposition, esp britain, would not accept revolutionaries of napoleon, they became source of opposition
	◦	the supplied any state in Europe that would oppose 
	◦	britain because the centre of opposition of french 
	◦	transforming hapsburg empire and austrians and transforming them 
	◦	gains for napoleon 
	◦	in 1809when he defeated the austrians, the austrian king had to give up his daughter to napoleon and elevating napoleon status further, had he refused the request, 
	•	napoleons primary objective (create an heir) what louis the sixteenth couldnt do 
	•	1806 went to war with prussia? 
	•	lost against the british in 1805, he thought to bring in another the continental system 
	•	continental system sought to unify the economies of mainland europe against the british
	•	force the british to submit to europe 
	•	alexander tzar of russia had to accept 
	•	the french could never offer the russians what the british used to offer 
	•	when british were forced out of continent and cut ties with russians, they couldn't replace
	•	economic decline in russia after this, 
	•	alexander wanted some territorial reward, napoleon denied wouldnt give them anything 
	•	The grand duchy of warsaw
	•	napoleon threatened alexander, he said he could do the same to russia 
	•	this issue brought russia and france to war 
	◦	summer of 1812, france military crossed over
	◦	he thought it would be the same as prussia and austria 
	◦	he miscalculated, 
	◦	russia was better in territorial and economic terms
	◦	600000 french men, russians with less men they went deeper into russia bc they territorial bigger
	◦	trapped deep into russia, 2000 km from paris 
	◦	they could have defeated them 
	◦	he always would gamble etc and take risks but as emperor he wouldn't take risks and he refused to throw in his last reserves and thats what prevented his final defeat of russia
	◦	he had to pull out, only half returned
	•	The reckoning 
	◦	by 1813 his entire empire was falling apart, in the last effort to get rid of fourth coalition trying to get rid of him the battle of leipzig was one of the bloodiest battles of 19th century, the battle of the nations
	◦	his empire came to an end 
	◦	all the previously subjugated states were free
	◦	the pursued the french
	◦	took over paris by russians 
	◦	and the french learned 
	◦	kazaks who were impatient for napoleon (bistro means fast in russian) 
	◦	alexander found napoleon a positive likeable person 
	◦	he was exiled to the island of elba just off the italian coast
	◦	he returned back in 1815 started another uprising trying to defeat another coalition before superiority 
	◦	the battle of waterloo in the summer of 1815 
	◦	he wanted wage a battle so bad 
	◦	he undertook the battler under unfavourable geographic terrioty 
	◦	he was defeated, they sent him as far away from europe as possible 
	◦	st helena under british control, thats where he would die in 1823 
	◦	the french claim he was poisoned 
	◦	found arsenic in his hair, (arsenic stays in your dna for centuries) 
	◦	he also suffered from an ulcer (early 19th century they treated it with arsenic)
	•	(exiled them because didnt want to make enemies with france, humane way) 
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
