Empire
· an extensive group of states or countries under a single supreme authority, formerly especially an emperor or empress.
· Includes imperial core (metropole), and colonies. Substantial inequality between the two

Westphalian system (pg. 16 + pg. 17)
· Westphalia (16)
· After the Thirty Years’ War in Europe, national leaders of Europe made a deal for peace
· Treaty of Westphalia in 1648
· Catholics and Protestants to live in peace on their separate territories
· One of earliest expressions for any kind of tolerance for difference found in any legal system
· Values are STATE CENTRIC. Places nation-states over entities like NGOs, media, international institutions like UN and perhaps even individual human persons
· Westphalian system: Leaders of Europe came together to stop the bloodshed of religious conflicts. 
· Significance: Countries were now responsible for determining their own governance (secular or non-secular) A prime example of political sovereignty

Western civilization (23-26)
· Has 2 meanings (both a place and a state of mind)
· Geographical reference to western Europe and the colonies it created; especially through the Americas and Australia/New Zealand
· Shared values, especially of how to run a society
· They value these things (roughly!)
· Individualism
· Limited, democratic government
· Free-market capitalism
· History of christianity being the dominant religion
· Commitment to science and technology to improve people’s lives
· Urbanization
· Robust civil society activity (non-state groupings like NGOs, churchers, etc)
Non-state actors
· Non-governmental groupings/organizations

Immigration
· The movement/arrival of people to a country from another country, seeking to settle and create new lives for themselves
· Without it, population would decrease
· Immigration Corridor: heavily travelled route taken by people immigrating (search of better opportunities)
Refugee
· An individual forced to leave their home country as a result of war or persecution
· Immigrants leave their home willingly to make a better life for them and the motive is to be better off economically
· The United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees ensures that refugees receive decent treatment from receiving countries until they manage to find a home and is granted asylum from its new home country·  

Migrant worker
· Someone who participates in temporary/seasonal work across the border 
· Tobacco example
· Canada’s SWAP program for seasonal agricultural work
· The nature of the work is labour intensive

· Face of environmental issues

· Organic view on society 
· Accepts inequality 


Socialism
· Rejects inequality
· Organic view on society: sharing of resources
· See the future as opportunity 
· Concern about inequality
· Legal commitment to human rights
· Positive role of the state: government should help negotiate this sharing, but not by an entrenched elite group
· Look towards the future as opportunity: the past is something to be overcome

Realism vs idealism in foreign policy
· Post- 9/11 American Narratives Justifying the Use of Pre-emptive Strikes Against Iraq:
· “The greater the threat, the greater is the risk of inaction – and the more compelling the case for taking anticipatory action to defend ourselves, even if uncertainty remains as to the time and place of the enemy’s attack. To forestall or prevent such hostile acts by our adversaries, the US will, if necessary, act presumptively” (National Security Strategy, 2002
· Realism: assurance/national security 
· Unconstrained maximization 
· Selfish motives are openly pursued
· Typical strategy of great powers
· Constrained maximization
· Selfish motives are hidden behind promises and negotiation
· Typical strategy of small or middle power 
· Idealism: altruism/human security 
· Small scale
· Pursues small and conal arena (foreign aid)
· Large scale 
· Favours large sudden shifts in politics (creation of the UN)

National vs human security
· (realist and idealist) Realist: For realist, national security is about strengthening the nation and providing protection for it which is done with military force. National security boils down to hard power which is the ultimate sense of protection for a country. 
· Human security: Human security applies to a broader more inclusive group of people. It focuses on; health care spending, education spending, and growing a healthy economy to grow these programs. 


Treaty making 
·  A bilateral treaty is made between two countries. A multilateral is made among three or more countries. 
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GDP 
· gross domestic product 
· C + I + G + (X-M) = GDP
· used to gauge the health of a country's economy. 
· It represents the total dollar value of all goods and services produced over a specific time period, often referred to as the size of the economy.
· Canada’s GDP = 1.653 trillion USD (2017)

Comparative advantage 
· is defined as a country’s ability to produce good or services more efficiently and inexpensively than another.

Autarchy vs mercantilism
· Autarchy: is a policy of determined self-sufficiency in economic matters. It's the drive for the nation to provide as much as it can for itself and to minimize any dependency on foreign relations or trade. 
· Mercantilism: sees the national government playing the leading role in economic policy, trying to do the absolute best it can for its country and its people by maximizing their resources and using them to further develop and strengthen the nation.

Free trade 
· international trade left to its natural course without any protectionist measures (ie tariffs, quotas, etc)
Fair trade
· trade in which fair prices are paid to producers in developing countries.

Countering violent extremism
· state/non-state actors put programs in place to deal with the factors that make people susceptible to joining extremists organizations
-> structural factors: political, economic, historical, religious, and institutional
systems
-> group based dynamics: peer pressure, values, identities and norms of groups
-> enabling factors: events, networks, platforms (both online and physical)
-> individual incentives: sense of purpose, adventure, belonging, feelings
of isolation, lack of control and the idea of rewards in the after life

Armed conflict
· Use of weapons 
· Physical violence between two or more groups
· Definition of war is An international and widespread armed conflict between groups of people.  This is true whether these groups are within one country engaged in civil war, or in different countries engaged in classic international warfare.
· “War is the continuation of politics by other means” (von Clausewitz, 1831)
· War is “the actual, intentional and widespread armed conflict between groups of people” (Orend 228) 
Cause
· Armed Conflict – one of the basic tools of foreign policy
· In the last 100 years, there have been over 200 wars – 2 new wars every year
· “War is the continuation of politics by other means” (von Clausewitz, 1831)
· War is “the actual, intentional and widespread armed conflict between groups of people” (Orend 228)
· Armed Conflict is “the use of weapons and physical violence with the intention of inflicting damage and harm upon people in an effort to get them to do what you want” (Orend 228)
· Intra-state conflict (inside states: civil war) vs. inter-state conflict (between states: international war

Symmetrical vs asymmetrical warfare
· Symmetric = same 
· Wars due to government related issues 
· Two world wars on a large scale
· Asymmetric = different
· Non-government related (ex: school shootings)
· Non state armed groups (terrorist groups)

Just cause
· Jus ad bellum - Right of War
· Acting in self defense to aggressive actions (moving through individual state or collective state efforts)
· does not include pre-emptive strikes to ward off expected aggression 
· Determined by states

Proportionality
· Jus ad bellum - of War
· Violence against a perceived act 
· Aggression proportional to violence balance between violation & response 

Last resort
· Jus ad bellum - Right of War
· Other options including all diplomatic & soft power options have been exhausted
· Widely recognized that war is the only option left

Public declaration of war
· By proper authority 
· Jus ad bellum -Right of War
· States must receive approval from international institutional checks and balance such as UN security council
· Resolutions before they move in act of war

	Jus Ad Bellum: rights of War, Justice before war
· A set of justifiable criteria for engaging in war; those with war power (leaders)

· Taliban offered protection for Al-Qaeda = enabling = target for US
Proportionality: NOO
· 9/11 = 3,000 people and damaged property, response = military targets and rebuilding Afghanistan 
Public Declaration by Proper Authority: Attack was direct, therefore, UN approval not needed, only State

Last Resort: Asked Taliban to hand over al-Qaeda and stop terrorism = war was the only option left
	Iraq, 2003
· Overthrow and execution of Saddam Hussein = ruled for 25 years
Just Cause: Britain and US did Primitive Strike = NOO
Proportionality: didn’t attack first = NOOO
Public Declaration: Withdrew request from UN because knew France & Russia veto = NOO. Also, UNSC resolution was argued had permission because Iraq broke agreements
Last Resort: NOOO because didn’t attack first...

·  a global political commitment which was endorsed by all member states of the UN in 2005 to address four key concerns; 1. Genocide 2. War crimes 3. Ethnic cleansing and 4. Crimes against humanity.

Strategy vs Tactics
· Strategy:  refers to big-picture plan of how to defeat an enemy whereas tactics refer specifically to how one should fight particular battles as pieces in the overall strategy.

· Medicine: Diagnosis, prognosis, treatment of diseases in individuals
· Public Health: population-focused health care for an entire population/ nation of people mainly designed to prevent illnesses and stop illnesses from becoming widespread, rather than treating and curing illnesses.
· Prevent illness and disease
· Prevent suffering
· Prolong people’s lives
· Promote health during life
· Organizing health professionals and institutions
· Reduce the costs (human and financial) of outbreaks
· Increase the efficacy of healthcare delivery in multiple zones including urban and rural areas of the world
· Smoking plays a huge role in public health 
· Effects babies

Aid vs development
· Timeframe: Short-term relief (less ambitious; requires less commitment)
· Purpose: Respond as humanitarians with monetary donations, gifts/goods
· Design: To alleviate an acute crisis (e.g., famine, natural disaster)
· Problem: aid can become charity upon which the recipient countries become dependent
· Donors: the West/ Global North 
· Recipients: Global South

Development 
· Timeframe: Longer-term investment (much more ambitious; requires greater commitment)
· Purpose: Grow a society via loans, direct investment (private [corporate] and public [government] sector), and services such as advice and expertise
· Design: 
· To improve economic growth and transform how a society is politically governed. 
· To help another nation become more affluent, healthier, stable, and industrially robust. 
· To help with post-conflict reconstruction
Sources:
· Private: NGOs/ charities, Profit (corporate), Remittance
· Public: Gov’t based agencies  
GDP = standard of living per person, not quality of life

3 waves of development 
1) Top-Down, State-Centric (1945-1975)
· Trigger modern industrial development through money trickle-down (remember the success stories of the rehabilitation of Germany and Japan post-WWII; agricultural knowledge transfer at this time was also a success story)
· Cold War Logics – Military ‘gifts’ called ‘development assistance’ were used to ‘encourage’ other nations to support the US rather than the Soviet Union during the Cold War
· Agenda: Realist in approach; support security strategy
· Realism = states pursue for power
· Top-down model: Government to government
· Tied-Aid: cash with strings attached to buy donor country’s goods (a form of corporate subsidization not funded by donor country’s voters)
· Movement of money and resources. First historic wave 
2) Structural Adjustments Programs (SAPs) (1975-1995)
· Expectation that countries receiving aid will ‘adjust the structures’ of their societies to facilitate sustainable development
Espresso version of capitalism, rise of corporations
· Awarded for their compliance
· Which adjustments and what awards?
· Loans used as carrots to install compliance with market policies
· Encourage growth of private businesses and free-market enterprise
· Reduce subsidies to consumer industries
· Cut spending on public sector including size of government agencies
· Reduce government regulation on areas such as resource extraction and workers rights.
· Cut public services expenditures such as in education, health, and social safety nets; reduce costs of doing business (“trim the fat”)
· Encourage foreign investments
· Establish anti-corruption and anti-bribery measures
· Privatize property
· Control inflation 
· Encouraged corruption and fiscal mismanagement
· Recipient countries grew resentful of the system of tied aid → led to game playing (pretending to care about donor country industries)
· Benefits on the ground were minimal
· Top-down decision-making: highly ineffective
· Adjustments = rewards model did not stimulate the economies of developing countries like economists predicted
· Awards: development loans that governments ended up struggling to repay, some of which are still in repayment status.
· Every dollar spent by recipient countries on debt servicing and fees is not spent on development
· Local industries do not have the capacity to service debt and create left-over capital for development projects
3) Bottom-up Pluralism (1995 - present) 
· Pluralism – no longer ‘state-centric’, heavy involvement of non-state actors (non government) in the delivery of development assistance
· NGOs, UN agencies, Universities and Colleges, Foundations and Think-tanks, MNCs, Remittances, Churches
· Bottom-up strategy: from the local people making recommendations and guiding the ‘experts’
· Capacity-building: what do people need to live productive lives? (Example of foundation devoted to capacity-building is ‘Engineers Without Borders’
· Still evidence of SAPs, tied-aid, military aid, but also significant difference in perspective (‘People, not projects’, ‘women, not men’

Structural adjustment programs
· 2nd wave of Developmental assistance
· Program used as financial incentives for countries to adjust structures of public expenditures and increase economic growth
· Encourages rise for public corps

Global governance
· movement towards political cooperation among transnational actors, aimed at negotiating responses to problems that affect more than one state or region.
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
