Ideologies 
· Systems of ideas with histories (Ideologies are hard to define, always changing, systems of interconnected ideas)
· Aim to shape social change 
· Should be able to answer these four questions for every ideology: Explanation, Evaluation, Orientation, Political Program
· Ball and Dagger – Every ideology has a particular interpretation of freedom
Bryan Barry on Liberal Ideas
· Fundamental equality of all human beings: Inequality is an artifact
· Every doctrine should be open to critical scrutiny
· No religious dogma can reasonably be held with certainty

· Medieval Europe & the reformation (origin of liberalism, long before the world liberalism was made in spain in the 18th century)
· Liberalism in England, America and France (revolutionary idea, Glorious revolution in England, American revolution and 1789 revolution in France)

Conservatism in General: 2
· Classical Conservatives: Flawed Human beings, Hierarchy, Tradition, Anti-revolution
· Contemporary Conservatives: Small Government, Free markets, Strong Military
Edmund Burke 1729-
Burke
· Human Nature (sinners, imperfect, unequal)
· Society (not separate, social contract doesn’t make sense, society is an intergenerational covenant)
· Revolution and Reform (against revolution, in favour of gradual reform)
· Government and Representation (pre-democratic age, Burke said a political representative should not just be a delegate, responsibility of a delegate to use his own judgement)
19th Century Conservatism
· De Maistre (throne and alter, need sources of authority, response to the revolution, first of the great reactionaries)
· Catholic Church (Pope Pius IX) (errors of modern society, specifically liberalism, especially the idea of human reason itself can tell us whats right, pope severely disagrees because you need god)
· Cultural conservatism (Hierarchy among individuals that you can’t get rid of, worried about industrial society, feared connection with nature and ability to live meaningful lives is being lost)
Conservatism Today (know key figures for each of them, in ball and dagger)
· Traditional Conservatism
· Individualist Conservatism
· Neoconservatism, the religious right
· Economic (like a liberal), Security (wants a strong military), Social Religious (social conservatism in defense of social morality)
Socialism in General: 1
· Property should be owned by Society (move away from private property)
· Basic goods should be produced with the aim of benefiting all
· Against capitalism and its unequal distribution of power
Socialism in General: 2
· Industrial revolution led to dangerous, difficult, undignified factory work
· Moral objections to exploitation, poverty and greed
· ‘Scientific claims about historical change and the end of capitalism
