








Core Values as a dance educator

As dance is an art therefore it requires to develop such knowledge and skills that perform and create a kind of artistic communication. I also believe in creativity. Therefore, as a teacher I will encourage my students to use creativity as this will help to polish their dance skills. They can use their creativity to make new dance steps and moves which can be different from others.

Also, using critical analysis I will guide the students how to improve and strengthen the techniques, process and boost the dance work.
In addition to this through proper monitoring, the movements of students can be noticed and improved through instruction. At times critical analysis seems to be demotivation for most of the students, nevertheless I will analyze their dance movements only to strengthen their talents and abilities and this will not affect their inspiration for dance. 
Thus, by implementing my above-mentioned core values into this profession I will try to teach my students to use dance as a “language” that will help them to perceive, identify and increase ability in performing proper dance movements and shaping the structure of dance. Dance itself is a language which plays a critical role in the evaluation of aesthetic judgements and interpreting it in that light. It is a way to convey message and at the same time providing entertainment to others. 
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
