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An emphasis on China’s relations with the Pak-India Area

China has had a consistent rise to power over the years; through their trade and industries they’ve developed a strong foothold in the matters of the world. However, it now seems that china faces a threat from the very countries that geographically support it. 
Through the past years, South Asian countries neighbouring China, such as India and Pakistan, have found their geographical relevance growing. Chinas direct bordering to these countries provides a unique advantage in forming relations and benefiting symbiotically with them. However, the fact remains that in the race to become a superpower of a country, China is not the only contestant.
In the past year, Putin and Modi have been continuously meeting, the bonds between Russia and India starting to grow, causing panic for China. As a country who’s currently facing economic failures and drawbacks, China strives to also gain influence in India, expanding their trade spectrum (which as we know is slowing down as people are turning away from Chinese products). If they’re unable to team up beneficially, Russia—with its extremely vast area, trade and relations—proves to be a threat in the race to become a new world superpower. 
The joining of India and China proves to be a very necessary step for china’s economy, though it seems many issues prevent this from happening. If people hold grudges, countries definitely do. Generations of governments not only pass down the power to rule the country but the unsaid duty to hold onto never ending conflicts. A countries identity ties in directly with its geopolitical history: every treaty, revolt, trade agreement and national disaster create a sense of country identity. It is something carried on consistently. Klaus Dodds brings this to light, stating that political leaders and journalists regularly draw upon geopolitical traditions, visual cultures, and national histories to articulate a sense of national identity and purpose. Being part of the same nation not 70 years ago, tensions are extremely high between Pakistan and India. This toxicity in the nations’ relationship seeps into neighbouring countries. China and Pakistan have always had a positive relationship. China has provided loans, aid and now has even begun building a highway leading from china all the way to the Arabian sea through Pakistan. Migration has increased, natural resources are seemingly being considered to share, jobs are being provided and all is looking well. However, due to this China seems to be losing India to Russia. The interference of a country’s past with its current relations doesn’t stop there: The US has regularly shown interest in Pakistan, using it for drone stations aimed at Afghanistan, basically fuelling Russia’s relationship with India. 
Nations also seem to forget the present when the past is more potent. An example is Pakistan, a dominant Islamic country, aiding Chinese trade despite the 1 million ethnic Uighur Muslims that have been tortured and thrown into concentration camps. Pakistan still retains some form of decent relations with the US, having aided them with drone attacks against Afghanistan, which is considered a brother country. It is only after extreme revolt against the US that China has been able to gain foothold in Pakistan. 
China has spent the last year with dropped trades, a fluctuating economy and is struggling to remove itself from the situation through creating positive, mutually beneficial agreements.
