1.) There’s a question that talks about some prison break and asks what actual event did it predict, it predicted some prison break in Iraq. Just remember Iraq (Abu Ghraib, this place pops up when I google (and the textbook) but cant remember if it was included in the answer ).
· Source (ch13): Situation in which American soldiers abused / tortured Iraqi people: failure of the whole system, not just the individuals guarding the Iraqi prisoners.
· Also, google talks about how this affected the event in Iraq

2.) One asks the main finding of the Milgram experiment, the answer is people will obey to a figure of authority of figure even if it was something unethical 
· Source (13.1) (p.553): Obedience to Authority: The Milgram Experiment
3.) There’s a question where someone undergoes surgery and asks what drug does he need, the answer would be opiates 
· They induce euphoria and relieve pain 
4.) Another drug question where it asks which pair is the active ingredient, the answer is snuff and nicotine
· MDMA is another name for ecstasy so it’s not the active ingredient
· Opiate’s active ingredient is morphine so it’s not whatever was on the exam
· THC is not the active ingredient in hemp 
5.) Forgot how the question was worded but just know that cocaine prevents reuptake
· Source: Physiology of Drugs slide (week 8)
6.) Question where it asks the definition of dissonance which is when your attitude and behaviour are not consistent with each other (trick question kinda, there’s another answer which sounds similar but pretty sure the definition above is the correct answer)
· Source (dictionary) the state of having inconsistent thoughts, beliefs, or attitudes, especially as relating to behavioral decisions and attitude change.
7.)  Question where someone is selling Kermit a car and talks about how sick Kermit will be in with the car and how fast it will go but doesn’t explain the poor features such as gas and shit, the answer to this question is peripheral route of persuasion 
· Source: (13.3) Peripheral route of persuasion “all about style, not substance → depends upon other features that are not directly related to the message itself, such as the attractiveness of the person delivering the information or sheer amount of information given”
8.) Question where it asks what sedatives activate, the answer is GABA
· Source: Physiology of Drugs slide (week 8)
9.) There’s a question where it asks which two factors affect set point, the answer is genetics and the environment 
· Source: (14.1) “genetics accounts for 50%-90% of variation in body weight; influence things such as body type, metabolism, and other physiological processes that contribute to body weight and size. genes contribute to a set point: a hypothesized mechanism that serves to maintain body weight around a physiologically programmed level, therefore body weight usually fluctuates a small range around the set point (10-20% increase or decrease)”
10.) This one asks what are the independent variables in the racial prejudice study, the answer is: the subject/participant’s race and prejudice condition 
· Just fill in the answer that mentions prejudice condition followed by subject’s race cause all the answers look the fucking same 
· Source (learning catalytics):

13.)  there’s a question I think was asking what the difference between somatoform and conversion disorder is, pretty sure I got this one wrong. So, know the definitions of both like the back of your hand cause all the options looked really similar. 
14.)  There’s two blanks defining prejudice and discrimination, all the answers looked the fucking same so I can’t remember lol. Know the definition of the two like the back of your other hand
15.)  This question gives a definition that I can’t remember sorry but it has something to do with groups and how you accept the ideas of a group its groupthink I believe
· Source: (13.1)
16.)  This one asks what external and internal attribution are
· Just know that internal is when you blame someone (explaining the behaviour of the actor in terms of some inate quality) (you call them an asshole because they cut you off when driving)
· External is when you explain the actor’s behaviour as the result of the situation (he cut you off cause he was in an emergency, trying to avoid debris on the road etc.)
17.)  Asks what Fundamental attribution error (FAE) is and tells you the correct word to fill in the blank
· Just know that FAE overemphasizes internal attribution and underemphasizes situational factors (external attribution)
· So people are more likely to blame the behaviour of someone rather than examine the situation
· On this question the options look like this i.e. (external;internal etc)
18.)  asks what factor makes Type A personality more prone to coronary heart disease, the only options I remember were irritability and compulsiveness. It might be compulsiveness because they drink and smoke but I am not too sure, I put irritability lmao 
19.) There’s a question that asks something around the lines of what do people do to cope with stress, the answer is secondary appraisal, just know that if this is an option it’s the right answer (unless the prof changes the exam)
· Source: (14.2) Secondary Appraisal:  they must determine how to cope with the threat. 
20.)  There’s another fill in the blank question, for the first answer it’s mimicry so if you see any option(s) with mimicry first then you know it’s that 
· E.g., (mimicry; chameleon effect)  I just made this answer up don’t think it was an option, seriously cant remember the 2nd part 
· Mimicry: taking on for ourselves the behaviours, emotional displays, and facial expressions of others.
21.)  This question asks what the distribution of diseases in a population is, that would be epidemiology
· Source: week 9, Epidemiology: study of the distribution of mental or physical illnesses in the population.
22.) There was a question mentioning an experiment and one of the options is about a white lab coat, the answer to this experiment question is that it is when a person (confederate) who disobeys will cause you to disobey too
· I didn’t study too much on this but I talked to two people and they said this was the correct answer 
23.)  Asks what an example of a symptom is and the only options I remember were depressed mood and delusion. I picked delusion but I am not sure if its correct 
- (Ok so this question either asked what is a symptom or what is not a symptom can’t remember) (delusion is a symptom of schizophrenia so I think I was right)
24.) This question asks which one does not belong and the options were something like this: (the answer is most likely bipolar cause the other ones are all unipolar)
· Unipolar disorder
· Bipolar
· Dysthymic mood
· Depression 

25.) There’s another question that asks which one doesn’t belong and the options were: (OCD seems like the odd one out here)
· Histrionic personality disorder
· Obsessive-compulsive disorder
· Avoidant personality disorder
· dependent personality disorder
26.) There’s a question that asks which option is the best for someone trying to recover from schizophrenia, the answer was something along the lines of the patient has a family with supportive feelings/emotions 
· The other answers were things that would actually worsen schizophrenia
27.)  Asks what is the disorder most common in males, that would be antisocial personality disorder 
· Male/female ratio: 82/18
28.) This question asks something like what is the stress response for oxytocin, it is tend-and-befriend
· Source: (ch14, Oxytocin: To tend and befriend)
· Fight or flight is an option but it has to do with adrenaline (?)
· “New studies are adding to a body of literature that shows oxytocin plays a key role in maternal bonding and social affiliation-what Taylor has labeled the "tend and befriend" response, as opposed to the "fight or flight" response.” http://www.apa.org/monitor/feb08/oxytocin.aspx
