The 3 criteria of a good argument:
1. Relevancy – One who presents reasons for an argument must present reasons that directly bear upon the conclusions. IRRELEVANT REASONS = BIG NONO. Fallacies of irrelevance that appeal to emotions and violate relevancy.
2. Acceptability – One who presents reasons for an argument must present reasons that are clear, not open to doubt, and not ambiguous. PROBLEMATIC PREMISES = NO. Don’t make a generalization out of a few pieces of evidence. Fallacies of ambiguity are confusing or mean more than one thing and violate acceptability.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Sufficiency – One must present reasons that are sufficient in number, the weight or quality of the reasons, and the substance/kind of reasons. HASTY CONCLUSIONS = NO. Two Types of sufficiency: Contextual – Arguments take place within a particular context. Global – Sometimes an argument has to go outside of the context. Fallacies of presumption make you already believe without arguing without any evidence given and have assumptions that violate sufficiency.
