Adam Smith
· Production was the key to a growing economy. 
· Ideal is free-trade society, average persons could start businesses, free from government intervention, and consumers would purchase from these producers at a price determined by the laws of supply and demand
· Capitalism was the most logical, lucrative, and moral political and economic system. 
· People are free to own property and do with it what they wish; they can also spend and earn in the manner they see fit. 
· The free-market economy is dictated by competition, which leads to the fairest prices and causes only the most efficient producers and consumers to benefit. 
· Capitalism, for Smith, is not a political/economic philosophy that only benefits the rich. In his mind, everyone, because private property exists, has the chance to own, create, and earn their own living.

Karl Marx
· Marx indicted capitalism for all the problems in the world
· He believed that the class in which a person is born is the one in which he or she will remain.
However, the beauty of a capitalist system is that it is free—we can own property, start a business, and live our lives as we so desire. This freedom allows even the poorest person the chance to become successful. What Marx asserted about the capitalist society was faulty; it is indeed the capitalist system that allows people the opportunity to rise above a lowly birth status and reap the benefits that society has to offer. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]He could not foresee the end of terrible working conditions. There are two solutions that people in poor working conditions are presented with: 1) quit or 2) change it. In Marx’s time, factories were located in small towns; people had to walk to their place of work and most often worked in a place that was in the closest proximity—meaning, if a person quit his or her job, he or she would not work at all. Quitting was out of the question. Therefore, Marx saw factory work as punishing, dehumanizing, and coercive.

Federalism Essay:
Federalism is defined as a government system, where it is divided into two divisions; a central government and regional governments. Both governments look over different parts of the nation’s affairs, and on some aspects, may even share concurrent jurisdiction. Further broken down, there is a decentralized form of federalism, and a centralized form of federalism. Decentralized federalism is when there are two levels of authority, but the regional governments dominate. In contrast, centralized federalism is when there are two levels of authority, but the centralized government dominates. The shift from centralized federalism to decentralized federalism has not be a linear change, but rather, it would be a better analogous to a pendulum. 
	Canada first started as a nation that prided itself in centralized federalism. It first began with the BNA Act of 1867. It divided the jurisdiction and authority between the central government and the provinces. However, centralized federalism did not last very long. In the late nineteenth century, decentralized federalism came into domination.
	Decentralized federalism made its mark, resulting from the judgments made by the JCPC. In jurisdictional disputes, between the central government and regional governments, the JCPC, also known as the Judicial Committee of the Privy Council, made its rulings in favor of provincial rights. As a result, the relative power of the provinces grew.
	Once again, the pendulum began to swing back towards centralized federalism, in the early twentieth century. The BNA Act of 1867’s provisions gave provinces the power to handle social welfare and education programs. Over time, people demanded the provinces to provide more social welfare programs and of the like; especially during the Great Depression and the great World Wars. This resulted in the provinces to become starved for funds, in order to provide these kinds of programs. As a response, the federal government brought forth conditional grants. The federal government would give money to the provinces, on the condition that they use it in a specific manner that they outline. With no choice but to accept, the provinces accepted the offer, much to their disapproval. Consequently, the provinces became more reliant and dependent on the federal government, causing centralized federalism to remain prominent, once more.
	The pendulum shifted back towards decentralized federalism, during the 1950s. The Roswell-Sirois Commission expressed discontent towards conditional grants. The Commission recommended to the federal government that they take over the expenditures for education and social welfare programs, and to equalize the financial positions of the provinces. Also, during this time, the Quiet Revolution emerged. Quebec expressed their right to opt out of federal programs, but on top of that, still receive federal funding. As well, the Western provinces wanted greater political clout to match their recently acquired wealth.
	The route to decentralization continues, where a branch extends from decentralization called co-operative federalism. In this period, the financial power given to provinces improved intergovernmental relations. Consequently, regional governments and the central government began to exchange more ideas, policies, and financial decisions together. Following co-operative federalism is executive federalism. This was marked by economic downturns and the ascendancy of provincialism. There was a lot of intergovernmental conflict, where each level of government would promote their narrow views and would not succumb to compromise. Lastly, there was contested federalism, which still operates today, where a fractured party system weakens the central government. 
	Furthermore, in the financial aspect, there has been fundamental incongruence between jurisdictional responsibilities and sources of revenue between the two levels of government. Since the federal government issued annual grants and limited subsidies, the provinces had no choice but to accept this offer, since they were starving for funds. This created a highly centralized government. Moreover, the BNA Act of 1867 allowed the federal government to raise funds by any method or mode of taxation, while the provinces were only allowed to raise funds through direct taxation. As expenditures grew, they required more revenue, which causes substantial political conflict between the two levels of government. Finally, the provinces differed greatly in their fiscal capacity. Although central provinces such as Ontario and Quebec could earn great revenue, the poor provinces such as the ones in the Maritimes, could not generate enough revenue, causing more disputes between the two levels of government. Consequently, the change from centralized federalism to decentralized federalism has not be a liner change, but rather, it has been a pendulum route of change—and our government continues to turn more decentralized to this day. But since it is a pendulum, our current decentralized federalism can just as easily switch back to centralized federalism in the future.

Conservative and Liberal Essay:
The three popular schools of thought are conservatism, liberalism, and socialism. Conservatism and liberalism are the most prominent, and will be addressed in depth. There is no clear definition of conservatism and liberalism. Rather, there are basic tenets to both schools of thought.
	To begin, conservatism believes that human rationality is limited and humankind cannot be perfected. They tend to be pessimistic about humankind. They say that humans are rational, but they are also passionate. As a result, there are irrational drives and impulses that will always conflict with human rationality, causing negative fluctuations in judgements. In contrast, liberalism believes that humans are rational and self-interests beings. Rationality will allow humans to peak to near perfection, contrary to conservatism way of thinking. Since liberalism recognizes that humans are rational, they can thrive under a minimal state. However, they also recognize that self-interest can infringe on rationality. Hence, they support a minimal state or a “watchdog government” which will allow society to develop and grow free of constraints. Overall, liberalism is optimistic about humankind.
	Moreover, conservatism favours an expanded and large state or government. An expanded role for the state is needed, in order to bring law and order, and social relief programs into society. As well, exercising its authority to guide society and the economy when it is needed. In comparison, liberalism favours a limited government. Although people are rational, competition can get out of hand. They recognize that self-interest can impinge on the interests of others. Consequently, they find it suitable that the government is accountable to the people, where citizens give consent to uphold the penalty of the law, while the government gives consent to uphold the individual rights and liberty of the people. In this way, there is a theoretical contract between both parties.
	Conservatism believes liberty can be submerged for order. They believe order is the most important, and that a universal and objective moral order exists in the world. That is also another reason why they support a strong state; in order to make sure society conforms to these moral values. They also believe that change is bad, but if it should occur at all, it should only occur gradually and naturally. This is contrary to liberalism, where they believe change is a positive thing and that liberty allows humankind to progress. The concept they adhere to is meliorism. Meliorism means that society can evolve, grow, and change through human endeavour. 
	Lastly, conservatism believes that society is an organic whole with interdependent parts. Everyone is connected to each other, and society is a unity. The people at the top deserve to be at the top, while the people at the bottom deserve to be at the bottom. The individual depends on the stability of society, and the stability of society depends on the individuals. As well, conservatism accepts inequalities and a power hierarchy. They feel that inequalities will always exist in society and that we should simply embrace them. The higher class is responsible for guiding and restraining the masses. 
	Conversely, liberals follow laws, not because of morality, but because of self-interest. They prefer a government based on order and law, rather than one on anarchy. Moreover, liberals follow the concept of meritocracy. People will compete for the limited amount of rewards. The rewards they get will depend on their efforts in attaining it. This is the spirit of meritocracy. Resources will be awarded according to the talents of the individual.

Significance of Terms:
· Marilyn Waring: this is significant because economics is a value system where all goods and services are related only to their monetary value, and the unpaid work by women are not recognized, and only socially and environmentally hazardous activities are deemed as productive. It goes to show that the institution of GDP is not entirely accurate and does not measure the value of all goods and services in the country, since unpaid women work goes unnoticed; such as mothers and housewives. 

· National policy 1879: this is significant because without Western Canada complaining about the high tariffs on imports, then there would not have been the North American Free Trade Agreement. Due to the West’s discontent, the Free Trade Agreement in 1989 between the two countries, the United States and Canada, came into effect, thereby removing tariffs. Without the FTA, it can be argued that it would not have resulted in the NAFTA being formed. 

· Reform Liberalism: this is significant because it shows that ideologies and people’s beliefs change over time. An ideology can be defined as a goal of how society should function, and the method, which is how we should achieve this political ideology. It’s also significant, since Canada has been more liberal than ever, and how we have switched from classical liberal views to reform liberal views in the present time.

· Classical Conservatism: this is significant to take into consideration of the different political ideologies and how they are different from each other. As well, classical conservatism can be stemmed from the old, “perfect” government that Aristotle proposed during his time called Polity. Both ideologies propose for a type of government in power that will overlook and take care of the poorer or less powerful class. 

· Quiet Revolution: this is significant because for the first time, or most prominently, that Quebec emerged from its isolation and opened up to the outside world. Quebec began to develop diplomatic relations with other countries, such as France, which become a key alley to Quebec. It is when Quebec began to assert itself internationally and not confine themselves within Quebec.

· Aggregate Demand: Aggregate demand is important in our country. If aggregate demand is deficient, then unemployment rates will rise. However, in contrast, if aggregate demand is rising too quickly, then inflation will increase, as well. As such, it is important to manage aggregate demand to maintain stable, low inflationary growth. 

· Governing (Policy) Instruments: these methods and mechanisms are important to continue the survival and order of society. For example, to achieve cleaner air quality or safe driving.

· Linkages: linkages are important, since Canada is abundant in resources and we are often criticized on how we use the resources. A criticism is how we obtain these resources, such as from the Aboriginals, and whether we are intruding their land or not.  Land claims become an issue, where Aboriginals try to claim and proclaim the land as theirs, along with the resources, usually in the form of treaties, much to the government’s disapproval.

· Responsible Government: it is important to understand and learn what the regime of Canada is. Especially in comparison to the United States, because Canada and the United states are very close nations. It is very different from the separation of powers, and which regime is the most effective and democratic system, since the president is elected by the people in the United States, while the prime minister in Canada is not. 

· Western Alienation: western alienation is very important because it shows the conflict within Canada, and how it is not all peaceful that the media seems to portray. It also recognizes how other provinces are barely regarded, but Central provinces such as Quebec, are very much favored to appease by the federal government. It is also important that we see decentralization in Canada, where provincial governments want more power, relative to the central government. They want greater political clout to match their wealth, and greater jurisdictional autonomy.

· Meech Lake Accord: the meech lake accord is important because it is an example of regionalism. Quebec is trying to gain autonomy and a status as a distinct society, which is different from the rest of Canada. This would make other provinces be in rage, because why is Quebec considered special, but the other provinces are not? And if the meech lake accord was ratified, and quebec was a distinct society, then what would it mean for other provinces that wanted to be distinct societies too? It would split up Canada, as we know it, where it won’t be a unified nation anymore.

· Creative Destruction: it recognizes that capitalism is a form of economic change and is not a static thing. Creative destruction conditions new, positive changes in society by adapting and innovation. This process of creative destruction is what allows society to evolve to a more sophisticated, technological level.

· Polity: polity is significant because it highly resembles contemporary classical conservatism views. 

· Immiseration: this thesis is important because if it is correct, then it would mean the class divisions matter in society, as to whether you achieve success or not. It supports the view that the rich get richer, and the poor get poorer, and inequalities will only expand in the future. It means that making money is more important than the fact that you are exploiting human beings, not caring for the welfare of them.

Conservatism:
-society is an organic whole; with interdependent parts: people at the top of the ladder deserve to be at the top, while the people at the bottom deserve to be at the bottom. Society is a unity, where everyone is connected to one another. The government relies on the people of society to maintain its stability and the people of society rely on the government.
-liberty can be submerged for order; change should be gradual and natural: order is much more important than freedom or liberty. They believe that there is a universal, objective moral order present in society. There should be a strong state to maintain this morality in people. Liberty is only permitted if it does not impinge on moral values. Change is seen as a bad thing, but if it does happen, it should be gradual and natural.

There will always be the dominant class and the subordinate class in society. The privileged class has an obligation to take care of the lower class.

Liberalism:

-humans are rational and self-interested: since humans are rational, this will allow them to develop close to perfection. They are optimistic about humankind. Since they are rational, they can thrive under a minimal state. They prefer a watchdog state that would allow people to develop and grow freely without constraints. 
-humans follow laws not because of morality, but because of rationality: people follow laws because of their own self-interest. They prefer to live in a world governed by order and laws, rather than one of anarchy.
-meritocracy: since there are limited resources, there will be competition. Meritocracy is the idea that rewards will be given to people’s efforts. Depending on the talents and efforts of the individual, will determine the rewards. That is how everyone currently lives in contemporary society, where we all work hard in school and university, in order to find a good job with a good pay. This is the epitome of meritocracy.
