Every single thing we take granted today was introduced in the 19th century.
Democracy
Capitalism, free market economy.
French Revolution
Instigated political, social and economic changes
First World War
Both of these had unprecedented change.
Problems not addressed by the 19th century were left to 20th century
Ex) Liberalism & Nationaism
Superceded by Communism & Fascism
Extreme left vs. Extreme right.

Politcal Developments
Started with Monarchial, absolutist systems.
Even Britain had one with a constitutional monarchy.
Monarchies were often absolutist—Austria, Prussia, Russia
No say in political developments, foreign policy, etc.
This is What the French Revolution challenged & changed.
Didn’t take long to side-line those two goals
Universal Manhood Suffrage
Napoleon wanted to be absolutist emperor of Europe—facades of 
Hijacked liberie, fraternite, eglaite.
Took over the continent.
Barely they escaped French hegemony
Congress of Vienna
Restored the absolutist system
No MORE NAPOLEONS—NO REVOLUTIONS, STAY CALM EVERYTHING IS GOING TO BE OK
Liberalism & Nationalism
Ideology can never be defeated or contained
Clausewitz—minute mankind finds an idea, that’s it—it is developed.
Conservatism
Counter ideology proposed and pursued by states.
But L & N kept digging deeper roots.
Revolutionary Europe
20s
30s
1848—Springtime of Europe
Most revolutions failed, but led to triumph of Nationalism
National Unifications
Italy—Piedmont & Cavour
Germany—Bismarck.
Bourgeois Liberalism
Took hold in most countries.

Economic Developments
Concentration of Production
Factories could be built in cities—due to railroads, goods could be transported
Led to massive emigration to urban centres.
1850s—Population of London: 2 million
end of 19th century—7 million.

Second Industrial Revolution
Heavy industry of all states was built at this time
Electric lights were developed
As was mass transportation.
Leisure travel was also introduced.
Cruise liners were introduced in the latter 19th century
Could be upper-middle class to afford it.
Allowed globalization—spread across the world.

Social Developments
Demographic revolution
From beginning of 19th century to end—doubled to 460 million
More dense than asia at this point.
Malthus’ crisis never came to fruition.
Why?
Population increased by reducing death rate—introduced medicine, inoculation
Cut death rate to 15-20%
Great deal fo excess population
40 million Europeans left
In 19th century—40 million Europeans left the continent to spead across the world
Social expectations, culture followed.
Late 19th century.
Working Conditions
Horrid conditions of British working class
Weren’t the worst!—better than most counterparts, especially French.
Had to address social conditions
Liberals advocated for the working class—working class themselves pushed for reforms
Marxism, Socialism, Democracy
This political change compels the state to change and fix itself.
Only through fear of force was every state compelled to address these issues.
Did so to Avoid Revolition.
Living Conditions
With working conditions created conditions for revolution
Age of Masses
Mass Education
Literacy rates hit 90%
Less as you went South and East
Highest in Germany
Primary education made mandatory
Secondary education was made open to so much more.
Education for Women & Feminism
Women’s rights repeatedly denied even by socialists.
When unions were formed, they denied membership to women.
Women were believed to be inheritently reactionary.
Sectionalism—no longer religious education
All science.
Women were more traditional church goers—despite church membership declining.
If women are allowed, Church will develop influence

ART & SHIT
Romanticism
After Napoleon & restoration of conservatism
Challenged society—change the political system
Romantics were egalitarians—better society, wanted mankind to wake up and see how unjust the then-present political system was and that it needed to change
Didn’t lead to revolution, political/social change
Realism
Life as it is
No utopian visions
How life is—how crucial/difficult it is.
Subjects
Nature—romantics.
Bourgeois members were the most important subjects for arts
Now its peasants, people—challenged bourgeois taste.
Symbolism/Expressionism
Took over realism
Show how life changes.
Impressionism—train stations—portrayed the future—changing economy—unknown future, never know where it will end.
Docks—symbolic of the future moving to an unknown destination.
Through symbolism—approach the meaning of life.
Through their own dreams or…

Pessimism & Militarism
Shook up psyche of most society
Militarism
Two unifications happened quickly—low costs
Thought future problems and polarization of continent could be solved through military means
Nationalism never stopped/solved.
Russia never addressed this.
Ideological/psychological polarization of continent.
