2. The World in 1400

· In the 1400’s there was no domination that Europe would take over, it showed no power, it did not have its stuff together and is the beginning of the complementary world 

· Known as the middle ages, or medieval ages, not much has happened, gets passed over become Europe was a poor cousin of other parts like Asia and north Africa where much more exciting things were happening, Europe was on the outskrits of stuff happening in the world

· Common phrase The Greeks, then romans, romans went away dark ages, middle ages church’s built, 1500s European happens 

· 1400s were a very happening place people were moving around stuff was moving

· this was the global trade, Europe got tucked into it a thriving trade going between the far east all through south Asia, middle east into northern and subsabsaran Africa
· one of the most important roots of trade was the Silk Rode, Europe was able to join this as a result of something that happened between 1271-1275, due to Marco polo and his uncles made the journey to china and enabled Europe to tie into the existing trade between Asia and northern and southern Africa

· things the Europeans were interested in the silk rode,  included silk from far east, spices through out everywhere, prosalin from far east and offered wine, textile, wools, lining, horses (giant draft) (they didn’t have must useful tuff to trade)

· Europeans wanted to trade because there is a growing class of elite( lords, nobles) who are beginning to depend on the consumption of foreign goods to say they are better than other
· This is the established of Old world (Europe, Asia and Africa)

· Outside of Europe
· China- thriving power, twice as many people 45 million vs 100 million under one country (massive labour)

· Europe is little compared to china, the Chinese after the dynasty and in 1405-1433 china sponsored 7 sea voyages to connect to other countries for trade Jean Le … is journey moves down …. 13min
·  If the Chinese continued to fund these voyages that they would have made it to Canada before the Portuguese, after the 7th voyage they stopped voyages and worked for internal, If they didn’t do that we would have been speaking mandarin 
· Malaca, fell to British control later, but Is in a protected state and was a thriving centre of trade, people were coming from all over and stuff was being exchanged, like gold cotton ivory and people mingling everywhere except Europe
· Stuff filtering around, were slaves the origin of slaves is from the word Slav , the most common were Eastern Europeans, Greeks were also slaves, other goods are gold (Africa) cotton, ivory, cinnamon, perfumes, dyes, droughts, 

· Trade was not like today(globalized), trade was taken weeks, months, years 
· Stuff that can be ruined cant be trade, 

· Heavy stuff could only be traded by people if you could afford people to move and life it (animal or human labour)

· Food in bulk

· Luxury goods were traded, back in the day trade was expensive so they average person would not get traded goods it doesn’t impact their lives, 
In the New World, 

2 rising empires, Aztec Empire (located in central America aka Mexico) reached into Guatemala and up to Mexico and in the centre there was a place called tishno teema, which is contemporary Mexico City, there was a lake that evaporated. 
· Prior to Spanish invasion in 1492, Aztec trade goods had to play tribute to the central government, and one of the major roles was for nonfarming was to act as merchants, stuff was moving all around, the interesting thing about trade goods here had been found way up to central north America, up to Mississippi, this trade was not limited to central America, it went up to north America… (here is another centre, lots of trade connects up to people all through north America, and all through central America
 Inca Empire (grey is Andes mountains … posed on the edge of expansion, )
Into equador. Southern Columbia, Peru, down to … into Argentina and srilanka, controls millions of souls and trade networks

There trade goods are found way into the amazon and the amazons are found into inca sides, they are entities that have mechanisms of control and trade that impact the entire region in which they exist. 
The dark ages , we skip over it, it is a world where most people are aware of other people, they don’t have much to do with them but they still know they exist, nobody is isolated, and Europe was not the centre nor was it important, or showing promises of being anything.. the European slaves maybe some what special other than that nothing really  
3. 1492 (the change)
· Important because it Brings the old and new world together 

· Portuguese’s access to this luxury trade and good was being threatened by the expansion of the ottman empire, the sea routes are where the Europe trade is connected to the this is where the silk rode good are being connected to Europe, the islands didn’t refuse to trade with Europe but its new empire and one thing they do is charge taxes, an Europeans have to pay more, and as the empire expands Europe is trying to find ways to skip them and get directly to asia, so European navel powers, Portugal and Spain try and figure out ways around the ottman empire

· Portuguese, fund lots of exploration (south bound route), sailing into the Atlantic and hop scotch across the course of south Africa, no reliable maps 
· The pope decided to take a different route for Spanish routed towards the west.
· Columbus

· Was not Spanish was from Italy, genoues
· Merchant trader

· If I go trade we can beat Portugal and trade with china first

· Hits north America

· World changed because of bad geographically, accident, and greed cheapest trade goods possible (bumping into North America based on greed)’
· Takes 30 years for Spain to conquer the Aztecs, is followed by the conqista doras and over throw the Aztecs they were not popular because they increased in taxes, and they cross over central America, and sail down west coast of south America, and hit up against the ___ are able to conquer ____
· South America= Spanish ..Portugal claims they got blown off course and hit brazil, and established where we think brazil is now … the capital church is very concerned that the Spanish and Portuguese don’t fight each other draw a line basically around the western part of the world and saw everything east is Portuguese and west is Spain…how Portugal gets a whole part of south America is brazil where they speak Portuguese. And the rest is Spanish dominated.  
4. Global Impact of 1492 

A. The Great Dying

· Spanish arrives and the spread of diseases begins, problem is that Europeans are bringing in unipool diseases over with them to which new world people have no resistance

· Deadly disease include small pokes, measles, influenza and malaria, they spread faster than Europeans are moving

· Once disease is released the population are all connected and trading and the diseases move fast,, the conquest of Inca and Aztec was so easy because diseases proceeded the conquest doras, very strong emperors died because of disease way before the Spanish got to them and leaving them powerless as they are already suffering from civil wars

· People die has high as 97/95 % in areas

· It’s a wave of successive diseases is why the die so quick and are way faster than the contact of European diseases and are traveling through the trade routes

· Substantial number of ingenious society were wiped out, the diseases were held along the Spanish colonies or Portuguese demanded labour, they tortured them, starved them, beat them to death, 

· A lot resistance which meant war and death in warfare in mayhem, and contributed to the impact of these diseases 
· People were already malnourished and could not fight of the diseases coming there way, which would take a bigger number than if they were strong and eating well 
· Already devastated by war (having to move locations etc), more vulnerable to die 

· Most powerful is disease

· One way this still affects us is that when the European pushed into the north American and claimed to find unpopulated land, but they were very scarcely populated as disease as already done its job 


B. The African Slave Trade

· They come over with vast spaces and have zero intention to do any hard work themselves, get a land grant from the king and someone can do the work for you, or food farming and the Spanish and Portuguese will do nothing and just be lords and ladies,

· The indigenous people are already killed everyone to do the work, so they have a big problem 
· African slave trade is already established, Portuguese have been trading in west Africa to take people, it’s a simple matter of establishing trade routes, primary destination is southern north America, east coast of central America and into brazil 

· 11 million Africans shifted to north America, by 1600’s they are going to the colonies of the English, French, Spanish, Portuguese Dutch
· Silver and gold, indigenous and mining, 
· These consequences, have impact by a number of us, that this stripping own of African society, means that in the 19th century, some of reason why its easy to take over these places are because the slave trade is equivalent to the great dying, you are stripping from the society the very people who have potential to keep them going and learning and passing the learning, so just like north America was explored in Africa were European domination was so easy because of the slave trade
C. Life in Europe 

· New trade, and new commodities, in the new world like sugar, Tabaco, cotton, silver gold, are beginning to flow into Europe

· One of the most profound things is the influx of money, silver and gold is being mined in Peru, and central America and indies, Spain is taking the silver and gold and making it into coins and they take it back to Europe, prior to the new world connection, there was very little currency circulation Europe, a lot of European trades were amongst themselves, and trade it with one another (goat for sheep no money is involved)
· Common people also have an impact with this new world trade the things that are coming back are things that built into the European diet (new food stuff, sugar, vanilla, beans, all pepper except black, tomatoes, rice, squash, cranberries, yams, pineapples and the big one corn (maize) and potatoes, oats)

· Stimulants like chocolate coffee and sugar, becomes an elite thing to and then becomes food of the people 
D. Competitive Colonizing

· the Spanish and Portuguese, get the new world to themselves, but other European powers, French, British, and Dutch, they have wars, and other battles, and try and grab some of the new world, they also want to figure out how to complete 
· they began to establish them selves

· Dutch: Indonesia, and south Africa 

· England: India 

· French: some islands 
· They actually move in a establish colonies and real political and economic domination in order to get at the wealth, sent up plantations and get really tasty goods which is a whole mechanism called mercantilism
