1. Great Dying Revisited
· Chicken pokes and other diseases come from domesticated animals 

· Some diseases are specialized to a signal host, but sometimes these diseases are mutated which lead them to exposing the disease to other people 

· People who have never been exposed to this disease cannot defend themselves and therefore are more likely to die

· Diseases have a particular pattern

· Consequences are pretty dramatic, because we have no built in resistance to this disease organism, it will be very dramatic the first few generations( very high mortality rate)

· If a disease organism jumps into the human population and is so contagious that it kills of the population all at once they also kill themselves because the population cant mutate any one(kill the host as well as themselves) reduces the amount of diseases are 

· Only those who live long enough to pass along (air bourne, sex, coughing) 

· Young people get attacked by chicken poks, some children are resistance and they carry on this to the next generation

· Small pocks, influenza, measles cholera  tifes( transmitted by fleas), malaria (mosquitos) and yellow fever(mosquitos) 

· The great dying, means that there was something called successive disease epidemic (it was not one disease that knocks out the population, there were more than one that attacks over and over and the populations that got attacked are those who are weakened by war etc)

· Ex. ( not true numbers just general idea of what happened) 1492 the flu knocks out 22 percent of the population that leaves 78 people then measles come in 1498 it knocks out 22 percent leaving 58 people and then 1508 typhus takes 13 percent and leaves 43 people and then 1415 pertusis takes 12 perfect leaving 31 percent and then 1419 the small pox takes 14 percent and that leaves 17 people and then 1422 cholera takes 5 percent leaving 12 people (less than 30 years population is virtually gone)

· Cuddle factor- 2 main domesticated animals were chicken, and turkey - all mammals have the ability to recognize baby animals which we think are cute, well turkeys not so cute family lamas are cute and they live in high altitudes which is not a nice place to live, so people would live down in a valley and then send families up to the lamas 

· Husbandry – they sleep in one room and they bring the animals in with you and the animals give you heat (Europe)

· 1500 the European population hit with siffalus , came home with sailors,  3 different kinds in the world, one of those are a new world version, African world, and Eurasian 
2. Contemporary Global Disease – HIV/AIDS
We couldn’t have had global diseases without global connection

A. How does it work?
HIV- Human immunodeficiency Virus you experience no affect but supresses your immune system 
AIDS- Auto immunodeficiency syndrome 

AIDS is a syndrome which means that comes from contracting HIV , you can have HIV but not have AIDS 

Can be transmitted through

· blood ( intravenous/ injections), blood transfusions, medical treatment, sexual contact

People affected

· WOMEN – they do not have the power to resist sexual contact

· Lower class 
· Homosexual “gay” male

· IV drug users (share needles because drugs are poor)

ARV – anti reteral viral

· if you contract Hiv and can get ARV , you can put of the shift of HIV to AIDS for a very ling time

· Class 1 ARV- after many years of usage they stop working developed in 90’s

· Class 2 ARV- are the same  but stronger and increased price
