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5 reasons medicare started in sask at a certain time, how did it start there & why did id spread around Canada why did it start there instead of somewhere else
· Spending more than you have is not a socialist trait its an irresponsible trait 
· Selling insurance is like running a bank but the men were going to be going against other private companies
· They were looking to make profit, and the profit they made would be used towards the provinces infrastructure 
· “every person shall under the law, enjoy the right to freedom of expression”
· Tommy douglas brought about indoor plumbing, power lines, safe and clear high ways with the profit he made from the governmental insurance company
· Hospitalization program was an expensive one that took about 1/3 of their revenue and budget  but it allowed Saskatchewan citizens to receive free health care
· The prime minster said conservatives agreed with his idea and wanted to make the free health care system country wide
· For every dollar the province would pay on a doctor or a hospital, the federal government was willing to match it (therefore where provigin 50% of funding) 
· Through this, they convinced the provincial governements to go with it 
· The federal government is paying much less now (15%)
· The prime minsters mother was stuck in the hospital for a long time, she could have been at any private facility  but shed rather stay in Saskatchewan
· He saw her program in detail and he found it decent and wanted to make it national
· Medicine should be available to all, and douglas believed it was important that the government worked towards paying all peoples medical bills 
· Saskatchwan had a lot of debt, but after 17 years douglas helped dimnish it completely 
· He then decided to run as the rep for NDP 
· At this point, doctors began to go against him as well as liberals 
· Doctors were saying that their right to free enterprise is more important than the peoples right to healthcare 
· Tommy’s downfall was that he didn’t listen to the people of sask (oppositions opinion)
· The province had to rely on external aid from doctors from Ontario and London to help people in need
· They opened make shift clinics to provide service to the people of Saskatchewan
· The doctors attempted to get the Medicare banned but the sask. Gov’t rejected their request for that
· The doctors eventually caved in because they realized the people wanted medicare because it would be more beneficial
